ORDINANCE No. 182378
*Authorize contract with Friends of Trees for professional urban forestry services for the Grey-to-Green Urban Canopy Project No. 8986 and provide for payment (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland is committed to increasing the amount of canopy coverage within the City. 

2. This legislative item directly supports specific goals and objectives in the Portland Watershed Management Plan, the Grey-to-Green effort, and the Urban Forest Action Plan through increased canopy coverage within the City. 
3. The Grey-to-Green Urban Canopy Project directly supports these goals with a plan to plant 83,000 trees over the next five years.  Increasing the amount of canopy coverage will achieve the following objectives: reduce the burden of stormwater processing on aging grey infrastructure, work toward meeting the canopy coverage goals of the Urban Forest Action Plan, and improve livability in the City. 
4. 
Friends of Trees is an established and experienced non-profit organization that builds community in the City by coordinating neighborhood tree planting events.

5.
The established cost is $7,851,411.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-32-130, Project Number 8986, Account No. 521000.  Other years’ funding will be requested in future budgets and is contingent upon the funding of this initiative. Level of confidence is optimal based on contractor’s 20 years of experience.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with Friends of Trees for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $7,851,411, in a form substantially in accordance with the contract attached as Exhibit A.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in funding would interrupt Friends of Trees’ ability to provide professional urban forestry services during the fall planting season and meet the first year goals of Grey-to-Green; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
