This year we have added a career exposure component that allows 
Parks & Recreation, Portland Fire & Rescue, Office of Equity and l{uman Rights, 
and Portland Police Bureau to opcn the doors to the youth and community partners 
to learn about programs, careers, and employment opportunities.
