Committee members generally use their golf passes 30 to 40 times 
per year. The average price for a single greens fee is approximately $20. So the annual cost, 
assuming the members would play the 30 to 40 times annually could be as much as $800 per 
member. Committee members are encouraged to use their passes often so that they are familiar 
with the facilities and therefore it could be assumed that due to the cost of playing without a 

pass, they would not frequent the City's facilities on such a frequent basis.

ORDINANCE No. FINANcE AND ADMtNtsrRAloN
 

Amend provisions relating to duties of the Golf Advisory Committee (Ordinance; amend Code 
Chapter 3.86) 

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council finds: 

1. Chapter 3.86 of the City Code, which establishes the Golf Advisory Committee, was 
enacted by Ordinance 133 195, effective Septemb er 20, 1971 . The Golf Advisory 
Committee consists of 10 members of the public charged with serving in an advisory 
capacity with regard to the operation of the City's golf program. 

2. The Bureau of Parks has determined that an amendment to the Chapter is necessary 
in order to expand the scope of the Committee's advisory duties and to specify that 
the Committee advises the Director of Parks, as well as the Commissioner in 
Charge. 

3. 	The Bureau of Parks further desires an amendment to codifu the long-standing 
practice that members are provided complimentary access to the City's golf facilities 
during the course of their terms in order to allow the members to become more 
familiar with the operation and condition of the facilities, which, in turn, permits the 
Committee to give better advice to the Director and the Commissioner regarding 
potential improvements to the City's golf program. 

NOV/, THEREFORE, The Council Directs: 

a. Section 3.86.010 of the City Code is amended to read: 

There hereby is created an advisory committee to the Commissioner-in-
Charge ef+he€ureau-sf and Director of Parks_to be known as the Golf 
Advisory Committee, consisting of ten voting members who shall serve 
without compensation. Members will however be provided a pass 
affordine them complimentary use of City of Poftland golf facilities for the 
period of their term. Each time a member uses the pass. the member shall 
document the business purpose of the use of the golf facilities" on a form 
to be provided by the City. The Commissioner-in-Charge shall appoint the 
members of the Committee, the members to serve for a term of two years. 
The Commissioner-in-Charge or his/her representative shall be an ex­
officio member of the Committee. 

b. Section 3.86.030 of the City Code is amended to read:
