1. New Director—Mary-Beth Baptista. On May 29, 2008, Mary-Beth will start work as IPR’s new Director.

2. Budget & Staffing Status—What’s In, What’s Out. The current budget authorizes 8.5 positions: a director, a half-time assistant director, a program analyst, three investigators, an office manager, an office support specialist, and an outreach coordinator. The outreach position is vacant at the present time. 
For the 2008-09 fiscal year, Auditor Gary Blackmer requested two new positions: CRC support (0.75 to 1.0) and an investigator/assistant director (1.0). The CRC support position, which also would have freed-up additional staff time for outreach, was not approved. The City Council is still deliberating on the other position.
In the coming months IPR will fill the outreach coordinator position in conjunction with the development of an outreach strategy. 
3. Appeals. No appeal requests have been filed. No appeals are pending. Ten cases are appeal-eligible.
