Approve the Managing oregon Resources Efficiently Intergovernmental Agreement between
participating oregon public entities and the city of porttaná. lorainance) 

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council finds: 

t. The purpose of the Managing Oregon Resources Efficiently Intergovernmental Agreement
(MORE-IGA) is to allow for the exchange of equipment, materials or services between
participating Oregon public entities. 

2. An original joint agency IGA for shared services was originally signed by Multnomah 
County, the City of Gresham and oregon Department of Transportation in iqqo. By the
provision of a 1999 addendum, other parties agreed to sign the agreement. The IGA was
revised in.July 2002 and was named the PMAT-IGÀ @ortlãnd Metropolitan Area 
Transportation Co-operative Intergovernmental Agreement) with 33-signing agencies. The
City of Portland was one of these participants. In February 2013, the MORE-IGA, with a 
more statewide focus, was crafted in tandem to eventually replace the pMAT-IGA. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 

a' 	 The Mayor and the City Auditor are authorized to enter into the agreement between the
City of Portland and other parlicipating Oregon public entities as detailed in Exhibit A. 

b' 	 City Council authorizes the Bureau of Transportation Maintenance Operations Group
Manager to act as the Agency's IGA overseer for the city of portland.
