Loren:  I have a question.  I know that it was explained that, as the legal side of it, that if we sent this back, it might have to run all the way through…

Leslie:  It did.

Loren:  Okay… and that… and, just… I’m just trying to get this clear in my mind.  The way I took it to mean was that we would be starting a whole new case, even though it’s the same case, we’d be starting the whole thing over again.  So, was I unclear on that?

Leslie:  Um… no.  And we debated over what to call this.  Um… it really is back to you   at the pre-hearing stage with the same [garbled].  [garbled]… request further investigation… [garbled]… RU commander if he wanted to change his findings, the RU commander said no.  We asked the appellant, rather than doing all the paperwork, we just called him and said, “Do you want to continue an appeal?” and he said yes.  So, it was set… what could have been just called a pre-hearing… [garbled]  but we called it supplemental because it was the same issue… so you weren’t confused, it’s just a little confusing [garbled]… but it’s the same option that you had the first time. 

Loren:  Okay.  So, if the appellant had said… had answered that question differently…

Leslie:  And said no, I don’t want to appeal… 

Loren:  Then it’s dropped and then if he wanted to start again, he would have had to file another grievance?
Leslie:  No.  That was it.

Loren:  Okay.

Leslie:  He would say, “I don’t want to appeal.”
Loren:  Okay… so what I’m trying to get at is, I don’t wanna see in the same… I don’t wanna be in the same predicament a year from now and have the rules change.  Uh… this is kinda the way it’s always gonna go then?

Leslie:  Right.  Absolutely. 

Loren: That’s all I wanted to know. 

Leslie:  If you send it back for further investigation, IAD will do that additional investigation, will ask the RU commander based on the additional recommendations, “Do you want to change your findings?”  Because the commander could say yes, I recommend sustained, in which case there’s nothing for a complainant to appeal.  You might have an officer before you file appeal as a result of that, but there wouldn’t be anything to appeal.  If the findings are not changed sufficiently to satisfy the complainant, there will be other [garbled].

Loren:  Okay.  Thank you.
