Minutes of Meeting on March 20, 2008
Minutes Taken by Ben Cox, Secretary

Location: Trinity Baptist Church, 2700 SE 67th Avenue.

In Attendance: Jonah Paisner, Kathryn Notson, Ben Cox, Jana Throckmorton, Shawna Johnson, Tim O’Neal, K.F. Mundt, Jeremy Sarant, Monica Smith, Patricia Barron, Carl Larson, Niki Todd, Charlotte Kragenbuhl, Brent Maxie, N. Rothwell, Ute Munger, Gabriella Paisner.  
Meeting commences at 7:03 PM, the agenda is checked, discussion item about Mount Tabor Yard is added and the agenda is approved unanimously. Introductions are made, and the minutes of the previous meeting pass unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report:  Ute is not in possession of a current statement, so the report is tabled until next month.
Elections: Jana describes the Southeast Uplift (“SEUL”) delegate position and the Communications Chair position.  As there are no nominations, the elections are tabled.  
Guest Speakers: 
Officer Brent Maxie of the Southeast precinct reports that South Tabor had 10 larceny-type calls (burglaries, theft from vehicles, etc.) in the previous month.  Officer Maxie reported two residential burglaries, gave tips for preventing these (e.g. locked doors with small windows, iron gates, etc.) and distributed rear view mirror hangers for cars to discourage break-ins.
Carl Larson from Portland Department of Transportation discussed the Safer Routes to School program’s proposed projects to make routes to Atkinson Elementary safer for students.  Carl distributed a large report listing projects underway, as well as proposed short-term and long-term projects.  Carl provided his email address for questions: larson@bta4bikes.org. 
Jeremy Sarant described his efforts to put together a bike parking project in front of Franklin school.  Jeremy got a $5,000 grant from Lowe’s for concrete and other building materials, and the City of Portland provides the actual bike racks, but Jeremy still needs funding for the rest of the project and seeks a motion from STNA supporting his efforts to facilitate the search for funding.  Motion passes unanimously.
Tim O’Neal, SEUL Sustainability Coordinator, is going to SE neighborhood associations trying to start up sustainability committees.  The general feeling is that STNA will try and identify interested volunteers for this potential committee prior to making a motion to form one next month.  
Committee Reports:
Newsletter: Articles are still being sought for May issue, with a deadline of April 1 for submittals.  Articles should be submitted to newsleditor@yahoo.com.  Space remains for advertisements – emails to ads@southtabor.org.

Neighborhood Cleanup Committee: Jana is still seeking volunteers.  Currently there are around 20; fifty are sought.  
Festival Committee: Jonah passes around the poster for the Festival and solicits volunteers.  Jonah reports that the event has obtained a permit, but still has a list of tasks to be done.

Land Use Committee: Seb is still trying to get all the disparate sources of relevant land use information to STNA in a format digestible as a succinct report.  Any questions or news concerning land use should be sent to landuse@southtabor.org.  There is some discussion of the project at 75th and Division.

Meeting resumes at 8:13.

Discussions:

Niki Todd speaks about Mt. Tabor Maintenance Yard/Warner Pacific issue.  Niki reports that a group has been formed to give input to the City of Portland on what the future of the yard ought to be.  Niki reports that four out of five of the neighborhood representatives have stopped going to the meetings, and asks to be sent as an official replacement.  A motion is so made, and passes by a vote of 11 for, none against, and one absention.   
Jonah makes a presentation for the proposed creation of Southeast Public Land (“SEPL”).  SEPL would be the result of Tabor Public Land Task Force (“Task Force”), previously created by STNA and Mount Tabor Neighborhood Association (“MTNA”).  The Task Force wants to go to all neighborhoods in SE to form a coalition whose purpose would be to gain a meaningful voice in City decisions concerning the disposition of public lands.  Jonah distributes the proposal, and a letter to Mayor Potter that has been approved by MTNA and SEUL.  Jonah reports that SEPL will require approximately $75 for incorporation fees and stationary.  There is some discussion concerning whether this new entity is necessary.  However, a motion approving of the proposal passes 10-2, and a motion to send the letter to the mayor as drafted passes 10-2 as well.
Motion to extend the meeting fifteen minutes passes unanimously.

Discussion is made upon the issue of the Neighborhood Notes section of the SE Examiner, concerning possible confusion arising from STNA writing a column under the name “South Tabor,” and Kathryn Notson’s column, written under the name of “South Tabor/82nd Ave of Roses.”  Due to conflicting/confusing content in the two columns recently, Kathryn is asked to voluntarily make changes that would address the confusion, but she refuses to do so.  Motion is made to alert the editor of SE Examiner (Nancy Tannler-Brewer) as to the conflict, request her to take steps to alleviate this confusion in the headings of the Neighborhood Notes section or elsewhere, and to inform her of STNA’s vote on the matter.  Motion passes 10 in favor, one against, with one abstention.
