
ORDINANCE No. 187043 
Grant Bureau of Transportation Regulatory Program designated employees authority to issue 
civil penalties in the enforcement of Private-For-Hire Transportation and other regulations under 
their jurisdiction. (Ordinance; add Code Section 16.10.660) 

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council finds: 

1. The Private For-Hire Transportation Program enforces the provisions in Portland City Code 
Chapter 16.40, which is intended to provide for the safe, fair and efficient operation of 
private "for-hire' transportation services, including taxis, limousines, executive sedans, 
town-cars, tour vehicles, medical transportation, pedicabs and pedal tour vehicles, and 
horse drawn carriages. 

2. The Private For-Hire Transportation Program added and hired three new Regulatory 
Program Specialist positions in 2013 to increase the effectiveness of the program's 
enforcement activities. 

3. To streamline enforcement activities, it is essential that each position in the program be 
able to issue civil penalties, under the supervision of the Private For-Hire Transportation 
Program Manager and the Bureau Director. 

4. To provide for appropriate credentials while enforcing such provisions in the field, it is 
important for program staff to be assigned badges for identification and authority. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 

a. The City Code is amended by adding Section 16.10.660 as set forth in Exhibit A, attached 
to this Ordinance.
