
ORDINANCE NO. -----
An Ordinance amending portions of Article 63 of tho 

license and Business Code (Ordinance No. 76398} so 
ns to provide for more completely identifying drivers 
of taxicabs, requiring certain permits to be obtalneJ 
~nd foes paid, certain information posted in taxicDbs, 
[ivinc rights of appeal, making it unlawful to refuse 
to give receipts when demanded for fare paid, and dE.­
clnring an emergency. 

The City of Portland does ordain ea follows: 

Section 1. It appearing to the Council that the pres­
ent regulations concerning taxicabs and drivers are inade­
quate; now, thorefore, Secticn 20-6311 and 20-6315 are 
hereby amended to read as follows:

A new examination, 
photocraph1ng and the fee may be omitted in the 
discretion of the inspoctor.

.Sect.on ~0-6315. HEVOCR.TION OP DRIVER'S 
PEID.lirr:--... 'ho Chief of 11olice shall have the 
authority on proper showing·t;r the bus inspec­
tcr, ta revoke a driver's·pcrmit issued to the 
driver of o.ny ta.xica·b, ·when he finds that such 
driver fai~s to comply with any of the traffic 
regulations of the; City of Portland or State of 
Ore on or is m:.i.skillod in handlin such vehicles 
or fa ls. to exercise good ,judgment or fulls to 
trent the pu~lic eourtoously, honestly and of­
i'iclently, or if such drivc.r fails· upon notico 
from said Ins octdr to resent himself and sub­
mit to a new exam nation concerning an:( or all 
of said matters. Any driver having his permti, 
revoked as herein pr.ovided shall have a r-ight 
of appeal to the Council of the City of Portland, 
provided that an appeal be taken in the time and 
manner provided by Section 20-6311 as amended, and the proceedings and the effect of action bt 
the Council thereon shall be as provided in sad 
.iectlon 26~6311 •. Pendin the a oal and deci­
sion the permit a a 1 stand inauspense, and no 
drf~ipe: shall be done ·by him and· .no new perrni t 
obtained• In '.case. of the revocation of a permit 
no ne:w l?ormit sh.all be .1ssued to such driver. for 
a .. oerlod o.:f' one' .year f'rom the date of revocation. 
'l'fui.:bearfng on all apJ.?,eals shall b'e de novo. The 
provisions hereo.1~ shall su_persede the provis'ion~ 
of Section 20~6338 as to taxicab drivers b~t r.ot 
as to drivers or chauffe1lr3 of for-hire ve~cles 
or sight-seeing busse~~

Section 2. Si..:l.~d1v1s1on (f) of Section 20-0321 of sc.i'l 
crdinu11co is Lore by umendod to rei:.d 1:ii:1 follows: 

(f) The forogolr.g, schedule of ratE:s shall be 
conspicuously posted or placed i~ each 
toxicub nnd in such m~nnor that snid 
r a t o s ma:; be easily read from the in­
side of tho taxicab. The printed rate 
schedule shall be headed with the word 
"rates" in not less than 24 point capi­
tals, snd the text thereof shall be in 
letters not less than 12 point type ~nd 
shall be printed on u card not less than 
4 by 6 inches in size. There shall ulsc 
be displayed in 03Ch taxicab in not less 
than 24 oint t . e a al n readln as fol­
lows: If d ssatisf ed with fare, demcmd 
a receipt. 11 It shall be unlawful for f.Eo 
driver to refuse to give such receipt 
when demanded. This notice·mayoe printed 
on the 11 rates 11 schedule displayed in each 
taxicab. 

Section 3, Said Section 20-6321 is further amended 
by adding thereto a subdivision to be designated as sub­
division (1) and reading as follows: 

i The name of the driver in letters of not 
less t an 36 point type, shall be dis­
played in a conspicuoue place in each 
taxicab. 

Section 4. Inasmuch as this ordinance is necessary 
for the immediate preservation of the public health, peace 
and safety of the City of Portland, in this: That the ad­
ditional provisions herein contained shall become effecti~e 
w1 thout unnecessary delay; therefore,, an emergency is hcr6-· 
by declared to exist and this ordinance shall be in force 
and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
