THE UNITED STATES OF AMEltICA, hereinafter called "the 
G0 vernment", Department of the Interior, acting by and through 
the Bonneville .rower Administrator, hereinafter called "the 
Administrator", hereby gives the CITY OF FORT.L.AND,OrlEGOh, 
hereinafter called "the Licensee•, the right, license and 
privilege to operate a fire fighting training center and to 
construct or install such facilities as are necessary for 
such activity on re.reel No. l of Tra~t VE-39 of the Govern­
ment' a Vancouver-Eugene electric transmission line right-of­
way, which said t)arcel 1 is more particularly described as 
follows: 

All that portion of the Ni of Jacob L Sanders . 
D.L.C. No" 53 lying north and east of the s.P.&s. 
Railroad right-of-way in Section 34, Township 2 North, 
Range 1 V~est, -vVillamette Meridian, Multnomah County, 
Oregon,· which lies within a strip or land lSO.O feet 
in width, of which 100.0 feet lie on the northerly 
aide of and 50.0 feet lie on the southerly side of the 
Vancouver-Eugene transmission line survey; said surve7 
line intersecting the northeasterl)? r1ght-ot•wa7 line 
of said s.P.• s.

Subject to the following co,~itions: 

1 •. The Licensee agrees that all the facil 1 ties or structur·es 
erected on the right-of-way herein described shall be erected 
at such locations on the right-of-way as are agr~eable to the 
Administrator or his representatives. If at any time it 
becomes necessary, in the opinion of the Bonneville ~ower 
Administrator, to change the location of any facilities construc­
ted or installed by the Licensee upon the right-of-way hereunder, 
such change will be made by and at the expense of the Licensee. 



2. The Licensee agrees to indemnify the Govern.~ent 
tor any and all damage or injury to Government property 
Yf.t11ch occurs in the operation or construction of the 
Licensee's fire fighting training center. 

3. The Licensee agrees to assume all risk of loss, damage 
and injury to its pro~erty which may be caused in any manner 
by reason of the location or operation of the Licensee's fire 
fighting training center upon Gnvernment's right-of-way here­
under. 

4. The Licensee agrees that it will save the Government 
harmless against any and all claims or demands for injury to 
the person or pro~erty of others, when such claims or demands 
arise in consequence of the Licensee's operations or the 
presence of the Licensee's facilities on the Gc~ernment's 
right-of-way. 

5. This li ~eri.se may be cancelled by the Administrator 
at any time upon ninety (90) calendar days'vritten notice to 
the Licensee, served by registered United States mail, and 
upon the expiration of said ninety (90) days after receipt 
of said notice by said Licensee, this license shall cease 
and terminate. 

6. On or before the termination of this license, the 
Licensee will remove all of its property from the Government's 
right-of-way and restore the surface thereof to a condition 
satisfactory to the Administrator or his authorized 
representative.

ORDINANCE No. 94~0(12 

An Ordinance to amend Ordinance No.93860, authorizing 
participation by the City in a cooperntive fire 
training project and acceptance of permits for 
the use of certain ?roperty for caintenance of 
fire fic;htinc traininc; ground, by incorporating 
as an exhibit therein the for.n of permit to be 
cranted by Bonneville Power Administration, and 
declarins an emergency. 

The City of Portland does ordain as follovrs: 

Section 1. The Council finc~.s that Ordinance No. 93860, 
passed by the Council March 28, 1951, authorized partici­
pation by the City of Portland in a cooperative fire fi&-~t­
ing project upon certain conditions, and further authorized 
the acceptance of permits fro:n the Bonneville Povrer Admini­
stration and the Portland General Electric Co::pany for use 
of certain property located in the Jacob Sanders D.L.C., 
in Section 34, To?mship 2 North, Range 1 ',,-est of the r.iil­
la~e tte Meridian in the City of Portland, Oregon, for the 
purpose of maintenance or fire fighting ground, parking 
area and access road; that since the passage of said ord­
inance the legal division of the Bonneville Povrer Admini­
stration has requested that the form of permit to be 
executed by its Administrator grantinG the use or certain 
Bonneville property for such purposes be incor,orated as 
an exhibit in said ordinance; and the Council further 
finds that the terms of said form of per~-,1 t of Bonneville 
Power Administration as submitted to the City are reason­
able and provision should now be ~ade for amending said 
Ordinance No. 93860 by adding said form of permit as an 
ex.lllbit thereto, and incorporated therein; now, therefore, 
Section l or Ordinance No. 93860 entitled: "An Ordinance 
authorizing participation by the City of Portland in a 
cooperative fire training project upon certain conditions, 
authorizing the acceptance of permits from Bonneville 
Power Administration and Portland General Electric Company 
for the use of certain property located on the North Halt 
of the Jacob L. Sanders D.L.c. in Section 34, Township 2 
North, Range 1 V/est, Willamette Meridian, 1n the City or 
Portland, Oregon, for tbe purposes ot maintenance ot tire­
fightinc; training ground, parking a1rea and accesa. zt0••• 
and declarinc 8Jl emergencJ'•" passed b7 the Council March 
28, 1951, her•b1' is amended to read aa follows: 

