The City of Portland does ordain as follows:

Section 1. 7The Counoil finds that i.ots 1 to 8, inclusive,
southwesterly of abandonsed rallroad right of wey, in Eloock 6,
iabelville, in the City of ‘ortland, County of kultnomsh and
State of JOregon, are owned by the City ol Portland; that the
Columbia Bible Hnshool by and through its president, Lyman D.
Webb, has offered to trade certain Columbia Bible ichool prop=-
erty, more partiocularly hereinarter deaoribed, for sald City-
owned propertys that said properties are of substantially
equal values that sald pareel now owned hy the Columbia Bible
School is required by the City to provide a turnaround for
the (Glisan Busj that the said Columbia }ible Schocl has of-
fered to convey said paroel to the City by deed in e xchange
for said City-owned property, provided that the Ci:y will con-
struot and maintain a hard surface turnaround in salid parcel;
and further provided that Columbia Bible School reserve first
option to purchase salid parcel in the event the property 1is
no longer required for a bus turnaroundg that the terms and
oconditions of saild offer are fualr and reasonable, and 1t is
in the public interest that provision now be made for exchange
of properties upon suoh termsj now thererore, the iayor and
‘Auditor are hereby authoriged to make, execute and deliver
a good and sufficient deed, approved as to form by the City
Attorney, for that portion of lots 1 to 9, inoclusive, south-
wostorly of abandoned railroad right of way in Block 6, Habel-
ville, except for that portion herstofore designated and as-
signed as street by Ordinance lio, 93816, pussed by the Coun-
oil March 21, 1961, to Columbia Bible 5ahool upon the execu-
tion and delivery to the City of Portland of a good and suf-
ficient deed, approved as to form by the City Attorney, by
the said sohool conveying the following described property:

Beginning at the northwest corner of lot 2, bBlook 7, San-
ford, in the corporate limits of the City of Portland,
County of “ultnomah and State of Oregong thence southerly
along the west 1line of said Block 7, a distunce of 130,01
feet to the northeast corner of jot 8, of sald Block 73
thence westerly along the westerly prolongation of the
north line of said Lot 5, a distance of 80 feet, more or
lesa, to a point in the east 1line of K.k, 90th Avenue,
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a® now laid out and established; thenece northnerly along
sald east line of le.lls 0th Avenue a dietance of 130 feet,
more or leas, to a point in the south line of K.,:E. Glisan
Ltreet; thonoe esusterly a distance of 80.15 feet, more or
less, to the place of beginning.

Seotion 2. That the Hayor and Auditor hereby are authorized
to draw and deliver to the Title & Trust Company, J25 L.lie 4th
Avenue, fortlend, Orezon, & warrant in the sum of 22,00 in
payment of title insurence covering lots 1 to 9, inclusive,
southmesaterly of abandoned railroad right of way, in Dlock 6,
“abelville, in the City of Portland, County of Hultnomah and
State of Oregon, save and exoept that part heretolore desig-
nated and assi;med as atreet by Ordinance io. 33815, passed
by the Council Hdarch 21, 1951, said warrant to be druwn
against and chargeable to the appropriation General Fund,
Property for Widening and HRights of Way (4650.680), and the
Auditor heredy is authorized to deliver the said title insur-
ance to the Columbia 131ble lchool at the time the deed {roa
the City 1s delivered.

Seotion 3. iInasmuch as this oriinance is necessary for
the 1mmedlete preservetion of the public health, peace and
safety of the City of ~ortland in this; that this transaction
may be accomplished without undue delay; therefore, an ener-
