
ORDINANCE NO.  176180                               
* Accept a U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Community Oriented Policing Services, COPS in Schools grant award.

 (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The City Council approved application for the grant by Ordinance No. 175672 on June 13, 2001.

2. The U. S. Department of Justice, Office of Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS), COPS in Schools Program has awarded the Portland Police Bureau a grant for 15 new, additional full-time officers. The grant will pay up to $125,000 per officer over a three-year period. The grant award totals $1,875,000. 

3. The grant award start date is September 1, 2001 and the end date is August 31, 2004. Grant funds will reimburse qualified personnel services incurred by the Police Bureau beginning November 1, 2001.

4. Local Match of $437,955 is required over the three years grant period in the approximate amounts of 32,000 in 2001-02, $123,000 in FY 2002-03, $195,000 in FY 2003-04 Match, and $87,955 in FY 2004-05. 

5. A one-time appropriation of $55,160 was set aside in General Fund Contingency for match purposes. The remaining match requirement of $382,795 spread over the three subsequent fiscal years will be absorbed within the Police Bureau through offsetting reductions in the non-law enforcement budget.

6. As a condition of the grant award the Portland Police Bureau must retain the 15 positions funded by COPS in Schools grant for the remainder of the fiscal year in which the grant ends  (FY 2005-06), plus one full local budget cycle (FY 2005-06). The cost of retaining the positions during the 19-month retention period is estimated at $1,470,000. The Police Bureau will absorb the retention period cost through offsetting reductions in FY 2004-05 and FY 2005-06.

NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor to accept a grant award from the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Community Oriented Policing Services, COPS in Schools program for the Portland Police Bureau.

b. An increase in appropriation for FY 01-02 and transfer of funds for the FY 2001-02 portion of the grant is authorized as follows:
