ORDINANCE No.  176228

* Grant a revocable permit, with conditions, to Friends of Grant Baseball, Inc. for construction of new baseball dugouts in U.S. Grant Park. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Friends of Grant Baseball wishes to construct new baseball dugouts in U.S. Grant Park.  The dugouts will replace the existing dugouts on the baseball field located east of the track and west of U.S. Grant High School.

2. Friends of Grant Baseball will provide funds for all design and construction of the project.  Miller Consultants are the engineers for the project and Garcia Construction will build the dugouts and act as the contractor.  The dugouts will be made of masonry walls and include a storage shed.  The dugouts will be secured during the off-season with fencing.

3. Portland Parks & Recreation has determined that the proposed dugouts will be a valuable addition to U.S. Grant Park.

4. The proposed improvement will be owned by the City upon completion; however, all maintenance of the improvement will be the responsibility of the Friends of Grant Baseball.  The improvement will increase Portland Parks & Recreation’s annual maintenance costs for the surrounding area of U.S. Grant Park by an estimated $400.  This O&M cost is not now included in the Parks 2001-02 budget, but sufficient ongoing funding capacity is available within the five-year O&M set-aside in the General Fund forecast.

5. Except for minor inconvenience during construction, granting this revocable permit will not impact the recreational use of U.S. Grant Park.

6. The granting of a revocable permit, with conditions, to construct the dugouts is in the public interest and is recommended by the Director of Portland Parks & Recreation.

NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Utilities is authorized to execute, on behalf of the City, a revocable permit, substantially in accordance with the permit attached to this Ordinance as Exhibit A, with the Friends of Grant Baseball for entry at U.S. Grant Park and construction of new dugouts.

b. In accepting ownership and responsibility for the new improvement to U.S. Grant Park, the Council acknowledges the need to fund the on-going maintenance expense, estimated at $400 per year.  The Office of Management and Finance is directed to transfer this ongoing funding allocation from the General Fund O&M set-aside to the Parks budget beginning in FY 2002-03.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the need to avoid delay in commencement of construction of the improvement; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
