ORDINANCE No.  176233 As Amended
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with METRO for $85,000 to jointly accomplish a special study of transportation alternatives in the South Corridor between Clackamas County, and the Portland Central Business District, a study hereinafter known as the South Corridor Transportation Alternatives Study  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Joint Policy Advisory Committee on Transportation (JPACT) recommended and the Metro Council adopted a work plan for South Corridor Transportation Alternatives Study.


2. The City of Portland, Office of Transportation will conduct the following activities as part of the work plan adopted by the Joint Policy Advisory Committee on Transportation (JPACT).

a. Actively participate in project technical, management and policy committees.

b. Participate and co-manage public involvement activities within the City of Portland.

c. Complete work products in support of the South Corridor Transportation Alternatives Study

3. Metro will reimburse the Office of Transportation for up to $85,000 in project eligible costs incurred in the completion of tasks outlined in the Intergovernmental Agreement, Exhibit A-Scope of Work. Funds are received by METRO as part of a Federal Transit Administration Planning Grant and have been passed through to the City of Portland to complete the South Corridor Transportation Alternatives Study.

4.
The City will provide $50,000 in local match for funds received from METRO as part of a Federal Transit Administration Planning Grant. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

1. The Commissioner of Public Safety and the Auditor are authorized to enter an Intergovernmental Agreement between METRO and the City of Portland in a form substantially similar to that attached (Exhibit A) to the original of this Ordinance and by this reference, made a part hereof.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that the intergovernmental agreement herein authorized may be entered into and the South Corridor Transportation Alternatives Study may commence without undue delay, therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effective from and after its passage by Council.
