
ORDINANCE No. 189197 
Amend a grant agreement with Earth Advantage to add $200,000 to continue work on the Home Energy 
Score Program (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 32001607) 

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council finds that: 

1. In December 2016, the City established the Home Energy Score Program (Program). The 
Program requires sellers of single-family dwellings to obtain a Home Energy Performance 
Report from a State Licensed Home Energy Assessor and to disclose the energy information 
in real estate listings and to prospective buyers who visit the home while it is listed for sale. 
(Ordinance No. 188143) 

2. In March 2017, the Bureau of Planning and Sustainability (BPS) issued a Request for Interest 
seeking partners to support various components of the Program. After a competitive process, 
BPS selected Earth Advantage. 

3. In June 2017, the City entered into a $21 ,000 Grant Agreement with Earth Advantage to 
perform services related to Program implementation. Earth Advantage' s work directly 
supports the implementation and ongoing operations of the Program. 

4. Additional services from Earth Advantage for an additional $200,000 are required to assist 
BPS with continuing the Program. 

5. Sufficient funds are available in the adopted FY 2018-19 BPS budget, Cost Center 
PNCP00000I. Funding for any future Program expenses will be set aside in future BPS 
budgets. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 

a. The Mayor is hereby authorized to amend Grant Agreement No. 32001607 with Earth 
Advantage to add $200,000 for a not-to-exceed total amount of $221,000, in a form 
substantially similar to the agreement attached as Exhibit A; Amendment No. 1. 

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the 
FY 2018-19 BPS budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities. 

c. The BPS Director is hereby authorized to execute subsequent amendments to Grant 
Agreement No. 32001607, including amendments that obligate additional funds if the 
appropriations are approved by City Council.
