*Amend the Open and Accountable Elections Program to clarify cap on in-kind donations and
reporting requirements (Ordinance: amend Code Sections 2.16.040 and 2.16.140)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

Council adopted the Open and Accountable Elections program in December 2016.

The intention of the program is to: (1) allow candidates to engage with individuals from a
variety of backgrounds and neighborhoods, which will ensure that the priorities and
concerns of all individuals have the opportunity to be heard, and (2) increase the
participation of all Portlanders by increasing the value of small donations.

Amendments are necessary to provide clarity regarding: (1) the cap on in-kind donations
for participating candidates, and (2) reporting requirements.

The amendments in this ordinance are administrative in nature.

Community input is necessary to ensure legitimacy in the City’s programs. Substantive
amendments to the program will receive input from community stakeholders.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

Portland City Code Section 2.16.040 and 2.16.140 are amended as shown in the attached
Exhibit A and Exhibit B.

Section 2. Council declares that an emergency exists in order promptly clarify regulations of the
program for candidates participating in the Open and Accountable Elections program Therefore,
this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
