The purpose of PCEF Planning grants is to support eligible applicants to develop high quality projects
that are designed to achieve the climate and justice goals of the program. Planning grants can cover a
wide range of activities including, but not limited to, time for coordination and collaboration, research
and project development, and hiring technical consultants to provide project plan recommendations.
Planning grants are intended to be used to develop projects that could be funded by future PCEF
grants. However, an award of a planning grant does not ensure future PCEF funding. 

Planning grants may be up to $100,000 per project, have a duration on one year, and have been
allocated approximately $1.5 million in the 2020 round of funding.
