
ORDINANCE No.  190086 As Amended

Replace Title 13 Animals with Bees and Livestock to update the regulations for keeping 
bees and livestock (Ordinance; replace Code Title 13) 

The City of Portland Ordains: 

Section 1.  The Council finds: 

1. In 1968 the “Health Services” IGA assigned Multnomah County to administer
Portland’s Title 13. The City provided no funding beyond the permit fee structure.

2. In 1993, a major overhaul of Title 13 repealed the code related to dogs and cats
and consented to Multnomah County Animal Control within the City. Chapter 13.05
Specified Animals Regulations, and Chapter 13.10 General Animal Regulations
was retained, and the Multnomah County Health Department was named chief
administrator. The code defines “Specified Animals” as bees and livestock.
(Ordinance #166281)

3. From 2014-2017 IGA agreements with Multnomah County Vector Control provided
approximately $60,000 per year through ongoing Special Appropriations funding
to help offset some of the costs of administering Title 13, including a customer
service helpline, issuing permits, and code enforcement activities.

4. In April 2018, the City of Portland and Multnomah County could not reach
agreement on the amount of funding required for Multnomah County Vector
Control to continue administering Title 13.

5. The Bureau of Planning and Sustainability (BPS) temporarily took over the
administration of Title 13 at that point. BPS established a customer service helpline
with limited enforcement and suspended the permitting process until Title 13
regulations for bees and livestock were updated.

6. The updated Title 13 will allow Portland residents to keep bees and livestock in
an urban environment under certain circumstances in a manner that supports the
health and safety of people and animals, and reduce animal-related nuisances
such as vermin, smells, noise and property damage.

7. The updated Title 13 replaces the current permit process with standards and best
practices that provide more certainty and transparency for residents and
streamlines the implementation of the code to reduce costs and administrative
burdens to both the public and the City.



NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 

a. Portland Title 13, Animals, is replaced with attached Exhibit A and renames the
code Title13, Bees and Livestock.
