ORDINANCE NO.  176253
* Authorize an agreement between the Portland Police Bureau, on behalf of  the Tri-Met Transit Police Division, Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon and the City of Gresham Police Officer’s Association for operations and personnel assignments and procedures.   (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:


1.
The parties desire to enter into an intergovernmental agreement to recognize that Tri-Met Transit Police are staffed by police officers from many jurisdictions, including Portland and Gresham, that the Tri-Met Transit Police Division is managed and directed by a Portland Police Bureau Captain, that officers are covered by the respective collective bargaining agreements for personnel administration and policies, to provide for assignment, and to allow changes in shift hours and reallocation of positions to maintain appropriate Transit Police Division operations.


2.
The City of Gresham will provide three officers, two regular officers and one sergeant officer; to the Tri-Met Transit Police Division.


3.
Shifts, days off, vacations and overtime need to be assigned in a fair and equitable manner. 

4. The Tri-Met Transit Police Division will honor the contract between the City of Gresham and the Gresham Police Officer’s Association by assigning shifts, days off, vacations and overtime of officers based on the date they were hired by the city, county or other jurisdiction employing them.

NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to execute an agreement between Tri-Met, the City on behalf of the Tri-Met Transit Police Division, and the Gresham Police Officer’s Association, attached as Exhibit A.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement will unnecessarily deprive the City of Portland and the Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon of the mutual benefits of this agreement; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
