ORDINANCE NO.      176259 AS AMENDED 
*Authorize a Memorandum of Agreement with the City of Portland Professional Employees Association concerning an alternative grievance resolution process for Classification allocations  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. As part of the FY 2000/01 COPPEA Classification Study, the City will make classification allocation decisions, and a number of appeals may result from these allocation decisions. 

2. The current Personnel Rules regarding appeals from classification actions are time consuming and are the only option currently available to affected employees.

3. Representatives of the City and COPPEA have developed an alternative grievance resolution process which provides a second, more timely option.

4. Representatives of the City and COPPEA have signed a Memorandum of Agreement that outlines the terms and conditions of an alternative grievance resolution process for COPPEA Classification allocations.

5. The agreement meets the City’s interests by providing a fair and efficient process for handling disputes regarding classification allocations.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to execute a Memorandum of Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit A, between the City and COPPEA concerning an alternative grievance resolution process for COPPEA Classification allocations.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay would unnecessarily delay the orderly implementation of the provisions of the labor agreement; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
