
ORDINANCE No.  176271

Amend contract with American LaFrance Northwest, Inc./ Portland Freightliner, Inc. for the purchase of additional Fire Apparatus. (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 40570)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:


    1.

Ordinance 173613, passed by Council on August 04, 1999, authorized a contract to provide four pieces of fire apparatus for the Bureau of Fire, Rescue & Emergency Services.

2. The Purchasing Agent has advertised and received bids for Bid No. 99682 for the purchase of four pieces of fire apparatus for the Bureau of Fire, Rescue, & Emergency Services.  On June 28, 2000, the City of Portland and Portland Freightliner, Inc. signed Contract No. 40570 for the purchase.

3. Portland Freightliner, Inc. is a wholly owned subsidiary of Freightliner Market Development Corporation.  In 2001, Freightliner Market Development Corporation formed a new subsidiary, American LaFrance Northwest, Inc., to represent the American LaFrance line of products in the Portland area.  As a result, American LaFrance Northwest, Inc. has replaced Portland Freightliner, Inc. to become the representative for the product line specified in Contract No. 40570.

4. Bid No. 99682’s specifications allowed for additional purchase of the same type of fire apparatus as described in the specifications at the same prices with defined price escalation.  The price increase is 3.2%.

5. The Bureau of Fire, Rescue and Emergency Services requires two additional pieces of fire apparatus of the same type for a total cost of $671,867.27.

6. Funds are available from the apparatus replacement fund within the FY 2001-02 Budget of the Bureau of Fire, Rescue and Emergency Services, Center Code 12420650.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and the Auditor are authorized to execute an amendment to Contract No. 40570 for $671,867.27.

b.
The Mayor and the Auditor hereby are authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the FY 2001-02 Budget of the Fire Bureau, approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because it is important that the apparatus is in place to meet service requirements; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
