Authorize purchase and accept a donation of property from Bit-Tel Investments, LLC 


(Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
Bit-Tel Investments, LLC, owner, has agreed to sell 14.37 acres at a purchase price of $1,540,000, and donate 7 acres to the City of Portland ("City") for a total of 21.37 acres, within the Columbia South Shore Slough Trail Master Plan Area to be maintained as habitat and open space.

2. Metro has agreed to contribute $464,934 toward the total purchase price of $1,540,000. The City will provide its contribution from Parks System Development Charges (SDC) or SDC bonded debt. Metro’s $464,934 contribution toward the purchase of this property comes from 26-26 Local Share monies

3. The property conveyed is described as Parcel(s) 2, Partition Plat 1998-145, in the City of Portland, County of Multnomah, State of Oregon and further described in Exhibit A, attached to this Ordinance (“Property”).  

4. The property is located south of NE Mason Street and north of NE Sandy Blvd. and west of NE 181st off NE Airport Way and provides a valuable natural habitat and a trail link for the Columbia Slough Trail. 

5.
Portland Parks and Recreation ("Parks") has determined that significant water quality, wildlife habitat and passive recreation benefits will occur as a result of the City's acceptance and management of these properties and that this is in the public interest and for the general benefit and use of the people of the City of Portland.

6.
Transfer of the properties to the City is consistent with long range Park goals. 

7.
The Director of Parks estimates that the on-going maintenance cost will be $25,300 per year. This O & M cost is not now included in the Parks 2001-02 budget, but sufficient ongoing funding capacity is already available within the five-year O & M set aside in the General Fund forecast.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Utilities is authorized to execute closing documents and all other necessary documents, once approved as to form by the City Attorney, accepting the Property described in Exhibits A; 

b.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities is hereby authorized to pay any required closing costs.

c.
The Director of Parks is directed to add the Properties to the City's natural area park inventory; and,

d. In accepting responsibility for this natural area, the Council acknowledges the need to fund the on-going maintenance costs estimated at $25,300 per year, and directs the Bureau of Financial Planning to transfer this ongoing funding allocation from the General Fund O & M Set Aside to the Parks Target budget beginning in FY 2002-03.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because waiting would unnecessarily delay donation of the Properties and adversely affect the donors; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage by Council.
