ORDINANCE NO.  176420
*Authorize a $145,000 contract with Gary Fiske & Associates for professional services to develop an integrated water supply model for the Portland metropolitan area to assist the Regional Water Providers Consortium members in updating the Regional Water Supply Plan. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:
Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Bureau of Water Works, on behalf of the Regional Water Providers Consortium (Consortium), requires professional services assistance in completing the review and update of the Regional Water Supply Plan (RWSP).  The Consortium has approved a two year special assessment for the review and update of the RWSP, and work plan and budget that calls for professional services to develop an integrated water model and to utilize that model along with Consortium members and staff to analyze different water supply programs and projects to meet future water supply needs.

2. The City of Portland is a member of the Regional Water Providers Consortium, which consists of 22 water providers and Metro that share the cost for updating the Regional Water Supply Plan.  The City is authorized to contract for services on behalf of the Consortium by Intergovernmental Agreement No. 50880.

3. The firm of Gary Fiske & Associates has been selected to provide the integrated model for the update of the RWSP for the Bureau of Water Works on behalf of the Consortium.

4. The selection was made upon the recommendation of a selection committee acting in accordance with Chapter 5.68 of the City Code, Professional Services Contracts.  The selection has been reviewed and approved by the Consortium Technical Subcommittee and by the Bureau of Water Works Interim Administrator.

5. The total cost for these services is not to exceed $145,000.  $72,500 is available this fiscal year and the remaining $72,500 is contingent upon the passage of the Regional Water Providers Consortium 2002-2003 budget in March 2002.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. That the Commissioner of Public Works and Auditor are authorized to execute on behalf of the City an agreement for services with Gary Fiske & Associates substantially similar to that attached as Exhibit A, attached to original only.

b. That the Commissioner of Public Works and Auditor are authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to Fund 153, Center Code 18089911, Project Number 3351 for an amount not to exceed $145,000.

c. The Bureau of Water Works Administrator is permanently authorized to increase this contract up to 10% of the original amount by written amendment during the term of the contract, with the agreement of the Consortium Technical Subcommittee within the terms outlined in the Consortium Intergovernmental Agreement.  The City Council shall authorize by ordinance any increase greater than 10% of the original amount.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because:

Based on the timeline for completing the RWSP Update in various modules over a two year funding process for the Consortium, it is important that the consultant begin work on this module in March 2002 in order for the other pieces of the work to stay on track and coordinated with each other.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
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
