The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council finds: 

1. It is necessary and desirable to acquire 1.03 acres 
of real property for the construction, operation and 
maintenance of a production well for the Groundwater 
Development Program. 

2. The trustee, First National Bank of Oregon, has 
agreed to sell this property to the City for the 
appraised amount of $29,000.00 with the City also paying 
closing costs estimated at $394.30, which include title 
insurance, taxes, recording fees, and a lien search.
