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ORDINANCE NO , 

An Ordinance declaring the buildings at _6625 S. E. 46th Avenue to 
be a pltblic nuisc1nce pursuant to Chapter 24. 55 of the code 
of the City of Portland and providing abatement by removal. 

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. 'l'he Council finds: 

1. rl1lrn t the nir:ector of the Bureau of Buildings has deter­
mined that the buildings at 66:25 S.E. 46th Avenue more 
particularly described as T.L. # 1 of Lot 5, Block 5, 
Eaton Acres in the ~ity of Portland, Multnomah County, 
O:rt~~1on aro dangerous buildinq[~ ns indicated in the report 
frorn the nureau of Duildings ddted January 4, 1980. 

2. 'l'hJt: the owners Herbert c. Wilton TR and Barbara J. 
Wilton 'l'I~ to H & B \Hlton 1.l'rt.18t:, 7800 S.E. LL~ther Road, 
Port.land, Oregon 97206 of srd.d buildings were notified 
of the cundi tion o[ ~-aid buLl.d.ins1s on December 3, 1979 
but lrnvu railed and cefused to repair or remove said 
bu:lldinqn. 

3. 'l'ha t tlw Commissioner in ch.:H~le of the Bureau of Buildings 
has reLtirrcd the mntt.er to the Council which fixed a 
date for .::1 public he3.rin~1 to ascertain whether said build­
ings cp11utitutes u public nuisance; said hearing was 
held .l.n tile Counc.i.l. Chamber of: t.he City Hall on February 
2 0, 1911 () .:1 t 9: 30 A. N. 

4. '.l'ha t cluo notice o [ ~,~, id heur in9, .-:1 copy of wh .i.ch was 
posted on the buildings, was maLl.t:icl to the owners of 
said bu.I lding :and w~1s published in the official news­
paper of the C.i.ty (Daily Journal of Commerce) as speci­
fied in Gection 24,55.110 of the Code of the City of 
Portland, Oregon. 

5. That t.lw buildinq clescr ibed in paragraph 1. hereof is a 
dangerouu builclin~"J within the meaning of Section 24. 55. 060 
(c) of the Code of the City of Portland, Oregon in that 
the henlth, property and safety of the public are endan­
gered because: 

a. Structure has b~en vacant for a period of six 
months or longer. 

b. Structure is open to entry creating an attractive 
nuisance to children and a harbor for vagrants and 
criminals. 
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c. Structure lacks the required utilities. 

d. Lacks gutters and .downspouts. 

e. Interior and exterior p~int is faded, peeling and 
soiled. 

(. Glass broken in several windows. 

9. Roofing missin9 in sever.:11 areas with evidence of 
moisture penetrnt:ion to the interior, 

h. Roof overhang badly rotted in several areas. 

i. Fascia board mlasing in several areas. 

j. Int.or.i.or walls fmd ceiUngs damaged. 

k. Elec t.t:ical and plurnbin~1 [ ix tures damaged. 

1. Floors littered with debris and yards overgrown. 

m. 'l'h:i :.:1 r:1 tructur e nwy not be~ occupied until such time 
as nll repairs ore made under permit and a certi­
fionte of final inspection issued. 
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ORDINANCE No. 

NOW, rrHEREF'ORE, The Council directs: 

a. The building located at 6625 S.E. 46th Avenue and more 
particularly described as T.L. # 1 of Lot 5, Block 5, 
Eaton Acres in the City of Portland, Multnomah County, 
OrQgon is hereby declared to be a public nuisance and 
the owners or persons responsible therefor shall within 
ten (10) days after the taking effect of this ordinance 
abate said nuisance. 

b. In the event said nuisance is not abated within the time 
designated herein, th~ Director of the Bureau of Build­
ings shall ~bate the same by hiring a private contractor 
to demolish the buildings. A contract to demolish said 
buildings may be entered into only after bids therefor 
have been solicited. 

When so razed, removed and abated, the Director of the 
BurNrn of Buildings nhall ·file a statement of the cost 
thereof with the City Auditor in the manner provided in 
Seot:ions 24.55.,120 nnd 24.55.140 of the Code of the City 
of Portland, Oregon, and upon reciept of such statement 
the City Audi tor sh"'l.l.L proceed with further action. as 
provided in said Code Sections. 

Ca The Auditor shall mail a copy of this ordinance to the 
owners of the building <lescribed h~rein .
