Per City Charter vacancy requirements in Section 2-206, and in order to fill Position No. 2, this 
special election was for a run-off candidate race following a vacancy in office that occurred on 
January 2, 2020. The special municipal nominating election and this run-off election were 
authorized by City Council on January 8, 2020 by City of Portland Resolution No. 37472.
