d. The Commissioner in charge Js .1ut.:11l1rL·.t.'d to prov:i.cle such information 
and assurances as are requ:i.n~cl for recd.pt, expL~ncliture, and accounting 
for the grant project, 

e. Expenditures under th:Ls grant nn• nnt: m1thor:lzed until Federal Higbwny 
Administration has approved tlw grant; the Council has specifically 
appropriated the funds; and tlw :-;ystem o[ accountability has been 
established by the Bureau of F:l.1u111dnl J\f:fairs.

The Council declares that an emergency exists because regulations 
governing the grant application require immediate application, and delay 
in application may result in the loss of opportunity to receive the 
grant; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and 
after its passage by the Council.
