Phase 1: Bicycle Scramble Signal. Northbound cyclists exiting off-street path at Oregon St must execute 2-stage crossing (as pedestrian) to continue on northbound bike lane on roadway that leads to Transit Center. Solution is to add a new exclusive bike-only signal phase with bicycle signal head that provides a bicycle “scramble” phase.


Phase 2: Bicycle/Pedestrian Detection /Warning System. North sidewalk on Hawthorne Bridge carries high volumes of bike/ped traffic to/from Esplanade multi-use path. Pinch point, blind corner, downhill (high bike speeds) combine to create risk of head-on collision (one reported, resulting in hospitalization of pedestrian). Solution is to detect pedestrians in blind area and provide warning to upstream cyclists.
