Tacoma St is a major transportation connection between Hwy 99E and Hwy 43 via the Sellwood Bridge.  It also a neighborhood commercial and transit street that runs directly through the Sellwood neighborhood.  2,000 residents live within ¼ mile of the street.  High traffic volumes, speeding, and lack of adequate gaps on Tacoma St make pedestrian crossings and connection between bicycle blvd couplet on side streets difficult and dangerous, particularly near the Sellwood Bridge, where nearest protected crossing is 1,720 ft away.  Phase 1 of the project provides a median refuge and curb extensions at 6th and 9th Ave to reduce the crossing distance and impact of poor crossing gaps.  Phase 2 provides 7additional curb extensions and median refuge/connection point between bike lanes and a side street bicycle blvd. 





Tacoma Main Street Plan is in the City’s TSP. 





Sellwood-Moreland Neighborhood Plan














The improvements are part of the adopted Tacoma Main Street Plan which is intended to support the Region 2040 growth concept for main streets.  The first phase of the plan reduced the number of travel lanes between 6th and 17th Ave in order to create the space necessary to increase on-street parking supply and the crossing improvements proposed in Phase II (includes the improvements described in question 5).  Phase I was implemented in August of 2002.  Phase II improvements (requested as part of this grant) are part of the City’s TSP, but funding has not yet been identified.





Residents of Sellwood (access to schools, 2 major parks, shopping and transit service) and shoppers on Tacoma St.





Tacoma St is designated a Major City Transit St in the City’s TSP.  There is regular service to downtown Portland.  Planning is currently underway for a potential high capacity transit system located near the project’s east edge (South Corridor Study).











The improvements to be constructed by this grant are innovative in the larger context of the Tacoma Main Street Plan.  To create the space for the improvements, the plan has reduced the number of travel lanes generally from 4 to 2.  This change required a significant commitment to balancing right-of-way needs between cars and other modes.  The resulting changes and tradeoffs (in terms of vehicular capacity and potential diversion) have received strong local support.  This support was demonstrated throughout the plan development and adoption process.  This support is further demonstrated by the local neighborhood association’s willingness to be financial partners in providing the local match.





While the crossing improvements are primarily intended to address pedestrian issues, the presence of a bicycle blvd couplet on the adjacent side streets (Spokane and Umatilla) means the improvements will allow for easier access for cyclists between each leg of the couplet and the soon to be completed Springwater Corridor connection to downtown Portland.
