ORDINANCE No.  176850
*Amend conditions in vacating a portion of SE 15th Avenue (Ordinance; Amend Ordinance No. 157718)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council Finds:

1.
Ordinance No. 157718, a copy of which is attached, was passed by Council August 14, 1985, and approved the vacation of a certain portion of SE 15th Avenue south of SE Woodward.

2.
The property is now being redeveloped, therefore, several of the conditions contained in Ordinance No. 157718 are no longer applicable.

3.
The conditions that are no longer applicable to the property impacted by this vacation should be removed as conditions of this vacation.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
Conditions listed as a) and b) in Section 1.5., as well as conditions listed as 5, 6, 12, and 13 in Section 1.b. should be removed as conditions of this vacation.

b.
The remaining conditions of Ordinance No. 157718 will remain in force and effect.

c. The Auditor shall return a certified copy of this Ordinance to the Right-of-Way Acquisition Section, Transportation Engineering and Development, which shall file with the recorder, the assessor, and the surveyor of the county in which said property is located, the certified copy of this Ordinance.  The Right-of-Way Acquisition Section shall return the recorded Ordinance to the Auditor.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in removing the conditions will impact the redevelopment; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
