STANDARD CONTRACT PROVISIONS FOR 

PROFESSIONAL, TECHNICAL & EXPERT SERVICES (MANDATORY PROVISIONS)
1.
Access to Records
The Contractor shall maintain, and the City of Portland ("City") and its duly authorized representatives shall have access to the books, documents, papers, and records of the Contractor which are directly pertinent to the specific contract for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, and transcripts for a period of three years after final payment.  Copies of applicable records shall be made available upon request.  Payment for cost of copies is reimbursable by the City.

2.
Audits

(a) The City, either directly or through a designated representative, may conduct financial and performance audits of the billings and services specified in this agreement at any time in the course of the agreement and during the three (3) year period established by section 1, Access to Records.  Audits will be conducted in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards as promulgated in Government Auditing Standards by the Comptroller General of the United States General Accounting Office.

(b) If an audit discloses that payments to the Contractor were in excess of the amount to which the Contractor was entitled, then the Contractor shall repay the amount of the excess to the City.

(c) If any audit shows performance of services is not efficient in accordance with Government Auditing Standards, or that the program is not effective in accordance with Government Auditing Standards, the City may pursue remedies provided under section 5, Early Termination of Agreement and section 7, Remedies.

3.
Effective Date and Duration
The passage of the contract expiration date (as recorded on reverse side) shall not extinguish, prejudice, or limit either party's right to enforce this contract with respect to any default or defect in performance that has not been cured.

4.
Funds
The City certifies that sufficient funds are available and authorized for expenditure to finance the cost of this contract.

5.
Early Termination of Agreement
(a)  The City and the Contractor, by mutual written agreement, may terminate this Agreement at any time.

(b)  The City, on thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor, may terminate this Agreement for any reason deemed appropriate in its sole discretion.

(c) Either the City or the Contractor may terminate this Agreement in the event of  a breach of the Agreement by the other. Prior to such termination, however, the party seeking the termination shall give to the other party written notice of the breach and of the party's intent to terminate.  If the party has not entirely cured the breach within fifteen (15) days of the notice, then the party giving the notice may terminate the Agreement at any time thereafter by giving a written notice of termination.

6.
Payment on Early Termination 

(a)  In the event of termination under subsection 5(a) or 5(b),  Early Termination of Agreement hereof, the City shall pay the Contractor for work performed in accordance with the Agreement prior to the termination date.

(b)  In the event of termination under subsection 5(c), Early Termination of Agreement hereof, by the Contractor due to a breach by the City, then the City shall pay the Contractor as provided in subsection (a) of this section.

(c)  In the event of termination under subsection 5(c), Early Termination of Agreement hereof, by the City due to a breach by the Contractor, then the City shall pay the Contractor as provided in subsection (a) of this section, subject to set off of excess costs, as provided for in section 7(a), Remedies.

(d)  In the event of early termination all of the Contractor's work product will become and remain property of the City.

7.
Remedies
(a)  In the event of termination under subsection 5(c), Early Termination of Agreement, hereof, by the City due to a breach by the Contractor, then the City may complete the work either itself, by agreement with another contractor or by a combination thereof.  In the event the cost of completing the work exceeds the remaining unpaid balance of the total compensation provided under this contract, then the Contractor shall pay to the City the amount of the reasonable excess.

(b)  The remedies provided to the City under section 5, Early Termination of Agreement and section 7, Remedies for a breach by the Contractor shall not be exclusive.  The City also shall be entitled to any other equitable and legal remedies that are available.

(c)  In the event of breach of this Agreement by the City, then the Contractor's remedy shall be limited to termination of the Agreement and receipt of payment as provided in section 5(c), Early Termination of Agreement and section 6(b), Payment on Early Termination hereof.

Subcontracts and Assignment
Contractor shall not subcontract, assign or transfer any of the work scheduled under this agreement, without the prior written consent of the City.  Notwithstanding City approval of a subcontractor, the Contractor shall remain obligated for full performance hereunder, and the City shall incur no obligation other than its obligations to the Contractor hereunder.  The Contractor agrees that if subcontractors are employed in the performance of this Agreement, the Contractor and its subcontractors are subject to the requirements and sanctions of ORS Chapter 656, Workers’ Compensation.

9.
Compliance with Applicable Law
In connection with its activities under this Agreement, Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations.  Contractor shall complete Exhibit B, Independent Contractor/Workers’ Compensation Insurance Questionnaire, which is attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof.

