An Ordi11ance gre,11ting a revoc'able permit to the Boa.rd of Hospital 
Trustees of the Diocese of Oregon (Good Samaritan Hospital) to 
construct nnd maintain building column footings which project 
into the southerly street area of N,W. Marshall Street between 
N.W. 21st and N.W. 22nd Avenues not more than 4 feet and below.

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council finds: 

1. Skidmore, Owings and Merrill have applied on the behalf of 
the Board of Hospital Trustees of the Diocese of Oregon, 
1200 N.W. 23rd Avenue, Portland 97210, for a permit to 
construct and maintain building column footings which 
project into the southerly street area of N.W. Marshall 
Street between N.W. 21st and N.W. 22nd Avenues not more 
than~. faet and below sidewalk grade not less than 5 feet.
