STANDARD CONTRACT PROVISIONS FOR 

PROFESSIONAL, TECHNICAL & EXPERT SERVICES (MANDATORY PROVISIONS)
1.
Access to Records
The Contractor shall maintain, and the City of Portland ("City") and its duly authorized representatives shall have access to the books, documents, papers, and records of the Contractor which are directly pertinent to the specific contract for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, and transcripts for a period of three years after final payment.  Copies of applicable records shall be made available upon request.  Payment for cost of copies is reimbursable by the City.

2.
Audits

(a) The City, either directly or through a designated representative, may conduct financial and performance audits of the billings and services specified in this agreement at any time in the course of the agreement and during the three (3) year period established by section 1, Access to Records.  Audits will be conducted in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards as promulgated in Government Auditing Standards by the Comptroller General of the United States General Accounting Office.

(b) If an audit discloses that payments to the Contractor were in excess of the amount to which the Contractor was entitled, then the Contractor shall repay the amount of the excess to the City.

(c) If any audit shows performance of services is not efficient in accordance with Government Auditing Standards, or that the program is not effective in accordance with Government Auditing Standards, the City may pursue remedies provided under section 5, Early Termination of Agreement and section 7, Remedies.

3.
Effective Date and Duration
The passage of the contract expiration date (as recorded on reverse side) shall not extinguish, prejudice, or limit either party's right to enforce this contract with respect to any default or defect in performance that has not been cured.

4.
Funds
The City certifies that sufficient funds are available and authorized for expenditure to finance the cost of this contract.

5.
Early Termination of Agreement
(a)  The City and the Contractor, by mutual written agreement, may terminate this Agreement at any time.

(b)  The City, on thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor, may terminate this Agreement for any reason deemed appropriate in its sole discretion.

(c) Either the City or the Contractor may terminate this Agreement in the event of  a breach of the Agreement by the other. Prior to such termination, however, the party seeking the termination shall give to the other party written notice of the breach and of the party's intent to terminate.  If the party has not entirely cured the breach within fifteen (15) days of the notice, then the party giving the notice may terminate the Agreement at any time thereafter by giving a written notice of termination.

6.
Payment on Early Termination 

(a)  In the event of termination under subsection 5(a) or 5(b),  Early Termination of Agreement hereof, the City shall pay the Contractor for work performed in accordance with the Agreement prior to the termination date.

(b)  In the event of termination under subsection 5(c), Early Termination of Agreement hereof, by the Contractor due to a breach by the City, then the City shall pay the Contractor as provided in subsection (a) of this section.

(c)  In the event of termination under subsection 5(c), Early Termination of Agreement hereof, by the City due to a breach by the Contractor, then the City shall pay the Contractor as provided in subsection (a) of this section, subject to set off of excess costs, as provided for in section 7(a), Remedies.

(d)  In the event of early termination all of the Contractor's work product will become and remain property of the City.

7.
Remedies
(a)  In the event of termination under subsection 5(c), Early Termination of Agreement, hereof, by the City due to a breach by the Contractor, then the City may complete the work either itself, by agreement with another contractor or by a combination thereof.  In the event the cost of completing the work exceeds the remaining unpaid balance of the total compensation provided under this contract, then the Contractor shall pay to the City the amount of the reasonable excess.

(b)  The remedies provided to the City under section 5, Early Termination of Agreement and section 7, Remedies for a breach by the Contractor shall not be exclusive.  The City also shall be entitled to any other equitable and legal remedies that are available.

(c)  In the event of breach of this Agreement by the City, then the Contractor's remedy shall be limited to termination of the Agreement and receipt of payment as provided in section 5(c), Early Termination of Agreement and section 6(b), Payment on Early Termination hereof.

8.
Subcontracts and Assignment
Contractor shall not subcontract, assign or transfer any of the work scheduled under this agreement, without the prior written consent of the City.  Notwithstanding City approval of a subcontractor, the Contractor shall remain obligated for full performance hereunder, and the City shall incur no obligation other than its obligations to the Contractor hereunder.  The Contractor agrees that if subcontractors are employed in the performance of this Agreement, the Contractor and its subcontractors are subject to the requirements and sanctions of ORS Chapter 656, Workers’ Compensation.
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9.
Compliance with Applicable Law
In connection with its activities under this Agreement, Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations.  Contractor shall complete Exhibit B, Independent Contractor/Workers’ Compensation Insurance Questionnaire, which is attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof.

9a.
Indemnity - Claims for Other than Professional Liability
Contractor shall defend, save, and hold harmless the City of Portland, its officers, agents, and employees, from all claims, suits, or actions of whatsoever nature, including intentional acts, resulting from or arising out of the activities of Contractor or its subcontractors, agents or employees under this agreement.

9b.
Indemnity - Claims for Professional Liability
Contractor shall defend, save, and hold harmless the City of Portland, its officers, agents, and employees, from all claims, suits, or actions arising out of the professional negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its subcontractors and sub-consultants, agents or employees in performance of professional services under this agreement.

