Rental" Sales Gallery, Pacific Northwest college 
of Art and Northwest Film Study Center progians.

6. Provide cpportuni ties for volunteerism and para-professional activities 
through the Musetnn Docents, Olarrberlains, Activities Cotmcil, Warens 
Counc:i 1 and for individual volunteer efforts. 

7. Provide educaticnal cpp:>rtmi ties through special interest councils, 
such as the Asian art Council and Cmtenporary Art Council.

1. Such arro,mts as may becare d\E to the Contractor by the City because 
of this Caltract shall be paid upcn receipt by the City of a tirrely 
and prcperly executed requisitim and report package as required. All 
pa:yrrents are subject to pest audit. Total pa:yrrent shall not exceed 
$75,000. 

2. Paynent sdledule: City shall upcn execution of this Jgreerrent pay to 
Portland Art Associatioo the sum of Seventy-Fi. ve 'lhousand and no/100 
Dollars ($75,000). 

'!his sum is paid in c:x:nsideratim of the Associaticn 's covenant to 
faithfully perfonn the above rrentiooed Coo tractor obligations. 

GENERAL PROVISICNS: 

CO'ltract.ar shall: 

1. Adma,llecge the support of the City of Portland, M=tropolitan Arts 
Ccrtmissicn in all printed pro;lracs, publicity releases and verbal 
announcerrents. 

2. Shall cxx:perate with the evaluatioo and rrali to.ring by the City and 
shall furnish a final report to the :t-Btropolitan Arts Ccmnissioo. at the 
end of the ccntract period. 'Ibis report shall delineate h::M the 
c.aitractor has acccrcplisred eadl of the 9 work elerrents of Ccntractor 
i:erfonnance. 
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'IERMINATION: 

'Ihis Contract rray be cancelled by the City for any willful failure or 
refusal en the part of the Ccntractcr to ~rfonn faithfully the a::::otract 
accoroing to its tenrs. 

ASSICNABILI'IY: 

'lhe Ccntractor shall not assign any interest in this ccntract and shall not 
transfer any i..~tcres~ in +-_his a:::ntract without prior written consent of the 
City. 

I.EGAL PROVISICNS:
