Residential (franchised)
• Serves single-family 

and small plexes
• 9 franchised haulers 

operate in territories
• City sets rates and 

service levels
• Rates include 5% 

franchise fee to BPS

Commercial (open market)
• Serves businesses, 

multifamily properties, 
and construction debris

• 26 permitted haulers 
operate throughout city

• Customers negotiate with 
hauler for services and 
rates

• Haulers pay $12.60 fee to 
BPS per ton of garbage
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Residential 
Rate Review 

Process

• Hauler financial reports 
reviewed by accountant

• Rates cover: 
 average cost of service + 
 target operating margin + 
 franchise fee

• Waste reduction policy
