
ORDINANCE NO.    176121
*    Apply for a $20,400 grant from the Oregon State Police, Office of Emergency Management for the Bureau of Fire, Rescue and Emergency Services. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Oregon State Police, Office of Emergency Management (OEM) has funds available for use in local terrorism consequence management planning and exercise activities.

2. The Bureau of Fire, Rescue and Emergency Services, Portland Office of Emergency Management (POEM) has need of such funds and requests that the Mayor apply for a $20,400 grant.

3. These funds would be used to facilitate two terrorism exercises in the Portland Metropolitan area.  The exercises would meet the request for terrorism exercises by the Mayor and the City Council members, and be part of the Function Activity #1 for the fiscal year 2001-02 of the State of Oregon Office of Emergency Management’s Performance Grant Work Plan. The exercises would also test the Metropolitan Medical Response System plan that has been under development for the last three years.

4. No matching funds are required.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is hereby authorized to apply for a $20,400 grant from the Oregon State Police, Office of Emergency Management on behalf of POEM.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because the funds must be approved for distribution by December 31, 2001; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
