
ORDINANCE No.   176130

Accept a $30,000 Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Office of Energy to provide them with marketing and consultation services for the State Home Oil Weatherization program. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The Sustainable City Principles direct City elected officials and staff to “use resources efficiently and reduce demand for natural resources, like energy . . .” and “act locally to reduce adverse global impacts of . . . ozone depletion and global warming, and support and implement innovative programs that maintain and promote Portland’s leadership as a sustainable city.”

2. The City of Portland’s Local Action Plan on Global Warming (Resolution No. 35995) establishes a goal of reducing local emissions of greenhouse gases by 10 percent below 1990 levels by 2010, exceeding the seven percent reduction target identified for the United States in the Kyoto Protocol.

3. The “Energy Efficiency in Buildings” element of the Local Action Plan on Global Warming establishes a goal of facilitating the installation of energy-conservation measures in 3,500 residential multifamily units by 2003.  

4. The Office of Sustainable Development has operated the Multifamily Weatherization Assistance Program since 1987 through grants from Bonneville Power Administration and contracts with the Oregon Office of Energy, Portland General Electric and Pacific Power.  Approximately 20,000 units have been weatherized since 1987.

5. The Oregon Office of Energy has requested the assistance of the Office of Sustainable Development to help them meet State Home Oil Weatherization program goals for weatherizing oil heated multifamily units in 2001-03 biennium. 

6.  Through this agreement, the Office of Sustainable Development will market the SHOW weatherization program to apartment owners and property managers then follow-up with technical and financial consultation services to help complete energy upgrades.

7. Compensation for two years service is $30,000.

8. No City match is required.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is authorized to execute an agreement with the Oregon Office of Energy to market the SHOW program to multifamily property owners and assist them in completing weatherization improvements.  

b. The FY 2001-02 Budget is hereby amended as follows
