Section l. The Council finds: 

1. On July l, 1981, the City entered into Contract No. 19514 with 
Loomis Armored Car Service, Inc., a Nevada corporation, for 
furnishing armored car service to the Water Bureau for pickup 
and delivery of deposits to designated banks.
