REMARKS :

Mr. Oscar Johnson stated that the case for Rickie Johnson can wait while BJC
directs its efforts toward getting private legal counsel for Homer Zachary
instead of the court appointed lawyer he now has.

Homer Zachary requested the assistance of the BJC/Coalition in securing a private
lawyer.

The minutes of the last meeting were approved.
Reports from the last meeting:

Letter to Hayor Goldschmidt and Chief Baker: Vern Summers suggested changes in
the content of the letter. 1Instead of listing the specific coneerns which are to
be discussed, the letter was made a general invitation. This meeting has been
scheduled for May 19, 1975 at Model Cities at 7:30 pm. It was suggested if the
5/19/75 meeting does not prove to be successful, we should issue demands for the
removal of all officers involved in shootings. These officers should be removed
from both North and East Precincts. The letter is to be sent out.

The letter to Attorney General Lezak was read and approved. George Allen, Vern
Summers, Michael Colbert, Betty Barr and Bill Talbert are to meet at Lezak's
office at 9 am to give him the letter on 4/24/75. Lezak has requested a copy
of the questions the Johnson family lawyer submitted to Moore.

The letter was endorsed by the AMA, NAACP, Model Cities Planning Board, BJC,
Oregon Association of Colored Womens Club, United Minority Workers.

Rev. Johnson, representing the Albima Ministerial Alliance, read the position of
the AMA taken in regards to supporting the actions of the BJC. The AMA is prepared
to endorse the federal investigation, but does not support the Boycott of Radio Cab
at this time. AMA has requested additional information concerning Radio Cab Co.
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AMA is in favor of the suspension of the officers involved in the shootings, but
not in favor of their dismissal.

The letter o Portland Public Schools was read and approved. It is supported by
the BJC. The NAACP and NACWC will discuss the issue at their next meeting.

The Class Action Suit was provided. It is to be discussed in the next meeting.
None of the officers involved in the 1969 suit have been involved in the recent
killings.

The inquest transcript will cost $108 or $180. Neither the Justice Department
or the Human Resource Bureau feels it will be able to provide the coalition with
a copy.

The schedule of cab stands shows which cabs are assigned to which stands at which
time.

The names of the officers who were involved in the shootings have not been acetrtained
yet. Hren and May were the officers involved in the shooting of Kenny Allen.

Knusen at N.W. School of Law is not authorized to practice before the Oregon

Bar. He was asked to serve as research assistant to the Coalition.

Bob Hagan - lawyer who is to pravide services.

Nathaniel Jones - No contact made.

Verna Cansen, West Coast Regional Director, NAACP: To review articles of shooting
with lawyers of West Coast Region NAACP and to get back in touch with Casson later.

Judy Kobbervig suggested Charles Merton as lawyer for Homer Zachary.

Stevie Remington of ACLU suggested Howard Moore, Black attorney in San Francisco.
Contact him in regards to the federal investigation. ACLU would approve his
assistance.

Ramsey Clark indicated grounds for a federal investigation is valid. He
suggested questioning strategy -~.used by police in dealing with Blacks.

Bill Talbert reported that the Loren Miller Law Club would be awvailable to us.
They have assistance for us in the areas of employment, housing and education,
not criminal cases.

The names of the attorneys who.will take the Zachary case are to be given to Baruti
who is to contact the family. Contact is to be made with the lawyers by 4/25/75.
The Public Defender is to ' request (a postponement of the trial date (5/6/75)/
The coalition should contact the public defender and request that postponement.
Baruti is to contact Homer about this postponement and the other lawyers to be
contacting the family. Michael volunteered to speak to the public defender in
behalf of Homer.

BOYCOTT
There were no endorsements at this time, other than the Black Justice Committee.
FEDERAL INVESTIGATION:

The investigation is to begin by 4/28/75. It will be a preliminary
investigation to review facts and information already available and to try to
answer unamswered questions and if the answers are not satisfactory, lawyers

will conduct a full scale investigation. It was not known if outside FBI agents
will be used.
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HOMER ZACHARY DEFENSE FUND:

The Portland State Black Student Union wants to participate in raising
funds for the Homer Zachary Defense Fund.

