$1,868,000 to fund the subscription charges from October 3, 2022 to
December 31, 2025 to support the City's capital project delivery
program. The amendment secures and locks the costs for the
subscription fees and services through December 31, 2025.

Purpose of Proposed Legislation and Background Information

The purpose of this ordinance is to authorize an amendment to contract
number 30003001 with Bentley Systems, Inc. The amendment will increase
the value of the contract by $648,000 for a new not-to-exceed amount
$1,868,000 and extends the term of the contract from October 3, 2022 to
December 31, 2025. This software is used to for computer aided design and
drafting to develop plans to construct capital improvement projects
throughout the City. This is the 7" contract amendment.

Financial and Budgetary Impacts

Expenses associated with this agreement are estimated to be $648,000
apportioned over the October 3, 2022 to December 31, 2025 term. The
Portland Bureau of Transportation (PBOT) and the Portland Water Bureau
(PWB) are the primary users of this software. Expenditures for this
amendment shall be funded by existing budget appropriations, with no
additional or new appropriations required, unless adjustments are part of
the normal budgetary change and adjustment process, including any
required Council approvals.

This action will not have a material community impact and there was no
community involvement in its development. However, this action does
provide the engineering and drafting software PBOT needs to deliver
programmed capital projects that enhance safety and provide transportation
systems throughout the City.
