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Executive Summary
Directive 0640.70, Fingerprinting and Photographing Juvenile Suspects

Introduction

The Portland Police Bureau began reviewing Directive 0640.70, Fingerprinting and Photographing
Juveniles, in early 2022. The Bureau posted the directive for First Universal Review in February
2022 to seek public comments on the directive. The Bureau posted a revised draft of the directive for
Second Universal Review in July 2022 to seek public comments on proposed changes.

The final revised directive contains very few updates. One change is to the title: The Bureau
renamed the directive “Fingerprinting and Photographing Juvenile Suspects” for clarity and
accuracy. The Bureau also streamlined language to remove alternative procedures for juveniles
under age 12, and instead directs members to notify a supervisor if they bring a juvenile under age
12 to the Forensic Evidence Division (FED) for processing. Other changes include edits for brevity
and clarity and removal of guidance for processing requests outside the scope of Fingerprinting and
Photographing Juvenile Suspects (formerly under Other Processing Requests).

Public Comments
The Bureau received very few comments during both Universal Review periods. All comments are
included later within this document. The Bureau made no changes based on comments received.

The Bureau’s Revised Policy
The Bureau made minor changes to Directive 0640.70, Fingerprinting and Photographing Juvenile
Suspects to clarity and brevity.

The Bureau welcomes further comments on this directive during its next review.

This directive goes into effect on December 29, 2022. Published on December 8§, 2022.

1. The purpose of this directive is to establish Forensic Evidence Division procedures for
fingerprinting and photographing juvenile offenders.

Procedure:

1.

Custody Processing Requests:

1.1. All juveniles taken into custody for any felony or class A misdemeanor shall be
fingerprinted and photographed by the Forensic Evidence Division (FED), Room 1250,
Justice Center.

1.2. Juveniles taken into custody for class B and C misdemeanors may be fingerprinted and
photographed by FED.

Processing:

2.1. Members shall ensure that a juvenile taken into custody is fingerprinted and
photographed before transporting the juvenile to the Multnomah County Juvenile
Detention Hall.

2.2. Before transporting and presenting the juvenile at the Forensic Evidence Division (FED)
for processing, members shall notify FED by calling the FED front desk. Two (2)
members must accompany and remain with the arrested juvenile at all times while in
FED.

2.3. The arresting officer shall notify their supervisor when a juvenile under the age of
twelve (12) is brought to FED for fingerprinting and photographing.

2.4. Upon arrival, members shall notify the front desk to coordinate placement of the juvenile
in a FED Holding Room or Specially Designated Area; members shall not escort
juveniles through FED facilities without FED approval.



2.5. Upon arrival to and departure from FED, members shall complete the Juvenile Secure
Custody Log at the FED front desk per Directive 0850.30, Temporary Detention and
Custody of Juveniles.

2.6. FED staff shall fingerprint and photograph juveniles at the request of investigating mem-
bers, when the request complies with this directive and statutory requirements.

2.6.1. In the event a disagreement arises as to whether or not the request complies with
directive and/or statutory requirements, FED shall process the juvenile suspect and
refer the matter to a FED supervisor.

2.6.2. If it is determined that the request did not comply with directive and/or statutory
requirements, the investigating member will be consulted and the fingerprints and
photographs purged from the files.

2.6.3. If there is a dispute, the City Attorney’s Office will make the final decision as to
whether documents should be destroyed.

2.7. FED staff shall maintain and control the release and purging of fingerprint and
photograph files according to statutory requirements.

2.8. FED staff shall provide the Records Division (Records) with Portland Police Juvenile
(PPJ) numbers.