Section 1. The Council tlncla that certain 
industries 't.h19ough their plant managers and safetJ' 
engineers and the Pet,roleum Industries Oommlttee 
have pi-,•posecl a proj;e,at tor a cooperative tire 
training ground to the otficiala ot the Bureau ot 
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ORDINANCE No. 

F1ro of the City of Portland; that over a period of 
t,10 years conferences i~.nvc been held fron ti:ie to time 
on this matter anJ various proposed locati.ons for said 
,reject considered; that r4s a result thereof a certain 
portion of t~-ie Bonneville Power .~. d.rnini strati on pro~erty 
located on the ~Torth Half of the Jacob L. Sanders D.L.C., 
in Section 34, Tormship 2 North, Rance 1 West, Willamette 
Meridian, in the City of Portland, ?:ul tnomah County, 
Oregon, was determined as a desirable and adequate site 
for such project provided that permission could be ob­
tained for access road and parking area on adjacent 
:round owned by Portland General ~lectric co·1pany; t~at 
said Bonneville Power Administration and said Portland 
General ~lectric Company have offered to execute permits 
to the Ci t:r of Portland for use of said parcels of prop­
erty as desired for the above mentioned purposes; that 
certain of said cooperetinc industries have proposed to 
supply and install all of the equipment to be used for 
traininc on seid fire traininc ground, such as 20,000 
gallon tank, tan~r truck pits, "Christ:nEts Treen generator, 
shed for housing pumping equipment and other miscellaneous 
equipment, all to be furnished and installed under the 
direction of the fire ~rotection engineers of said in­
dustries without expense to the City, and it is furtr~r 
pro)osed that the use of said training croi.md by indus­
trial and city fire squads be a~·.1inistered by the Bureau 
of Fire of the City of Portland and that necessary 
liability insurance for the protection of the city from 
claims arisinc from its use by industrial squads be 
furnished by the cooperatinc industries; that participa­
tion by the City of Portland in said cooperative fire 
trainins project upon the proposed terms would be to 
the advantage and benefit of the peo~l• of said city and 
in furtherance ot the aims of t~e civil defense program; 
and that therefore provision should now be made for such 
participation and for the acceeptance of t~e hereinabove 
mentioned permits for the use·of the required ground for 
tire training; now, therefore, the City of P~rtland 
through its Bureau of Fire hereby is authorized to parti­
cipate with local industrial organizations in a coopera­
tive fire training project upon certain conditions se~ 
out hereinbelow, and the rtayor as Cmmnissioner of Public 
Safety and the Auditor hereby are authorized and directed 
on behalf of the City of Portland to execute acceptance 
of a permit granted by the Bonneville Power Administra­
tion to use certain riG}'lt of way area designated as 
Parcel No. l of Tract VB 39 located on the North ! of the 
Jacob L. Sanders D. L. c. in Section 34, Township 2 
North, Ranr;e 1 ··1est, riillamette !!eridian, for the purpose 
of a fire training ground for such cooperative project, 
together with access over certain other Bonneville right 
ot way located in the same section, substanti!\111 in 
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ORDINi\.NCE No. 94.C1'12 
accorC.ance with :S.Xhi bit "A" attached here to and 
b tf'ls reference incor~)orated herein as if full .. r 
se ou at nis p ace ere n; an to execu e an 
acceptance of a permit granted by the Portland 
General 1:lectric co··1pany for access road and 
parking area on SO-foot strip located in said 
north one-half of the Jacob L. Sanders Donation 
Land Claim and bisectin~ said Bonneville prop­
erty, upon approval as to forn of each of said 
permits by the City Attorney. 

Section 2. Inasmuch as this ordinance is necessary 
for the innnediate preservation of the public health, peace 
and safety of the City of Portland in this: That there 
be no unnecessary delay in the consu.-rnmation of plans for 
such cooperative fire trainine for the protection of the 
public fro:i1 industrial fire hazards and the furtherance 
of civil defense facilities; therefore an emercency hereb~ 
is declared to exist and this ordinance shall be in force 
and effect from and after its passase by the Council.