9a.
Indemnity - Claims for Other than Professional Liability
Contractor shall defend, save, and hold harmless the City of Portland, its officers, agents, and employees, from all claims, suits, or actions of whatsoever nature, including intentional acts, resulting from or arising out of the activities of Contractor or its subcontractors, agents or employees under this agreement.

9b.
Indemnity - Claims for Professional Liability
Contractor shall defend, save, and hold harmless the City of Portland, its officers, agents, and employees, from all claims, suits, or actions arising out of the professional negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its subcontractors and sub-consultants, agents or employees in performance of professional services under this agreement.

9c.
Indemnity - Standard of Care
If Contractor's services involve engineering or consulting, the standard of care applicable to Contractor's service will be the degree of skill and diligence normally employed by professional engineers or consultants performing the same or similar services at the time such services are performed.  Contractor will re-perform any services not meeting this standard without additional compensation.
10.
Insurance
Exhibit C is hereby referenced and made a part of this contract.

11.
Ownership of Work Product
All work products of the Contractor which result from this contract are the exclusive property of the City.

12.
Nondiscrimination
Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable requirements of federal and state civil rights and rehabilitation statutes, rules, and regulations.  Contractor also shall comply with the Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990 (Pub I. No. 101-336) including Title II of that Act, ORS 659.425, and all regulations and administrative rules established pursuant to those laws.

13.
Successors in Interest
The provisions of this contract shall be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit of the parties hereto, and their respective successors and approved assigns.

14.
Severability
The parties agree that if any term or provision of this contract is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal or in conflict with any law, the validity of the remaining terms and provisions shall not be affected, and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be construed and enforced as if the contract did not contain the particular term or provision held to be invalid.

15.
Waiver
The failure of the City to enforce any provision of this contract shall not constitute a waiver by the City of that or any other provision.

16.
Errors
The Contractor shall perform such additional work as may be necessary to correct errors in the work required under this contract without undue delays and without additional cost.

17.
Governing Law
The provisions of this contract shall be construed in accordance with the provisions of the laws of the State of Oregon.  Any action or suits involving any question arising under this contract must be brought in the appropriate court in Multnomah County Oregon.
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18.
Amendments
(a)  The City and the Contractor may amend this Agreement at any time only by written amendment executed by the City and the Contractor.  Unless otherwise provided, if the original contract required an ordinance, any amendment that increases the amount of compensation payable to the Contractor must be approved by ordinance of the City Council.  If the original contract did not require an ordinance, the commissioner-in-charge may approve an amendment increasing the amount of compensation, provided the total contract price does not exceed the formal bid threshold amount set annually by the City Auditor.  The Project Manager may agree to and execute any other amendment on behalf of the City.

(b)  Any change in the Scope of Contractor Services shall be deemed an amendment subject to subsection (a).

19.
Business License
The Contractor shall obtain a City of Portland business license as required by PCC 7.02.030 prior to beginning work under this Agreement.  The Contractor shall provide a business license number in the space provided on page one of this Agreement.

20.
Prohibited Interest
(a) No City officer or employee during his or her tenure or for one year thereafter shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.

(b) No City officer or employee who participated in the award of this Agreement shall be employed by the Contractor during the period of the Agreement.

21.
Payment to Vendors and Subcontractors
The Contractor shall timely pay all suppliers, lessors and contractors providing it services, materials or equipment for carrying out its obligations under this Agreement.  The Contractor shall not take or fail to take any action in a manner that causes the City or any materials that the Contractor provides hereunder to be subject to any claim or lien of any person without the City's prior written consent.

Merger Clause
THIS CONTRACT AND ATTACHED EXHIBITS CONSTITUTES THE ENTIRE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE PARTIES.  NO WAIVER, CONSENT, MODIFICATION, OR CHANGE OF TERMS OF THIS CONTRACT SHALL BIND EITHER PARTY UNLESS IN WRITING AND SIGNED BY BOTH PARTIES.  SUCH WAIVER, CONSENT, MODIFICATION, OR CHANGE IF MADE, SHALL BE EFFECTIVE ONLY IN SPECIFIC INSTANCES AND FOR THE SPECIFIC PURPOSE GIVEN.  THERE ARE NO UNDERSTANDINGS, AGREEMENTS, OR REPRESENTATIONS, ORAL OR WRITTEN, NOT SPECIFIED HEREIN REGARDING THIS CONTRACT.  CONTRACTOR, BY THE SIGNATURE OF ITS AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE, HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGES THAT HE OR SHE HAS READ THIS CONTRACT, UNDERSTANDS IT AND AGREES TO BE BOUND BY ITS TERMS AND CONDITIONS.