9c.
Indemnity - Standard of Care
If Contractor's services involve engineering or consulting, the standard of care applicable to Contractor's service will be the degree of skill and diligence normally employed by professional engineers or consultants performing the same or similar services at the time such services are performed.  Contractor will re-perform any services not meeting this standard without additional compensation.
10.
Insurance
Exhibit C is hereby referenced and made a part of this contract.

11.
Ownership of Work Product
All work products of the Contractor which result from this contract are the exclusive property of the City.

12.
Nondiscrimination
Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable requirements of federal and state civil rights and rehabilitation statutes, rules, and regulations.  Contractor also shall comply with the Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990 (Pub I. No. 101-336) including Title II of that Act, ORS 659.425, and all regulations and administrative rules established pursuant to those laws.

13.
Successors in Interest
The provisions of this contract shall be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit of the parties hereto, and their respective successors and approved assigns.

14.
Severability
The parties agree that if any term or provision of this contract is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal or in conflict with any law, the validity of the remaining terms and provisions shall not be affected, and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be construed and enforced as if the contract did not contain the particular term or provision held to be invalid.

15.
Waiver
The failure of the City to enforce any provision of this contract shall not constitute a waiver by the City of that or any other provision.

16.
Errors
The Contractor shall perform such additional work as may be necessary to correct errors in the work required under this contract without undue delays and without additional cost.

17.
Governing Law
The provisions of this contract shall be construed in accordance with the provisions of the laws of the State of Oregon.  Any action or suits involving any question arising under this contract must be brought in the appropriate court in Multnomah County Oregon.

18.
Amendments
(a)  The City and the Contractor may amend this Agreement at any time only by written amendment executed by the City and the Contractor.  Unless otherwise provided, if the original contract required an ordinance, any amendment that increases the amount of compensation payable to the Contractor must be approved by ordinance of the City Council.  If the original contract did not require an ordinance, the commissioner-in-charge may approve an amendment increasing the amount of compensation, provided the total contract price does not exceed the formal bid threshold amount set annually by the City Auditor.  The Project Manager may agree to and execute any other amendment on behalf of the City.

(b)  Any change in the Scope of Contractor Services shall be deemed an amendment subject to subsection (a).

19.
Business License
The Contractor shall obtain a City of Portland business license as required by PCC 7.02.030 prior to beginning work under this Agreement.  The Contractor shall provide a business license number in the space provided on page one of this Agreement.Page 3 of 4
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20.
Prohibited Interest
(a) No City officer or employee during his or her tenure or for one year thereafter shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.

(b) No City officer or employee who participated in the award of this Agreement shall be employed by the Contractor during the period of the Agreement.

21.
Payment to Vendors and Subcontractors
The Contractor shall timely pay all suppliers, lessors and contractors providing it services, materials or equipment for carrying out its obligations under this Agreement.  The Contractor shall not take or fail to take any action in a manner that causes the City or any materials that the Contractor provides hereunder to be subject to any claim or lien of any person without the City's prior written consent.

Merger Clause
THIS CONTRACT AND ATTACHED EXHIBITS CONSTITUTES THE ENTIRE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE PARTIES.  NO WAIVER, CONSENT, MODIFICATION, OR CHANGE OF TERMS OF THIS CONTRACT SHALL BIND EITHER PARTY UNLESS IN WRITING AND SIGNED BY BOTH PARTIES.  SUCH WAIVER, CONSENT, MODIFICATION, OR CHANGE IF MADE, SHALL BE EFFECTIVE ONLY IN SPECIFIC INSTANCES AND FOR THE SPECIFIC PURPOSE GIVEN.  THERE ARE NO UNDERSTANDINGS, AGREEMENTS, OR REPRESENTATIONS, ORAL OR WRITTEN, NOT SPECIFIED HEREIN REGARDING THIS CONTRACT.  CONTRACTOR, BY THE SIGNATURE OF ITS AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE, HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGES THAT HE OR SHE HAS READ THIS CONTRACT, UNDERSTANDS IT AND AGREES TO BE BOUND BY ITS TERMS AND CONDITIONS.

(a) Any dispute arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, which is not settled by mutual agreement of the Contractor and the City within sixty (60) days of notification in writing by either party, shall be submitted to an arbitrator mutually agreed upon by the parties.  In the event the parties cannot agree on the arbitrator, then the arbitrator shall be appointed by the Presiding Judge (Civil) of the Circuit Court of the State of Oregon for the County of Multnomah.  The arbitrator shall be selected within thirty (30) days from the expiration of the sixty (60) day period following notification of the dispute.  The arbitration, and any litigation arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, shall be conducted in Portland, Oregon, shall be governed by the laws of the State of Oregon, and shall be as speedy as reasonably possible.  The applicable arbitration rules for the Multnomah County courts shall apply unless the parties agree in writing to other rules.  The arbitrator shall render a decision within forty-five (45) days of the first meeting with the Contractor and the City.  Insofar as the Contractor and the City legally may do so, they agree to be bound by the decision of the arbitrator.

(b) Notwithstanding any dispute under this Agreement, whether before or during arbitration, the Contractor shall continue to perform its work pending resolution of a dispute, and the City shall make payments as required by the Agreement for undisputed portions of  work.