COMPOSITION OF THE COALITION: Any group who is interested in working with
the coalition is welcomed.

Dear Mr. Levi:

We request the Justice Department, through the United States Attorney for

the District of Oregon, to conduct a full-scale investigation into the murders

of Rickie Charles Johnson, Kenny Allen, Charles Menefee and Joe Hopkins.
These four black men have been killed by the Portland Police Department

within the last six months. There are many unusual circumstances surrounding
the deaths of each of these men. Much concern has been raised in the community,
and we must know if an identifiable pattern has been formed in the enforcement

of the law when it relates to black people.

Title 18, United States Code, 8241 and §242 provide ample legal authority for

a federal investigation into whether the civil rights of these specific individuals
were violated, and whether a conspiracy exists in the Portland Police Department
to injure black citizens in the free exercise of federally guaranteed rights.

Whoever, under color of any law, statute, ordinance, regulation,

or custor:, willfully subjects any inhabitant of any State, Territory,
or District to the deprivation of any rizhts, privileges, or immuni-

ties secured or protected by the Constitution or laws of the Urited
States, or to different punishments, pains, or penalties, on account
of such inhabitant being an alien, or by reason of his color, or race,
than are prescribed for the punishment of citizens, shall be fined
not more than $1,000 or imprisoned not more than one year, or both;
and if death results shall be subject to imprisonment for any term

of years or for life.

ALBINA COALITION MEETING

The Albina Coalition met at 7:30 p. m., October 28, 1975, in the Albina Action
Center, 707 N. E. Knott Street. Present were: Ellis Casson, NAACP; Hazel
Hays, Albina Multi-Service Center; Betty L., Overton, Vice Chairperson;
Baruti L. Artharee, Black Justice Committee; Betty Barr, Black Justice
Committee; Rev. John H. Jackson, Albina Ministerial Alliance; Tom Kennedy,
Black Heritage Committee; and Vern Summers, Metropolitan Human Relations
Commission.

The meeting was called to order by Vice Chairperson Betty 1., Overton.

Ms. Hays stated that the MHRC hearing will be on the afternoon of November 12,
and she wanted to know whether this group would be interested in discussing this
issue. (Since that time, the hearing has been changed to 2:00 p. m., November 19.)
There was a lengthy discussion on whether the City Council would approve the
balance of MHRC's 1975-76 funding.

It was announced that the NAACP holds a candidate fair each year. Candidates running
for public office speak to citizens and groups in the Albina Community. It was
decided that the Coalition would give support to the NAACP.

It was requested that the Black Justice Committee work on voters registration
for the Albina Community. Baruti Artharee, Chairman of the Black Justice
Committee, said he would have to discuss this with his group. Rev. Jackson
commented that one thing this community needs is someone working on voters
registration, so the community can have a slate of candidates supported by the
community. Baruti said he would let the Coalition know by the next meeting if
the Black Justice Committee would be willing to take on that responsibility.

Baruti also gave a brief report on some of the Black Justice Committee's functions
He said the Roosevelt High School demonstration was a peaceful one. He felt the
BJC did a good job in demonstrating for equal rights for Black students in that
school. Mr. Artharee stated that his organization sometimes cannot wait until a
Coalition meeting is called to give the rest of the organizations information, so
they have to take action when they think it is necessary -- and then report to the
entire group.

It was decided that the next meeting would be on November 13, 7:30 p. m., at the
Portland Metropolitan Steering Committee, 220 N, E. Russell Street. The Vice
Chairperson is encouraging everyone to be in attendance at this important meeting
to bring about better coordination for a strong Coalition in the Albina Community.
The agenda will include voters registration and the candidate fair.

The meeting adjourned at 9:00 p. m.