Arbitration: /_X_/ Not Applicable /___/ Applicable (consult with City Attorney’s Office before finalizing as applicable)
(a) Any dispute arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, which is not settled by mutual agreement of the Contractor and the City within sixty (60) days of notification in writing by either party, shall be submitted to an arbitrator mutually agreed upon by the parties.  In the event the parties cannot agree on the arbitrator, then the arbitrator shall be appointed by the Presiding Judge (Civil) of the Circuit Court of the State of Oregon for the County of Multnomah.  The arbitrator shall be selected within thirty (30) days from the expiration of the sixty (60) day period following notification of the dispute.  The arbitration, and any litigation arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, shall be conducted in Portland, Oregon, shall be governed by the laws of the State of Oregon, and shall be as speedy as reasonably possible.  The applicable arbitration rules for the Multnomah County courts shall apply unless the parties agree in writing to other rules.  The arbitrator shall render a decision within forty-five (45) days of the first meeting with the Contractor and the City.  Insofar as the Contractor and the City legally may do so, they agree to be bound by the decision of the arbitrator.

(b) Notwithstanding any dispute under this Agreement, whether before or during arbitration, the Contractor shall continue to perform its work pending resolution of a dispute, and the City shall make payments as required by the Agreement for undisputed portions of  work.

I. Implementation Process: 

General Provisions

Within three weeks of the effective date of this agreement, the Contractor shall cause their staff members to begin a review of closed investigations into Portland Police Bureau (PPB) officer-involved shootings and deaths in custody (hereinafter referred to as OIS-ICDs) in order to identify policy related issues, together with such services as the City Auditor’s office shall direct in accordance with this Agreement, as provided in Section 1, Scope of Contractor Services.  A “policy-related issue” is defined as “a topic pertaining to the Police Bureau's hiring and training practices, the Manual of Policies and Procedures, equipment, and general supervision and management practices, but not pertaining specifically to the propriety or impropriety of a particular officer’s conduct.”  (City Code Section 3.21.020.S.)

The Contractor shall provide professional, technical, and expert services, staff and resources to successfully complete a review of OIS-ICD according to the contractor responsibilities listed below. The purpose of these services is to strengthen public confidence in the PPB; improve practices and procedures of the PPB; and assist the Independent Police Review Division of the Office of the City Auditor, which was created to receive citizen complaints involving members of the PPB, monitor internal affairs investigations, and recommend policy changes to the City Council and Chief of Police.  The City Auditor agrees to provide staff and resources to successfully complete a review of OIS-ICD according to City Auditor’s Office responsibilities below.  

1.
SCOPE OF CONTRACTOR SERVICES:
The Contractor shall provide services specifically to the Independent Police Review Division of the Office of the City Auditor (IPR).  The Contractor shall provide the City those services set out below:

General Services

A. An evaluation of closed PPB officer-involved shootings and deaths in custody from January 1, 1997 to the present. 

B. A Comparison of Portland Police Bureau policies and training to other communities, in order to identify best practices approaches in this area. 

C. The identification of any areas where the quality of investigations could be improved.

D. The identification of any areas where the quality of PPB training practices could be improved.

E. An evaluation of the PPB management of information relating to OIS-ICD incidents. 

F. The identification of information that can be gathered by the PPB and City Auditor staff (and provided to future Contractors) to improve the quality of annual reviews, while reducing the cost and time required for such reviews.

Specific Services

A. The Contractor will be required to meet with: 

1. The IPR Director to develop an understanding of the issues and process.

2. The Citizen Review Committee to develop an understanding of community issues and concerns.

3. The Chief of Police and his designates to develop an understanding of PPB issues and concerns.

4. Representatives of the Portland Police Association (PPA) and the Portland Police Command Officer’s Association (PPCOA) to develop an understanding of police officer issues and concerns.

5. Members of the City Council or their staff, as necessary.

6. The City Attorney and his designates to develop an understanding of City Attorney issues and concerns.

B. The Contractor will review: 

1. Closed officer-involved shootings and deaths in custody and subsequent litigation, which occurred between January 1, 1997 and the present. Depending on the availability of PPB data, the Contractor will be permitted to review a sample of all OIS-ICD cases, with the minimum number of cases reviewed being 25.  

2. Investigative case files, litigation files and supporting documents, training materials, PPB memoranda and after action reports relating to officer involved shootings.