Task 1

The the scope of work for this task outlines three major categories within which work will be completed.  Specific projects are listed under each category.  This work plan may be revised with the written agreement of both parties.  Total expenditure may not exceed $20,000.

1. Restoration:

a. Participate in the Pleasant Valley and Sunshine Creek Urban Growth Boundary expansion process.

b. Support and/or facilitate partner efforts to plan and implement restoration projects in the Kelley Creek priority area.

c. Participate in the Lents Urban Renewal planning process.

d. Maintain completed restoration projects including Crystal Springs.

e. Plan and implement salmonid spawning monitoring programs in priority areas.

f. Facilitate and participate in the development of plans and programs to reduce non-points source pollution levels in the Johnson Creek Watershed. For example, TMDL development, and participation in Oregon Department of Agriculture SB-1010 Ag Water Quality Management Plan.

g. Coordinate and execute a 2003 Watershed Wide Restoration Event

h. Complete a baseline watershed assessment and prioritized Watershed Action Plan for the Johnson Creek Watershed and its sub-basins by December 2003.

2. Outreach and Education

a. Give public presentations to civic groups and other organizations on watershed restoration and stewardship.

b. Publicize Council events, projects and meetings and activities.

c. Produce and distribute three newsletter editions.

d. Develop and maintain a database to track participation in the Council.

e. Develop and provide opportunities for stakeholders to participate on the Council and in watershed restoration and stewardship projects.

f. Coordinate and execute a 2002/2003 Springwater Festival / Annual Event

3. Organizational Development and Administration:

a. Recruit, develop and maintain a committed and actively engaged Council Board, Committees and Staff to ensure long-term viability of the Johnson Creek Watershed Council 

b. Develop short and long-term JCWC Strategic Plan including a fundraising plan.

c. Maintain 501(c)(3) status

d. Conduct fiscal management and quarterly financial reporting.

Task 2

The City of Portland Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) is embarking on a project to add flood capacity and improve water quality and fish habitat in Johnson Creek by restoring the natural functions of the riparian area and floodplain from SE 112th Ave to SE 158th Ave. The scope of this task involves working with private property owners to gain conservation easements and construct restoration projects within those easements.  The project is broken into three phases.  In Phase I (FY 03-07), the foundation of the project is built with the development of an outreach plan and materials, tracking and reporting systems for the project, development of conservation easements and construction. Phase II (FY 04-10) and Phase III (FY 06-12) continue the outreach, education, conservation easement, and construction components of the project.  

This scope of work outlines tasks and deliverables for the Johnson Creek Watershed Council to implement the outreach and education components in the first year of Phase I of this project.  Scopes of work for FY 04-07 will be developed annually.

Specific goals under this scope of work include the establishment of a clear, concise tracking system, development and implementation of a well thought out outreach plan, and a summarized report on the successes and challenges in the first year. 

Work Elements:

1. Develop a detailed workplan and schedule mutually agreed upon by BES and the Johnson Creek Watershed Council

2. Compile project area information.  Work with BES Watershed Planning Group and Revegetation Program staff to obtain a GIS database for all properties within Reaches 20-23 of the project area.  BES will provide the data for the database, which will include a minimum of property address, tax lot identification, current zoning, owner identification information on record, and acreage.  The purpose of the database is to provide an ongoing mechanism for documenting progress and decision-making at the project and property-specific level.

· Deliverables: 

1. Current names, addresses, and phone numbers for property owners

2. Tracking of contact history

3. Project notebook (hard copy and digital) containing reach and property maps and database information for each property.

4. Total Project Area database/map depicting property owner contact activity

5.
Property-specific project files (in the event property-specific activity takes place in Phase I)

3. Work with City of Portland staff and Three Rivers Land Conservancy to develop the process and documentation necessary to establish conservation easements.

· Deliverables:

1. Participate in meetings as needed

4. Work with City of Portland outreach staff (BES Watershed Planning, Watershed Revegetation Program, and other Bureaus such as ESA and Parks as appropriate) to develop of  key messages for outreach and education on this project

· Deliverables:

1. Participation in meetings as needed to develop messages

2. Develop presentation materials that may include Power Point presentations, flyers etc., that can be used as part of the standard outreach packet

5. Work with BES Watershed Planning Group staff to develop and implement an outreach plan.  The plan will include making phone calls, mailing letters, holding meetings and workshops and conducting site visits with property owners.

· Deliverables:
1. Documentation of the Outreach Plan, including its purpose, goals, means, methods and timelines.

2. Work with City of Portland staff to develop materials for a Standard Outreach Packet

6. Based on preliminary landowner interest, identify potential priority target areas for Phase I (FY 03-07) of the project.

7. Meet on a regular basis with BES Project Team (minimum of quarterly) to provide updates on status of progress of work items.

8. Summary Report

· History of Property Owner Contacts and relevant details of communication

· Identification of potential partnership areas based on landowner interest in the program

· Documentation of reasons property owners have given for interest or non-interest in the program

The Contractor shall be financially responsible for all pertinent deductibles, self-insured retentions, and/or self-insurance.
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