3. All available PPB statistical reports and quantitative data relating to OIS-ICD.

4. PPB policy materials, including:

a. Training hours and subject areas for officers and supervisors;

b. Training materials pertaining to the use of force and use of deadly force;

c. General orders pertaining to the use of force and use of deadly force;

d. Equipment issued to officers pertaining to the use of force and use of deadly force.

C. The Contractor will be expected to conduct interviews of PPB personnel to determine relevant policies and practices.

D. The Contractor will prepare a report to include: 

1. An executive summary that clearly identifies the policy recommendations made by the Contractor and a brief summary of the empirical support for those recommendations;

2. An introduction, methodology section and summary of the work performed;

3. General background of the relevant issues, which will include an analysis of the frequency of PPB OIS-ICD incidents over time and a quantitative comparison of the frequency of such incidents to other jurisdictions;

4. The Contractor’s findings;

5. Specific policy recommendations and the empirical support for those recommendations; 

6. An analysis of national best practices relating to OIS-ICD; 

7. Contractor has the right to disseminate the report it submits to the City after the City has made the report public.

E. The Contractor will allow the IPR Director to attach to the report: 

1. A response by the PPB to each of the recommendations made by the Contractor.

2. A response by the Portland Police Association and/or the Portland Police Command Officer’s Association, if provided.

3. Comments by the Citizen Review Committee as authorized by a majority of its members.

F. The Contractor will be required to discuss the report’s anticipated conclusions and recommendations with representatives of the PPB, the IPR, the Citizen Review Committee, the Portland Police Association and the Portland Police Command Officer’s Association.

G. The Contractor will be required to present a final report to the Citizen Review Committee and the City Council, in public session.

Additional Contractor Responsibilities

A. Confidential Records: The Contractor will work in conjunction with, and as a designee of the Director of the City Auditor’s Independent Police Review Division.  The Contractor will, therefore, have access to examine and copy, without payment of a fee, any PPB records, including records which are confidential by city law, subject to any applicable state or federal laws, with the approval and consent of the IPR Director.  The Contractor will not have access to legally privileged documents held by the City Attorney or Attorney-Client communications held by City Attorney clients.  The Contractor will not be permitted to disclose confidential records and will be subject to the same penalties as the legal custodian of the records for any unlawful or unauthorized disclosure.  (City Code Section 3.21.070.H).

2. SCOPE OF CITY AUDITOR SERVICES:

To assist the Contractor in carrying out its obligation hereunder, the City shall provide the services set out below:

A. Working space for the Contractor that will include a locking room where confidential records can be stored.  Additionally, the contractor will have access to at least three desks, a conference room for meetings, computers, telephones, a fax machine, and a laser printer. 

B. Technical information, contact names and explanations of City operations.

C. Printing and distribution services pertaining to the release of the final report. 

3.     DELIVERY SCHEDULE: 

A.  The Contractor’s presentation of the findings to the Portland City Council and the delivery of the final report shall made within six months from the effective date of this contract.  If the Contractor cannot present the findings to City Council or deliver the final report within six months, the Contractor must present an explanation in writing to the Project Manager that explains that provides a reasonable explanation for any delay and that details a timetable for the fulfillment of the Contractor’s obligations.    

4. COMPENSATION: 

The City shall pay the Contractor for work performed under this Agreement after the effective date as set out below.  The payment shall be full compensation for work performed, for services rendered, and for all labor, materials, supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary to perform the work and services.

The City shall pay the contractor on a fixed-fee basis in accordance with the fee schedule outlined below.  Total payment to the Contractor for the work (including travel expenses), however, shall not exceed $60,000 over the life of the contract.

5. BILLING AND PAYMENT PROCEDURE
A. Billing and Payment for Contractor work and services: On or before the 15th day of the month following the delivery of the final report or the presentation of findings to City Council, whichever is later, the Contractor shall submit to the City a bill for actual work performed by the Contractor since the effective date of the contract.  Within thirty (30) days after receipt of the bill, provided the Project Manager has certified the payment as due, the City shall pay the amount certified to the Contractor.  The Project Manager's certification of a payment as due, shall not prevent the Project Manager from later determining that the certification was in error.

B. Billing and Payment for Travel and Other Out-of-Pocket Expenses: From time to time during the term of the contract, the contractor may submit to the City bills for actual travel and other out-of-pocket expenses incurred by the Contractor. The bill shall itemize the costs involved, and shall include receipts for airfare and lodging expenses. Within thirty (30) days after receipt of the bill, provided the Project Manager has certified the payment as due, the City shall pay the amount certified to the Contractor.  The Project Manager's certification of a payment as due, shall not prevent the Project Manager from later determining that the certification was in error.
