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MAYOR'S MESSAGE 

Portland, Oregon, February 1, 1928. 

To TIii•: CcH:;s;cu.: 

Submitted herewith is the '.\Iayor's Annual '.\lessage for the fiscal 
year 1927. 

The era of progress, development and prosperity which has been 
most apparent in Portland for many years past Is reflected in all of 
the statistics for the fiscal year 1927 as compiled by' the various mu­
nicipal departments. Summarized. the r eports of the various depart· 
ments indicate that all private businesses took long strides ahead and 
the municipal service kept pace. There was a very steady growth of 
the city in population, and a steady development both public and pri­
vate to meet the dema nds or the growing population and the increasing 
facilities for handling street and other problems under the constantly 
increasing and changing conditions. 

Two developments of greatest importance during the year were the 
commencement of work on the new harbor wall and the pushing of 
work on the new Bear Cr!'ek clam. The harbor wall contract was 
signed November 9, 1926, and work was started at about the beginning 
of the fiscal year 1927. The projeot iiwolves the vast harbor line 
development together with the Fro:1t Street inter cepting sewer and 
drainage system and the pumping system. There were some del:lys 
in the work owing to high water, but on the whole the project has been 
pushed along at a satisfactory rate. It should be completed in the 
spring of 1929, and will bring about a most remarkable change in our 
water front conditions. The wall will form a bar rier to the river, 
which up to this time has flooded basements during the high.water 
periods. Sanitary conditions will be ver y gr eatly improved by reason 
of the intercepting sewer . 

The Bear Creek clam has rrached a point where it is of service 
in the city's water system. The task of constructing the dam and 
clearing the vast storuge hasi:1 has been hurried during the summer, 
fall and spring seasons and will permit of the storage of sufficient 
water during 1928 to forestall any possible water shortage. 

PUB LI C W O RKS 

Of great im11ortance during the year was the street-widening p r o­
gram. The increasing traffic problem due to the rapid incre:ise i n 
the number of automobiles on our streets has n ecessi tated the push­
Ing of the street-widening program throughou t the city. 

Among the most important of these was the East Broadwav and 
Larrabee Street widening, East Broadway having been widened to 100 
feet from the Broad way B r idge to Benton Street, and Larrabee Street 
to 90 feet between Cherry ancl Dixon Streets. This project included 
the in~tallation of a complete sy,-tem of subways and loading plat• 
forms. Work on this project was started in September, 1926. and com 
pleted at the encl of the fiscal year. 1927 

Among the most important street improvements were the east and

Fifty-second Street from Jt'oster Road to 
th city limits, nncl the partial completion of Interstate AYenue.

o t of l rn,10;;. The sewer program involved the constr11ctlon of 
36 6 miles of Rewer at a co,;t or $571,662; a total of 46.64 miles of 
11tr t were pa\'ed, and 2.10 miles of paved roads were tnken over 
rrom the County, making- a total of 49.04 miles added to the paving 
mileage or the dty. There are now 612.88 miles of hard-surface pave­
m nt In the city.

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corded for a ny city in the United States over 100,000 population . 
There was a slight decrease in typhoid fever and an increase in 
diphtheria and scarlet fever, but these did not assume the proportions 
of an epidemic. 

In t he food inspection work, h ealth cards were issued to 24,000 
persons. There were 24,781 inspections of food establishments; 14,942 
official calls; 621 restaurants rated; 8444 licenses issued; 25,356 
pounds of foodstuffs condemned; 4954 complaints by citizens inves­
tigated; 8220 hotels and dwellings inspected and 4334 abatements 
brought about. 

In the r odent control work a great deal was accomplished by the 
use of cyanides, gas and poison. Pa r ticular attention was given the 
water front storage places. 

In the :\lilk Investigation Division 8265 dairies and 459 creameries 
and milk depots were inspected. Five thousand four hundred and 
eighty-one samples of milk were taken and analyzed and less than 
1 per eent of these were below standard. In the meat inspection work, 
118.880 carcasses were inspected and passed; 378 were condemned; 
1143 chickens were condemned; 4007 livers were condemned; 739 
hogs' heads were condemned, and 15,274 pounds of sour meat con­
demned. 

In the School Inspection Division examinations were given 96,000 
pupils. In addition 32,863 childreu passed through the Health Bureau 
for readmittance to school. Health conditions in the schools were 
very much improved during the year. Personal contacts showed that 
the work is receiving much more recognition from the public. In 
1926, 3960 parents visited t he schools to see the school nurses. In 
1927 this figure was increased to 9725. 

In the Bureau of \\'eights and '.\1easures, 3432 scales were inspected; 
3210 were sealed; 88 were condemned and repairs were ordered on 
134. Of t he 922 weights inspected, 42 were condemned. Of the 928 
gasoline pumps inspected, 14 were condemned. 

FIRE BUREAU 

Repor t of the Bureau of Fire shows 2020 alarms during the year 
1921, of wbich number 1584 were unimportant. There were 444 major 
a larms which entailed a loss of $731,275.12. Improvements in the 
service during the year included the opening of three new stations; 
the building of three new gas propelled fireboats; one new squad 
wagon with complete equipment; one new tractor and considerable 
new modern equipment. The department now has 46 pieces of appa­
ratus in actual service. housed in 40 stations. The Fire '.\1arshal, in 
connection with his Fire Prevention Campaign, made 112,154 inspec­
tions a nd abated 14,272 fire hazards; supervised installation of 337 
oil burners and 259 gasoline tanks and pumps. The campaign waged 
during the year against old and dilapidated buildings resulted in the 
removal of 221. The Fire Prevention Campaign was brought to pub­
lic a ttention at 517 meetings. 

PUBLIC MARKET

In t he \Vomen's Divis ion reports sh ow 4339 interviews; 1289 in· 
vestigations; 1719 h omes v isited; 7217 office calls ; 1813 da nce p er­
mits issu ed; 2082 dances visi ted. A t otal of 235 juveniles wer e foun d 
at dances. T he Bureau o f Police sh owed total arrests of 31,452 .

T h e 
bodies of 14 pe r son s w er e found Boating on t he r iver and turned over 
to the Coroner . Eleven minor children were pick ed up a nd sen t t o 
the Juven ile Court . Five persons w er e r escu ed from drowning dur­
ing t he year. Fresh wa ter was placed on b oard 518 s hips. Property 
r ecover ed dur ing the year included 3 bar ges, 13 rowboats, 3 life-

boats and 8 canoes.

D omestic expor ts amounted to 868,317 t ons or a total of 2,669,317 tons 
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valued at $133,141,330. The foreign imports were 142,015 tons and 
the domestic imports 2,255,014 tons, a total of 2,397,029 tons valued 
at $145,691.681. The total export and import amounted to 5,066,346 
tons valued at $278,833.21. Wheat exports totaled 36,792,734 bushels 
Yalued at $·17,901,763 Flour exports totaled 1,734,945 barrels valued 
at $11,421,952. Lumber exports totaled 571,63.1,499 board feet valued 
Bl $12,545,550. 

FINANCE 

The balance in funds December 1, 1926, was $2,833,849.93. The 
Iola! received from all sources during the year was $21,983,535.:!9, 
making total receipts fo r the year of $24,817,385.32. The disburse­
ments were $21,448,566.68, leaving a balance of $3,368,818.64. 

PARKS 

Playground attendance during the year was 359,265. Attendance 
nt !he swimming tanks was 372,187; attendance at the community 
house~. 81,770; attendance at the comfort stations, 3,727,304. New 
propeny acquired during the year brought the total owned by the 
department up to 2292.85 acres. The attendance at the golf links dur­
ing the year was 268,025 with total receipts of $93,958.34. The at­
tendance _at Ea~tmoreland Golf Links was 123,575; Rose City, 109,203, 
n nd at \\ est Hills, 35,247. 

LICENSES

ing total fees of $145,420. Dog licenses issued amounted to $27,668.

Dear Sir: During the year from December 1, 1926, to December 1, 
l!l27, the Patrol Boat "F. W. :\lulkey" made 911 runs, was running 
1639 hours, covered 12,638 miles, and consumed 3434 gallons of Diesel 
oil, 610 gallons of gasoline, 219 gallons of lubricating oil, 30 gallons 
of kerosene and 5 gallons of GOOW. 

FUty-elght dangerous snags were removed from the channel. 
Twenty-five fireboat calls were answered. 
Fuel oil on the river was found and Investigated 11 times. 
Two launchings were attended. 
River boats were timed for speeding five times. 
1''orty-slx unclassified Items. 
Assistance was rendered to shipping 90 times, such as towing and 

moving ship, launches and barges. 
One hundred and sixty-three runs were made for The Commission 

of Public Docks. 
The salvage pump was called for and used 7 times.

That renting agents are growing to 
take more responsibility in the uses tenants make of property ls in­
dicated by the fact that to one of the best-known real estate agencies 
were written 24 !otters In 1927 as compared with 46 l etters In 1926.

A water depth approximately 35 feet at low water is 
maintained in !!lips and alongside piers or whar ves. Facilities are 
provided to supply vessels with city water, telephones are Installed 
along the face of transit sheds, and vessels may be connected to 
terminal light circuits. All principal structures have automatic 
sprinkler system inst.a.lied. Watchmen report through A. D. T. serv­
ice. An adequate equipment of wheeled and hand fire extinguishers 
Is distributed about the premises. A permanently employed fire In­
spector supervises all fire-protPction measures. At Terminal No. 4, 
the largest of the terminals, a fire engine is maintained. 

All administrative business of the Commission is handled at the 
main office, foot of Stark Street. 

A description of the properties of the Commission is appended to 

this report. 
Wharfage and other charges assessed by the Commission for use of 

terminal facilities and services are established by ordinance and set 
forth In a published tariff, Tariff No. 9 being the cur ren t i ssue. These 
charges are in general on a parity with those assessed at other ports 
of the Pacific Northwest. 

All ordinances passed by The Commission of Public Docks are mat­
ter,; of public records and are on file with the Auditor of the City of 
Portland and at the main office of the Commission. 

During 1914, its first year of operation, the Commission handled 
a total of 31,373 tons. and for the year ending November 30, 1927, a 
total of 1,086,518 tons passed over its terminals, the largest tonnage 
in the history of the Commission, and 197,838 tons greater than 1926. 
The heavy wheat movement is largely responsible for this Increase in 
tonnage handled, the Commissions' share in 1927 being 373,804 tons, 
or 166,444 tons more than in 1926. 

The increased volume of business for 1927 is reflected in the earn­
ings of the terminals but the expenditures for maintenance, necessi­
tated because o[ the age and natural deterioration of the wood con­
tttrudion, detract appreciably from the profits of the properties. 

Pursuant to Sub-division "K" of Section 163 of the City Charter, 
and to the statutes of the State of Oregon, and more particularly Sec­
tion S of Chapter !!OS of the ~eneral Jaws of Oregon for 1921, Tht• 
Commission of Public Docks noti fied the County Clerk and the County 
Assessor that tax levy of the department for the fiscal year ending 
November 30, 1927, had been fixed at $763,352.72, of which sum $751.-
112.50 was for bond interest and redemption purposes. 

Pur.mant to Srction 163 of the Charter of the City of Portland. a.s 
revised by the Council August 1, 1914, there is appended hereto the 
financial statement prepared by the Secretary, with itemized ac­
count of revenues from operations and all r eceipts and disbursements 
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for t he fiscal year. There is also attached a table of dock statistics, 
covering tonnage or commodities handled over the municipal terminals. 
Comparisons are given for a five.year period.

HARBOR AND PORT 

1:he fres'h wnt~r Harbor or Portland like that of Philadelphia, and 
of 1'\cw Orleans, 1s approximately 96 nautical miles from the sea. It 
ls tho same steaming distance from the Orient as the Puget Sound 
ports. Situated on the Willamette River a few miles above its conflu­
ence v. Ith the Columbia River, tt has a width of 900 to 1600 feet be­
tween Its establlRhecl harbor lines and a frontage of nearly 29 miles 
w:thln the corporate limits of the City of Portland. Here private and 
pul1llc enterprise have developed facilities affording close to seven 
miles of berthing accommodations. These include municipal terminals, 
pr!Ynte grain. lumber, oil and ~eneral cargo wharves, and ship repair­
ing plants and industries. A least channel depth of 30 feet at low 
" .. ter exists throughout the harbor and this depth is to be found at 
ne rly all of the terminal docks and piers used for ocean-going com• 
mcrce. A project for a 35-foot low water depth in the Wlllamette 
Rh-er has been adopted, and this depth ls gradually being established 
throughout the harbor. The mean tidal range at the mouth of the 
Columbia River Is 7.5 feet. At low water stages of the Columbia and 
Willamette Rivers there Is a tidal effect of about two feet In Port­
land harbor. 

Channel conditions 
The June. 1924, survey of the entrance to the Columbia River, by 

the United Stales Engineers, showed a channel depth of 45 feet a t 
low water for a width of about 1200 feet and a 40-foot low water depth 
for a width of about 7000 feet. During the three years there has been 
a further Improvement In the channel depth, due to the scouring effect 
Produced by the jetty construction. The survey of May, 1927 (see 
Chart of 1927 U. S. E ngineers Survey, on insert page), shows depth 
increased to 47 feet at mean lower low water for a width of 2700 feet, 
46 feet for a width of about 3500 feet and 40 feet for an approximate 
Width of 6800 feet. 

The depth at the entrance to the Columbia River Is now self-
sustaining. There is every indication, in fact, that in a very few 
Years the low water depth will be 50 feet. Every aid to navigation 
Is supplied by lightship, gas, bell and other buoys and by permanently 
lighted ranges. Because of its ample depth and width, together with 
its comparative freedom from heavy fogs, the Columbia River en­
trance is one of the safest and best river harbor entrances In the world. 

The Federal project for the improvement of the ship channel in 
the Columbia River from the mouth of the Willamette River to the 
Pacific Ocean was adopted more than 15 years ago. This project, 
completed for several years bas provided a low water depth of 30 feet 
for a width of not Jess th;n 300 feet In straight courses, and of 500 
to 600 feet In bends. . 

Channel dredging since the completion of the proJect has main• 
tained the project depth and widened the channel, particularly at the 
bends, to over the project width. Permanently constructed contraction 
dikes have pr actically stabilized the channel and reduced maintenance 
dredging to a minimum. 

Since Its inception as a world port, following the completion of the 
30-foot channel project, Portlands shipping has Increased enormously. 
With this increase has risen the demand for larger vessels in the 
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Portland trade routes. Then, too, there is a general tez:idency In sh!(; 
ping lines toward construction of la rger cargo carriers or deepe 
draft. While the present channel Is more than ample to accommo­
date vessels of the deepest draft now plying Into this por t, the City 
ot Portland In anticipation of the trend in modern ship construc­
tion, through Its Chamber of Commerce and Its Civic and Port bodieR, 
inaugurated a movement to obtain Federal r ecognition or t he necessity 
for a chan"nel 35 feet In depth with minimum width or 500 feet from 
Portland to the sea.• It has been but two years since the start of thl!I 
movement, but such progress has been made t hat the adoption and 
authorization of a 35-foot channel project Is practically assured. 

•XOTE-As this book goes to press, announcement has been mado by th, 
i::erretary or War that the Chier or the Boa r d or Army Enginl'l.'r" has reeom­
mended a projec t ror the desired d epth or 35 feet ror the Columhla HI\ er. 
This recommendation includes widening cha nnel to a minimum or 600 reet. 

THE PORT OF PORTLAND COMMISSION 

The people or Portland and the Immediately contiguous territory 
have, since 1891, been engaged In improving ror navigation the chan­
nel or the Columbia and Willamette rivers, between Portland and the 
sea, and the harbor at Portland. This has been done through the In­
strumentality of The Port of Portland Commission, which Is a quasi­
municipal corporation separate from both the city and county, but 
encompassing all of the City or Portland in its taxable d istrict. 

Channel and Harbor Improvement 
The Port or Portland has, in conjunction with the Federal Govern­

ment, provided and maintained the ship cha nnel In the Willamette 
and Columbia Rivers. The excellent channel conditions now existing 
have resulted from the joint efforts of these two agencies. The Port ff Portland alone has expended approximately $10,000,000 on channel 
tr1>rovements; the Federal Government a. like a mount. I n addition, 

e government has expended $16,000,000 upon the river entrance .

There are several Independent s h ip repair contractors operating 
at Portland and vessels are assured of competitive conditions in con­
tracting for r epair work. 

H a rbor Towage 
To facilitate harbor shifts or vessels between loading berths, The 

Port of Portland maintains a harbor towage service. Power ful stern­
wheel towboats are a lways available. This service Is especially con­
venient for vessels when time in port is taken advantage of for boiler 
scaling and machinery repairs. The rates which ar e reasonable are 
governed by the published rules and Tariff of the Por t of Portland. 

Airport: In th e Harbor 
The Port of Portland Airport is another facility provided by The 

Port of Portland Commission. It is located upon a 253-acre t ract lying 
within the central harbor, the main landing field which is 1200 feet 
wide by 6700 feet long, being upon land which formerly was an island 
but which is now connected to t he mainland by a filled causeway. 
Alongside the landing field is the Swan Island basin, an area of 
still water 700 feet wide and about H miles long, w•hich makes an 
ideal port for hydro-airplanes. The Airport is free from bordering 
obstructions and the operating surface, a firm g rass sod, is safe and 
practicable for the use of planes under all weather conditions. Its 
location is conveniently close to the business center of the city. Not 
more than 12 minutes are required to reach the Airport by automobile 
from the main post office and railway terminals. 

The operation and administration of Tho Port of Por tland Airport 
will be under d irect control of The Port of Portland Commission and 
all branches of aviation are assured of equitable treatment. 

T raffic Depart ment 
The Port of Portland Commission, while primarily engaged in the 

improvement and maintenance of channel and harbor, and in the op­
eration of the facilities and properties described above, maintains a 
separate department or bureau of Traffic. Matters of Port Publicity. 
Port Statistics. and all problems pertainin~ to Shipping and Routing 
Traffic through the Port, are handled by this departmen t. 

PR IVAT E WATE R F RO NT FACI L IT I E S 

Althoug-h o,i•ning- and operating the )Iunicipal Terminal!:!, The Com­
mission or Public Docks has ever pursued the policy of offering every 
encouragement and inducement to the private development of water­
front facilities. Privately owned facilities, the most important or 
which aro listed and described below, afford extensive accommodations 
to shipping and handle a large portion of the water borne commerce 
of tho Port.

HARBOR PROTECTION 

Police 
The Harbor of Portland is policed by an efficient day a nd night 

patrol service. The patrol boat, the "F. W. :Mulkey", is of recent con· 
structlon. It is fitted with Diesel engines and is equipped with 
salvage pumps. This department is under the direct super vision or 
the Harbor Master. 

Fire 
Three powerful steel fire boats have just been completed and placed 

in service. They are stationed at stra tegic points about the harbor 
and are available for instant use. Each boat is 85 feet In length with 
20.foot beam and draft of 5 feet 6 inches. They are driven by four 
Sterling Viking gasoline motors, have twin screw propelle rs, and 
develop a speed of 18 miles per hour. All machinery is directly con­
trolled from pilot house, the steering gear is electrically oper ated ancl 
the clutches are air controlled. Each boat is equipped with four 
Byron:Jackson centrifugal pumps with a capacity of 10,000 gallon~ 
per mmute at 200 pounds pressure.

umbia Basin have become world famous 
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fo r the quality of their truits. Apples r a ised in these districts are 
par ticularly in dema nd in Europe and almost the entire crops are 
exported to th e United Kingdom and to Hol!and, Germany, Norway 
and Denmark. Due to the unusual weather conditions, the crops of 
several of t hese di stricts were practically a failure in 1927, the ex­
ports for 1926 totaling 1,341,500 boxes, or over 400,000 boxes in excess 
of the exports this year. 

T he Willa mette Valley is equally famous for its prunes and smaller 
fruits. The canning and drying of these has become an industry of 
considerable magnitude. Markets of consumption, domestic and for­
eign , have been developed. Canned goods tp the amount of 51,551 
tons were export ed in 1927 as against 49,535 tons in 1926. Dried 
fruits mostly prunes increased from 28,344 tons in the preceding 
year to 29)07 tons in' 1927. 

Various by-products of the lumber industry, such as lath, ply­
wood, s h ingles, box shooks, staves, etc., swelled the exports of the 
Port. Manufacturers of doors in particular have bu ilit up a large 
for eign ma rket for their product. Over 18,000 tons of doors, des­
tined principally for the United Kingdom, were exported in 1927. The 
pulp a nd paper industry, as rapidly as it has• expanded, can hardly 
keep pace with its market demands. Shipments, principally to for­
eign ports , grew from 127,000 tons in 1926 to 144,000 tons in 1927. 
Portland is also obtaining rank as the wool center of the Pacific 
Coast. The clip from the great herds of Eastern Oregon and Idaho 
moves to Portland for storage and for marketing. A considerable 
portion is utilized by the large local woolen mills, and the balance, 
over 12,000 tons in 1927, is shipped by water to the eastern manu­
facturers. 

Portland's growth in population, in industry, and in building, has 
naturally resulted in an increased consumption of the necessary manu­
factured products and raw materials not locally produced. Imports 
in genera l have increased, therefore, in proportion with the exports of 
the Port . The single item of foreign i.mport showing a particularly 
noticea ble increase during 1927, was copra. Imports of this com­
m odity increased 37 per cent over the preceding year, or from 24,674 
tons to 33,000 tons. This copra is for the use of the local vegetable 
oil mills. The most noticeable increase in domestic items of import 
is shown by cement. An increase of 52 per cent, or from 52,000 
tons to 80,000 tons reflects the increase in building activities during 
1927. 

Alt hough certain commodities of export and import show a de­
crease, it is especially encouraging to note t hat the combined ton­
nage handled through the Port for 1927 exceeds that of any preced­
ing year. 

The expansion during 1927 of t he fleets of many of the established 
steamship lines, the replacement of older vessels by modern and larger 
types, increased sailing schedules and the inauguration of new lines of 
service, further reflect the progress of the Port in maritime world 
trade. A list of the various lines, the service engaged in and the 
names of agents or operators, follows:

Gentlemen: The work of the Civil Service Board for the fiscal year 
of 1927 was marked by the unusual number of applicants for examina­
tion due largely to the apparent inability of various lines of industry 
to absorb or steadily retain the employes used in recent years. 

This report will show that the city, also reduced its number of regu­
lar employes, particularly in the Water Bureau and the Engineering 
Bureau of the Department of Public Works. 

The Civil Service Board made one noteworthy departure from its 
usual practice in conducting examinations by its decision to apply the 
physical examination only to those accepting appointment under civil 
service. 

The year wi tnessed practical completion of major undertakings 
necessitating temporary appointments for the duration of the various 
projects, including the water main program of the Water Bureau. '!'he 
immediate effect was the elimination of the extra employe to the extent 
that the drop in personnel by November, 1927, was sharply defined. 

As regards examinations the outstanding feature of the year, except­
ing the decision on the physical examination, was the cancellation of 
the promotion examination for Junior Captain, Bureau of Fire, held 
March 2, 1927. This was ordered by the Board because of the con­
flicting repor ts regarding the conduct of applicants taking the exami­
nation and for the further reason that the Board believed the exami­
nation too severe.

ANNUAL REPORT FOR FISCAL YEAR EN DI NG NOVEMBER 30, 1927

Dear Sir: Respectfully presented herewith for your consideration 
is the annual report of the Superintendent of the Bureau of Water 
Work for the fiscal year ending November 30, 1927: 

HEADWORKS 

No serious trouble was experienced in the operation of the Head­
works during the past year. No water shortage existed at any time. 
Fortunately the rainfall in September was about three times that 
of the average rainfall in former years. 

The interior of the screen house at the Headw-0rks was given three 
c·oats of white paint and is now in very presentable shape. The power 
plant which lights the dwellings, barracks and screen house was. in 
perfect working order during the year. Considerable work was done 
about the •barracks and dwellings. A new stone wall was erected in 
front of the dwellings, which adds considerable to their appearance. 
A new woodshed was built, new walks laid out and rocked and other 
improvements made. The lawns have been weeded, watered and well 
cared for. A new flag pole 80 feet long, was erected near the screen­
house, which adds considerable to the sur roundings. 

The concrete dam at the Headworks is in perfect condition. No 
leakage appeared at the toe or on either side. The basin near the 
operating side is gradually filling up with silt and tr ash. This debris 
will be r emoved as soon as the water recedes sufficiently to a llow 
workmen to remove this obstruction. 

Thus far no contamination of the water has occurred from work­
men employed by Heller Bros., and Bent Bros., doing work at Bear 
Creek Darn. This is accounted for because of the strict sanitar y r egu­
lations which are enforced by City employes at the dam, camps and 
other places where men are employed. 

The small r eservoir supplying water to the buildings about the 
Headworks was thoroughly cleaned and needed repairs made. Before 
another year it will be necessary to construct a larger reservoir and 
increase the pipe line from two inches to three inches in diameter on 
account of the increased lawn area. 

KAISER PARK AT THE HEADWORKS 

Considerable work was done in this park by Mr. Thomas and his 
assistants at odd times. Ground was cleared, walks made, fountains 
built, many bushes planted, tables were built, lawns seeded and rolled, 
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in fact everything was done to change a pile of rocks and underbrush 
into a beautiful scenic park quite beyond words to express. 

ROADWAYS AND BRIDGES 

The main roadway from Bull Run town to Bear Creek was turned 
over to Bent Bros., contractors, who are keeping the ditches open 
and making such repairs as are needed during the construction of 
Bear Creek Dam. The two and one-half miles of plank roadway lead­
ing to the Headworks was kept in good condition during the past 
year by Water Works employes As the foundation timbers are 
rather light some replacements will have to be made during the 
coming season 

The five steel bridges carrying the Bull Run conduits were care­
fully inspected and found in good condition. Some painting was 
done on all of them, especially that of the Sandy River Bridge carry­
ing conduit No. 3. At this bridge fishermen and others were cross­
ing over the boxing on the pipe-line. Barbed wire was placed at each 
end of the bridge to prevent this traffic. On one occas ion a small 
boy slipped off the bridge and fell into the river but fortunately was 
saved from drowning by some fishermen nearby. 

The second crossing bridge carrying conduits No. 1 and No. 2 
should be redecked the coming summer. 

DODGE PARK

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BULL RUN TELEPHONE LINE 

During the past year 160 old telephone poles were replaced by new 
cedar poles. This line is kept in as good condition as possible and 
the service most of the time is fairly good. 

CAMP BUTTE RESERVOIR SITE 

This property is used temporarily by Henry Anderegg, a Swiss 
dairyman, under an arrangement allowing this Bureau to appropriate 
about three acres of his land for road purposes. On account of the 
building of the Bear CTeek Dam and other construction work very 
little Will be done this season toward the building of the first reservoir unit. 

EAST SIDE RESERVOIRS 

Aside from caring for the lawns and occasional cleaning of these 
reservoirs no special work was done toward repairing them. 

The old wooden walk and steps from Sixtieth Street entrance to 
No. 6 reservoir should be replaced by concrete steps and concrete walks. 

The grounds about the four East Side reservoirs have been kept 
In a very presentable condition, as well as the grounds about the ware­
house at Sixty-second and Division. Credit should be given to Fore­
man Fague for his untiring work and Interest in these matters. 

WEST SIDE RESERVOIRS 

Since the completion of the tunnel work back of reservoirs Nos. 3 
and 4 considerable work was done in resurfacing roads, planting of 
shrubbery and roses, most of which were kindly given this Bureau by 
Superintendent Keyser of the Bureau of Parks. 

VERNON STANDPIPE 

The grounds about this standpipe have been cleared of all pipe 
and debris and levelled off. Grass seed was planted and other Improve­
ments made. It Is planned to make this place more attractive in the near future. 

As recommended In my last year's annual report I believe this 
standpipe should be enclosed in brick in the shape of a tower as origin­
ally planned and Boston ivy should be planted around it to beautify it. 

NEW WAREHOUSE AT 490 LARRABEE STREET 

This building erected to house our construction and maintenance 
divisions and for the storage of material, trucks and automobiles has 
proven that the building was well planned, substantially built and that 
the selection of the site for this building was well made. 

MOTOR VEHICLES 

The insert tables show the maintenance cost, mileage, etc., of each 
automobile and truck owned by the Bureau of Water Works. 
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IN CONCLUSION 

You will observe from a perusal of Cost Accountant Lambert's r e­
port that the outstanding water bonds amount to $17,485,000. All these 
bonds bear 4 per cent interest except the issue of May 1, 1915 (Llnnton 
issue @ 5~ per cent) and the issue of July 1, 1923, bear ing 41 p er cent 
per annum. 

When the water rates were increased 20 per cen t Decem ber 1, 1925, it 
was hoped that this raise would produce more revenue than it has actual­
!Y done. The deficiency in a measure can be accounted for by tak ing 
mto account the fact that there was a water shortage in t he summer of 
1926, at which time it became necessary for this Bureau to curta il t he 
use of water to a very great extent. Residents of P or tland were a lways 
acc~stomed to use and waste all the water they liked while on a flat r atc­
basis. Ju~t as soon as a meter was installed they became fr ightened and 
~ea~ed usmg water for sprinkling purposes. After being on a m eter 

asis for a while they gradually found out the meter rates were such 
that they could continue to use water for all purposes within reason or 
mod~ration and not pay any more than they paid on a flat rate basis. 
D~rin~ t_h: year 1927 there was no water shortage, in fact ther e was a 
gie:i-tei. iamfall than was needed which reduced our water r eceipts for 
sprinkling P_urposes, the City being practically 100 per cent metered.

Dear Sir : For your information, and as a part of the annual report 
to the Commissioner of Public Utilities, I am submitting herewith state­
ment showing the cash receipts and disbursements of the Bureau o! 
Water Works for the fiscal year ending November 30, 1927. Also, there 
is attached a detailed statement of the bonded indebtedness of the Bureau 
of Water Works a t the end of the fiscal year. 

In accordance with the Charter provi.sions and the itemized schedules 
prepared covering the setting aside of sufficient funds each year to re­
tire the bonds issued by this department there was transferred from the 
Water F und to the Water Bond Sinking Fund the sum of $260,838.13. 
Following this transfer a special ordinance was passed setting aside an 
additional amount of $20,000 for sinking fund purposes, making a total 
sum of $280,838.13 placed in the Water Bond Sinking Fund during the 
fiscal year of 1927. 

The m iscella neous expenses, as s-hown in this report, are made up 
largely of disbursements incurred for work done in the Reserve, Reserve 
Roads and Bear Creek Dam construction which has not yet been charged 
to the Plant and Property Accounts, also preliminary work done at 
Camp B utte. 

The operating revenue, consisting of water sales receipts for 1927, 
s hows a n increase of $41,245.16 over 1926. During the same period the 
operating expenses increased $70,430.78, making a net operating expense 
of $29,185.62 ove r 1926. 

At the close of 1926 there was credited to the un reserved surplus 
accoun t the sum of $84,643.72 while the business for 1927 shows a charge 
against surplus account of $66,488.86, making a total difference of $151,-
132.58 between the years of 1926 and 1927.

'l'hrce major breaks occurred during the year on the lines of the 
distr ibution system. On January 31 the 16-inch main in Hancock 
Street d eveloped a bad leak at Seventceth Street, and before the main 
coul<l be shut down a number of neighboring basements were flooded 
a wl the hard surface for nea rly a block was damaged. 

On July 13 the S-inch main in Hawthorne Avenue developed a bad 
l r.ak at the northwest corner of ,vater Street. The basements of sev­
eral is tores nearby were flooded and damage occurred to cement, 
pl s tcr, et<" .• in storage. 

'-;ept1•mber 6 one of the worst breaks we have yet experienced de• 
vc.1oped on the old 24-inch Highland main in Forty-seventh Street at a 
ll'l,nt a pproximately 100 feet south of Halsey Street. In addition to 
f!l)N!ing several basements, the basement of the Doernbecher Furniture 
C'v , t Eas t Twenty-ninth Street, was flooded, and some 3000 yards of fill 
he \Hen Halsey Street and Sullivan Gulch was washed down into the 
a r,jacent low la nds, letting down a considerable yardage of pavement, 
s!d walks and curbs. These breaks all occurred in the middle of the 
night and the water ran undiscovered for some time thus materially 
i:-icreasing the damage. ' 

During the past year a large number of fire hydrants in the busi­
ness i<ect!on have been moved, in most cases only 2 or 3 feet, to pro­
vide a uniform setting for the various new street lights installed in 
this section. The work of moving these hydrants involved some ex­
pe1rne :incl in a ll cases the cost has been assessed against the abutting 
property a long with t he costs for the lighting system. 

EXTENSIONS PROPOSED FOR 1928 

A program curta!ling construction activities in our distribution 
RYstem will be followed during the coming year as regards the larger 
sizes of mains. Our major "gridiron" system is now adequately pro­
vided for as a result of our extensive construction of the past three 
years. The normal steady growth of the City will no doubt continue 
and we are antic ipating for 1928 the Installation of approximately the 
same mileage of 4-inch, 6-inch and 8-inch mains as were installed in 
1927. Again, the matter of street paving is mentioned, which calls 
for a <·onsiclerable percentage of our cast iron main installations in 
the outlying residential sections. This is certain to continue with 
the building up of this area, and the further need of fire protection. 

Th!' following large mains (12-inch and over) are proposed for 
installation during the coming year:

. The construction of the 285 000-gallon steel standpipe at Portland 
C1 ty Hom d h ' b estea st eduled for this year was postponed, and will e 
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required the coming year by reason of the construction of the new 
VnitPd Sta t es Veterans ' Hospita l on :\la rquam Hill. 

F •1rther cons ideration is being given to the proposed secondary 
storage un it at Portla nd H eights. Due to the constantly increasing 
consumpt ion in this section a second tank will be necessary and will 
prohahly be const r ucted d uring the coming year. 

,\clclitiona l storage on the West Side of the W illamette River still 
remains a s ubject for serious considera tion. Additional reservoir 
rapacity is needed here to sa feguard the supply In this section of the 
City should any unus ual condition a ri se to interrupt the supply. 
Camps Butte Reservoir--

The conRtrur tion of the fi rst unit of the projected storage reser ­
voir development on Camps Butte will be held in abeyance until the 
completion of the Bull Run Storage project now under way. 

Pi·elimina ry work on Camps Butte has covered a n accurate s ur­
ve3 or proper ty lines on the north half of the ·wilson farm, and sur­
veys made and rights-of-way secured for roads leading from the 
Gates and Powell Valley Roads to the summit of the Butte. On these 
roads abou t 3000 feet has been graded and an additional 1000 fee t 
s lashrcl and burned. 

BULL RUN RESERVE S TO RAG E 

A <'ont ra<:t. in the amount of $171,060 for the clearing of the Bull 
R un Storage Bas in was a warded to H eller Brothers on December 7, 
1926. A small crew was soon a t wor k but it was the latter part of 
,January, 1927, befor e construction of the Bear Creek Road had reached 
a p oint where it was possible to move heavy equipment over it. 

Bids were opened on F ebrua ry 9, 1927, for the construction of t he 
Bull Hun Dam, a nd on February 24, 1927, the contract was awarded 
to Bent Brothers, on their bid or $1,440,375. 

The road was completed in :\larch and a final estima te rendered 
J. F. Shea Co. on t he firs t of April. Though considerably behind 
schedule the road was completed by the time the contractors were 
ready to move in heavy materials or equipment to the site of the work. 

On May 6, 1927, a contract was entered into with the Santa_ Cruz 
Portland Cement Co. to furnish cement for the dam at the price of 
$2.89 per barrel, f. o. b. Bull R un , Oregon, making a total of $578,000 
for the est imated requirement of 200,000 barrels. A 40-cent allowance 
for r e turned sarks and a la ter r eduction of 12 cents in freight rates 
brought down the cost to $2.37 per barrel, f. o. b. Bull Run, Oregon. 

Work on the da m has suffered many delays due, in part, to unprece­
dentedly early high waters, but it seems safe to predict _that bJ: n ext 
s ummer concreting will have rea ched a sufficient elevation to m sure 
Plenty of storage for the dry months. 

On J uly 30 a fire started on Bent Bros. railroad, spreading up the 
hill Past t he camp and into the slashed area in the storage basin. 
While the fire threatened to be of serious extent, strenuous efforts on 
the Part of contractors' and City forces kept it from more than a 
short distance into t he g reen timber. 

Owing to an unus ually short dry season last summer it was not 
necessar y to draw on the Bull Run Lake storage. 
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BULL RUN RESERVE 

All trails were opened and put in good condition and telephone 
lines repaired. This work was done by the two men regularly em­
ployed at the lake. Other than this, all activities in the Reserve 
were confined to the Bull Run Storage project and the improvement 
of roads. The road on the north side or the river was regraded and 
macadamized from the Larson R0ad to the Headworks. 

The crusher furnished rock for walks and drives at Bear Creek 
Camp and Kaiser Park and for construction and maintenance of H ead­
works and Bear Creek Roads. 

No operators will be stationed at the Lake this winter.

DRAINAGE TUNNELS, SLIDING GROUND 

The average movement of the sliding ground for the year 1927 
was 0.10 of a foot, being 0.06 less than the average of 0.16 of a foot 
for 1926. The marked increase of movement during 1926 over that of 
nrevious years was due, no doubt, to taking up the slack by tunneling 
cperations. That most of this slack is now taken up is indicated by 
the reduction in movement during the year just ])assed and it is 
log,ical to expect a further reduction in the future providing the tun­
·tel drains are kept open. 

l\lany posts, broken by earth pressure, have been replaced and, 
as the timbering shows signs of rapid decay, it may not be long before 
maintenance of the tunnels will be so extensive as to make necessary 
"Ome other solution, such as installing drain pipe and backfilling 
with g ravel. 

PUMPING STATIONS 

Mt. Tabor Unit 

Our summer peak load has reached the point where the present 
en•1ipment can barely carry the same. This is mainly due to a greatly 
itwreased demand by the Park Bureau for irrigation in the higher 
sections of Mt. Tabor Park. Not only will a new pump be needed 
here soon but the ])resent 6-inch pump main will either bave to be in­
creased in size or paralleled with another line. 
Council Crest Unit 

The Old Gould pump at this station will not carry the necessary 
load in case the Fairbanks-Morse pump should be out of service for 
any length of time. It is accordingly proposed to replace this pump 
With one of the two Fairbanks-Morse pumps now located at the City 
Park Station, which will take care of the demand here for a long 
time in the future. 
City Park Unit 

Pump No. 5 (Fairbanks-:\Iorse, 500,000 gallons daily capacity) at 
this station should be replaced with a new pump, capable of delivering 
at least 1,000,000 gallons daily to Portland Heights. 

On April 7 a change was made at this station, the pumping being 
re-arranged so that it is now possible to pump separately to Portland 
Heights and Kings Heights, or jointly as before. During the summer 
"peak" load pumps No. 2 and 3 will be used mainly for Kings Heights; 
4, 5 and 6 for Portland H eights, and 1 for North and South Portland 
as in the past. It is now possible to pump to Kings Heights, Port­
land Heights or North and South Portland tanks with any of the six 
Pumps singly or through any combination desired.

As to the quality of Bull Run water, I can not improve on the 
statements found in the reports for the years just passed , which 
follow: 

In the report for the year 1914 reference was made to t he analysis 
of Bull Run water and the report thereon forming a part of ·water 
Supply Paper Ko. 363, issued by the U. S. Geological Survey In the 
year 1914. Extracts from this paper were given in the r epor t for last 
year and are repeated herein in part as follows: 

"Bull Run River flows from a small lake formed by a morainal 
dam lying across an upland valley near Mt. Hood. The lake dis­
charges through its surface outlet only at high stages, the usual out­
flow being by seepage through the boulder of the moraine. T he out­
flowing stream flows northwestward a few miles then south westward 
to i_ts junction with the Sandy River. A long, l~w rise separates this 
b~sm from the Mt. Hood glaciers, and no glacial water reach es the 
river. The basin comprises 222 square miles of which the greater 
part is heavily forested. · ' 

_"The mean annual precipitation at Bull Run postoffice which is 
64 • _feet above sea level and above which there are 96 square miles of 
dramage basin, is 76 inches. Much of this falls as s now in winter, 
~ut storage in the lake tends to equalize the run-off somewhat and to 
mc;,ea~e the volume of the low water flow. 

The annual run-off from the drainage basin probably averages 
more than 100 inrhes in depth over the area

This repor t covers the careful analysis of two representative sam­
p' s. These analyses have been checked to the extent that we may 
~?fely conclude they are approximately close to a mean of any series 
or similar samples that might be collected during the spring, and not 
far from a mean of any series of samples that might be collected dur­
i1.~ the year. 

In r eporting the composition of solids dissolved in surface water, 
it is the practice of modern chemists to report only facts and make no 
Inference. For instance, lime is r eported as Calcium, and not as 
Calcium Sulph ate or Calcium Carbonate. It is only an inference to 
:;-.iy that lime exists a s a sulphate, carbonate, etc., since we do not 
actually determine tha t as a fact. 

Table I gives the report of the complete mineral analysis of the 
water. The r esults are expressed in parts per million in all of the 
tables. 

Table II gives the industrial and engineering interpretation of the 
analys is of B ull Run water (according to Stabler) as it is delivered 
in the City, a nd ma kes a comparison with Columbia River wa ter 
sampled at Cascade Lorks in 1912. 

Table III compares these analyses with the mean of a series of 
analyses of Oregon streams made in 1911 and 1912 by the U. S. Geo-
logical Survey. • 

Table IV gives a sanitary analysis of Bull Run water and an m­
ter pretation of t he same. 

Bull Run water will perhaps be found to be the cheapest water for 
a ll factory purposes in the long run, and especially f~r boiler use. 
When the life of boiler s and machinery, the cost of softenmg the water 
a nd other factors a re considered Bull Run water may be found to be 
more economical than well water or river water. 

F or instance for la undry use Bull Run water will require less than 
one-third the a~ ount of soap that would be r equ_ired for ?olumbia 
River water (Table II-I). Bull Run water reqm_res ~ractically_ no 
softening for any ind ustria l use, and foams very h!tle m the bo1l~r. 
It is non-corrosive to metal and produces a very slight soft scale m 
boile r tubes. If tubes are cleaned often it ought not to be necessary 
to use a boiler compound. . . 

The analysis given in Table III are set forth m the o:der of purity 
from first to las t. Bull Run is found by the U. S. Geological Survey to 
be the purest s tream of water in Oregon, and as far as I have been 
able to f ind in the r ecords of analyses, ft is the purest st_ream of 
water in the u. s. large enough to be utilized by a large city as a 
water supply.

There is a remarkably slight difference in the composition or tho 
water in Bull Run River and the water delivered to the commmcr in 
the City. There is a slight reduction in some ingredients in transit, 
due perhaps to sedimentation and precipitation in the reservoir. 

As a whole the analyses show that Bull Run water Is remarkably 
free from mineral impurities.

From a sanitary standpoint the bacteriological and biological char­
acter of the water is a better index to its purity than a chemical analy­
l'is. From the analyses of Table IV by the method of chemical analyses 
usNl a rew years a~n and still in use in some places, Bull Run water 
would be pronounced a perfect water for drinking purposes; whereas, 
'\\'lllamette River water would be considered very dangerous indeed.

I also wish to again emphasize the !act that Bull Run water Is not 
gla<'ial and that the water is not the cause or any of the ills sometimes 
attributed to something In the water, or the lack of some mineral ele­
mt.nt. As a health resort Portland should stand above all others inso­
far as its water supply is concerned. 

The watershed in the Bull Run Reserve Is without doubt the best 
to i c had and ample protection from fire and pollution should be care­
fullY continued.

Dear Sir: I have the honor to submit herewith the annual report of 
the Health Bureau and its subdivisions for the year ending Decem-
ber 31, 1927. 

The r ecent decision of the State Supreme Court upholding our 
new milk ordinance has swept away all opposition and will be a great 
help in further improving Portland's milk supply. 

The Isolation Hospital is In need of more rooms. When the build­
ing was erected a few years ago, it was provided with five large wards 
and one small ward with approximately seventy beds. Two cases of 
smallpox, male and female; two or diphtheria, male and female, and 
two of scarle t fever, male and female, would fill the house if a case 
of uny other disease came along, and yet there would be sixty empty 
heds. \Vhen I took charge, I had two of the larger wards cut in two 
with partitions and made eight wards. This did very well until St. 
Vincent"s Hospital closed its contagious disease sanitarium, but now 
there is a pressing need for more small wards. \Ve should have at 
least eight more within the next year. I recommend that this item be 
,nl'ludecl in our budget for 1929. 

I wish to express my hearty appreciation for the co-operation ex­
tended me by yourself and the Council and also to the members of the 
ui reau for their efficiency and loyalty.

ANNUAL REPORT BUREAU OF H E ALTH FOR 1927 

The prevalence of epidemic diseases in Portland during 1927 showed 
hut very little variation from 1926. The only noticeable change was a 
slight decrease in typhoid fever, a considerable decrease in scarlet 
fever and diphtheria, and a twenty-five per cent increase in deaths 
from influenza and tuberculosis. 

The denth rate from diphtheria for the year in the whole United 
Stntes as reported by the Surgeon-General was the lowest ever re­
corded. This happy result is attributed to the increased use of anti­
toxin and toxin antitoxin. Our own decrease in deaths from this cause 
from 24 In 1926 to 12 in 1927, we believe was due to some extent to the 
active campaign of the School Division to eradicate this dread disease 
by the sure and safe m eans of immunization by toxin anti-toxin. 

The death rate for all causes for the calendar year 1926 in twenty­
Pight states was 12.1 per thousand; the Portland death rate for that 
year was 10.7. 

Our rate or 10.G for 1927 will undoubtedly be equally favorable when 
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c· >mpared with the national average which varies but little from year 
t~ ,·ear and was considered very satisfactory In 1!126 when the rate was 
1:!.i per thousand. . 

The infant mortality rate (death of infants ~nde r one year _o~ a ~e 
per thousand births) is considered an im_portant md~x of the :~~1c'.e>1~c) 
of heallh work. The rate for twenty-e ight s tates m t he r ep;1str<1t1on 
area for 19:!6 was 72.!>. This rate was considered favorable and had 
been reduced gradually in this area from 100 per thousand, wluch was 
the average rate about ten years previous, or about 1915. The Port· 
land rate in this year (1926) was 39, which was the lowest rate for the 
,·ear in any city of over 100,000 in the united Sta tes. T his was, we 
ill'lieve, the lowest rate ever credited to an American c ity of ove r 
IU0,000. The rate for 192i of 46.2 per thousand Is low a nd seldom at­
tained by cities in our class. Many factors contribute to this low 
bab,· death rate among which may be mentioned a nationally known 
saf~ milk supply, the purest and most palatable domestic water s upply, 
a climate free to a great extent from extremes of hea t or cold, and a 
g1meral standard of satisfactory housing and comfor t e njoyed by iew 
dtie~. 

The present year 1928 will be the tenth that all food handlers in 
(·ommercial establishments have been required to obtain health cards. 
These examinations are made by physicians of the Hea lth Bun•au staff. 
Over 24,000 cards wer e issued In 1927. All food es tablis hmen ts in the 
C'ity obtain and operate under license approved by the H ealth Bur eau. 
This ruling permits us to require a satisfactory standard of a r range­
ment. equipment and sanitation. 

Housing conditions are receiving the attention of two ins pectors 
who are enforcing the housing code which became effectiYe in 191!t. 
The code required many changes in old buildings and has been our 
authority for maintaining a better housing standard. 

R?dent control work in the city has been carried on by means of 
cyamcle gas and poisoning. A weekly inspection has been ma intained 
on tbe clocks of the port. Attention has been given to s hips working 
cargo. Rat guards are required to be in place. During the s ummer 
high water, much bait was placed along Front Street and under dockR 
where the ra~s pass on their way uptown from their flooded r egular 
haunts. Particular attention is given to ratproofing of storage places 
on Front and Yamhill Streets.

It Is interesting to note the enthusiasm of the children in first aid 
work and home making classes. These classes have shown results. 
'!'here ls a gcnei-a l improvement in the homes or members; some of 
these homes that have been under the observation of social agencies 
arc reported as decidedly improved. 

Xutrition clnsseH have been established in several of the schools 
with s urprisingly happy results.

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The laboratory division is concerned with examinations of routine 
bac·tPriological tspecimens, milk, water, foods and if the occasion arises, 
with investigation or epidemics and outbreaks. 

'The importance of diphtheria examination is indicated by the large 
number of such tests made during the year. Its purpose is not only to 
help in the diagnosis and therefore the treatment and quarantine of the 
disease, but even to detect and quarantine healthy carriers of the in­
fection whenever possible. All fire stations in the City are supplied 
every two weeks with culture tubes to facilitate prompt diagnosis. 
Likewise the routine examination of specimens for tuberculosis, epi­
demic- meningitis, gonorrhea, typhoid and other infectious diseases, 
and the \Vassermann test for syphilis have the double object of assist­
ing diagnosis of the individual and preventing its spread to others. 

The laboratory examination of milk aims to give a rating of this 
product as to purity, richness and freedom from serious bacterial con­
tammation. The milk count, butter fat and other determinations are 
made frequently to give the procli1cer a true idea of the quality of h is 
milk and also to aid the public in the choice of a dairy. At the same 
time an effort is made to co-operate with the dairies and wherever 
possihle, point out means ot Improvement. 

I\1ore extensive development of the milk program has awaited the 
deC'is!on of the courts on the validity of the new milk ordinance. It is 
no,, planned to undertake in the near future a survey of the employes 
of the dairies a nd plants to detect possible carriers of typhoid, tuber­
c·ulo!-tis. septic sore throat anif other communicable diseases. The 
millc contests held by the department in the past have stimulated 
effort on the part of the producers with the result that Portland's 
m'lk <'<>mpares favorably as to quality with any In the country. The 
ne • achievement aimed at ls to safeguard the milk so effectively 
ag ,nst infection with disease-producing bacteria that epidemics and 
out! r al<s from this source may be prevented in the future. This can 
he a cnmplished by a rigid inspection of the dairy employes. 

Tiu activities of the laboratory division in connection with the 
Po ,. nd water supply have fallen under several heads and have been 
i1 <' ed by the circumstances attending the construction of the new 
Hear Creek Dam. Daily examination consisting of bacterial count, 
pre umptive B. Coli test and confirmatory test bas been made of 
!samples from the Bull Run River, both above the Bear Creek Dam and 
at the intake a bove Bull Run. A sample is also examined each day 
from one or other or the reservoirs, and from the water tap in the lab­
oratury. Samples from Bear Creek water supply of the construction 
camp at the dam have been made at least weekly. The employes o! 
this L mp have also been examined repeatedly in an effort to detect 
any possible carriers of typhoid or other disease. 

Another study that has demanded considerable attention during the 
Year has been the determination of pollution of the Willamette River, 
undertaken in conjunction with the City Engineer's office and the 
United States Public Health Service. Samples have been collected 
weekly during the summer and every other week during the re-
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mainder of the year from seven sta~ions between Sellwoocl and t he 
t·onnuence with the Columbia, includmg one sample from the Col~m­
hia itself. The purpose has been to determine the degree of pollution , 
bacterial and chemical, of the \\"illamette River by sewage a~d com­
mercial plants, with special reference to its bearing on_ san_ltation a '.HI 
on the welfare of the fishing Industry. The determmat1011 has m ­
duded bacterial count, B. Coli, dissolved oxygen and oxygen demand. 
t'or dissoh•ed oxygen the original Winkler method has been used , 
being found more reliable than the Rideal Stewart modification. Re­
~ults have been obtained which will be made the basis of future ta ln1-
lations and of a special detailed report at a later date.

In the inspection of scales of small capacity used in the sale of 
fo()(l-stuffs at re tail the most common causes or error were found to be 
dirt inter(er ing with the free movement of parts, failure to keep scale 
in level or failure to give the counter on which the scale was placed 
adu111ate support. 

Jn H(•ales oC the automatic computing type which to a very large 
c! gree have replac·ed sr ales of the older type such as the even-bala nce 
"• multiplied-lever scale, the most common cause of trouble was through 
failure to keep das h-pot in good working order. 

l'he moveme nt of scales of this latter type is regulated through 
th• use uf a cylinder filled with oil through which a plunger fitted with 
a ,alve moves up and down. Through continuous use the oil deterior­
• • s or becomes mixed with foreign material interfering with the 
110\ ement or pa rts ; this results in a slow moving, sluggish scale. The 
i a au has at all times tried to impress upon the users of these scales 
ti, necessity of occasionally changing the oil used, cleaning out the 
cl. sh-pot and keeping these working parts in condition to function 
r11operly. 

Throughout the year an effort bas been made to keep in first-class 
w rking order scales of the heavier type used on the street, in ware­
hous,.,., on docks , in clevato1 s and mills. These scales range in capac­
ity from five hundred pound portable platform scales with a four­
um,ce graduation to sixty tons with ten-pound graduations. 

Jn testing scale s of large capacity the method used is to assemble 
• 11 the test weig hts available; test the scale for accuracy and sensibil­
lly. then use any load obtainable, add the known test weights and keep 
repeating this operation with a larger load until the scale has been 
tested to as near capacity as possible. While this method Is not as sat­
i~factory a s it would be were it possible to load the scale to its capacity 
with test weights, yet It has been found in practice to work out fairly 
well. 

Cons iderable time was spent In testing the weighing equipment used 
in the certified weighing of grain; this work is considered or first im­
portance as a very large portion of the grain crop or the Northwest 
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is settled for on the basis of Portland weights and it is essential to both 
buyer and seller that the weights be as nearly exact as it I:; possible 
to make them. 

In general It was found that thei;e scales were kept In good ,·oncli­
tion and in those cases in which inaccuracies were found it Is proper to 
state that the owners or operators o[ the scales in que11tion wero 
prompt in making the repairs required. 

In the testing of equipment used in the sale or gasoline and lubri• 
cating oils a constantly Increasing demand Ii; made upon the Ilurean. 
A few years ago a filling station consisted of one or at most two pumps 
of one gallon capacity in charge of one operator, while at the prc~ent 
time many so-called super-service stations are equipped with four• six 
or eight ten-gallon pumps with empioyes in proportion. It Is lH!COlll• 
ing increasingly difficult to give this new equipment the frequent in­
spection which a high standard or accuracy requires and It Is s ug-
11=ested that it Is only a question of a short time until the ,,·orking force 
of the Bureau be increased if adequate Inspection h1 to be made. 

:\luch of the equipment in this fie ld is of the so-called visible type; 
the errors found as a rule are small but in the aggregate the umonnt in• 
volved is large. 

The wholesale companies selling gasoline to servi<·e stations and 
e;arae;es ha,·e, during the past year, discontinued the repair a nd in• 
sp~ction ~en-ice they have heretofore furnished their patrons, con­
f1111~1g the1: service at this time to the stations operated br the com• 
pame~; this leaves the maintenance of the great bullc of the cqui;>­
ment m use to the manufactures' local sales agentii who, as a ,::-eueral 
rule, _are consld~r~bly more interested In the sale of new equlpme t 
than m the sen·1cmg of old; thus an added burden is placed upon the 
Bureau.

Dear Sir: I have the honor of submitting herewith the follow­
ing report covering the activities of the various bureaus coming 
under the jurisdiction of the City Engineer ·of the City or Portland 
for the fiscal year beginning December 1, 1926, and ending :--ovember 30, 1927. 

CITY ENGINEER 

The year 1927 has been one of considerable activity in the 
ma.tter of street and sewer improvements, the installation of orna­
mental lighting systems, maintenance work and the usual routine 
office work incident thereto. Early in the year contractors began active 
,\·ork upon the v\'aterfront Project which is the largest assessment 
contract e,·er awarded by the City. A large number of important 
arterial highways were paved during the year furnishing wide ave­
nues of approach to the ·wmamette River bridges. A noticeable 
improvement has been made in the downtown business district by 
the installation of very modern lighting systems which show a pro­
gressive spirit on the part of the owners or property assessed for this 
type of improvement. The very satisfactory increase in business has 
been shown by the records of the various utility companies, also in 
tl1e number of building permits, and there has been an Increase in 
the amount of postal receipts In 1927 over that of 1926. Figures 
obtained from the School Board show that there has been an Increase 
in the school census, which although not as large as in previous years, 
still shows the continued growth of the City. 

The accompanying chart, showing the estimate of the City Engi­
neer as to the population of Portland, would indicate that there are 
, • the present time in the neighborhood of 356.000 persons in the City. 
ORGANIZATION 

The various bureaus under the direction of the City Engineer have 
continued to function without any major changes in organization 
during the year. :\Ir. L . G. Apperson holds the position or Chief of 
the Bureau of Construction; l\lr. 0. E. Stanley, Chief or the Bureau or 
:\Iaintenance, and l\Ir. R. S. Dulin, Chief or the Bureau of Standards. 
In the Bureau or Construction, :\Ir. Apperson has been assisted by 
:\Ir. Jess Hannam and :\Ir. C. H. Smith, Engineers of Street Improve­
ments and Sewer Construction. respectively. :\Ir. F. T. Fowler, Brldl("e 
Engineer, has been in charge of the design and c?nstruction or via­
ducts, and has taken an important part in the \\ aterfront Project. 
:\Ir. C. H. Lundell, Electrical Engineer, handles the design and con­
struction of street lighting systems. :\Ir. L. F. Schuele, Chief Drafts­
man, has supervised the work of the drafting room where plans !or 
street and sewer Improvements originate. In the Survey Department, 
:\fr. H. G. Richardson has continued to take charge of all sun•eys tor 
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~treet and sewer improvements. street extensions, street lighting sys­
tems, and any engineering work requiring surveys. 

~Ir. 0. E. Stanley has continued in his position as Chief of the Bu­
reau of ~1aintenance with the assistance or the following general fore­
men: :\Ir. Charles A. Robinson, General Foreman on Sewer Repairs; 
:\Ir . . I. K. Carr, General Foreman on Street :\Iaintenance and the re­
shaping and repair of macadam streets; Mr. Nels Reed, General Fore­
man of the Bridge Crew, and :\Jr. R. F. Hurlburt, General Foreman 
of the Side\\alk Crew. :\1r. J. T. Shannon, Inspector, has taken care 
of tlw inspe<·tion or all track work, driveway approaches. special track 
permits, the installation of fuel and gasoline tanlcs, applications for 
cur11 pumps, and many special investigations on claims and such mat­
ters ·ts may be referred to him by the City Engineer. 1\lr. H. A. 
Den mer has continued in ch:nge of the public office, the issuing o[ 
pe1 ts to the plumbers, public utility companies and all others doing 
wm" within the street area of the City of Portland, and other mis­
cell:meous cl uties. 

l\lr. R. S. Dulin has continued as Chief o[ the Bureau of Stand­
ard assisted by l\Ir. Oscar Beck, who is in charge of the testing labora­
ton·. making tests of materials used in public work, and :\Ir. Fred 
YouJ>ger as General Foreman in charge of paving operations. 

NEW CO NSTRUCTION WORK 

'J c street improvement program for the year 1927 amounted to 
$2,:in:;,!192, which includes the installation of five street lighting sys­
tem, at a n installation cost of $149.105. The sewer program amounted 
to $571.663 for the year, inYolving the construction of 36.6 miles of 
sew, rn. During the year 46.64 miles of streets were paved by the 
City, ancl 2.40 miles of paved roads were taken over from the County 
of '\'ul nomah as city streets, making a total o[ 49.04 miles or pave­
met t added to the paving mileage in the City for 1927. The pavement 
laid under "itY contracts was divided as [ollows:

There are now 612.886 miles of hard surfaced streets in the City. 
Thirteen miles of streets were graded at a cost of $273,062. One rein­
forced concrete viaduct was completed at a cost of $197,404.17. At the 
present time there are in place in the City of Portland 922.65 miles 
of sewers ranging in size from the small 6-inch pipe sewers to the 
very large trunk sewers.

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Among the most important street improvement projects com­
pleted during the year may be mentioned the paving of the streets 
at the west approach to the Ross Island Bridge known as the improve­
ment of Corbett Street, et al., which worlc was done at a total cost 
of $133,667, a lso the improvement of -streets leading to the Ross Island 
Bridge on the east side of the Willamette River known as the improve­
men of Brooklyn Street, et al. The total cost of this improvement 
was $125,740. Vancouver Avenue from Broadway to Columbia Boule­
vard. a total distance of over three miles, was paved with asphaltic 
concrete and concrete No. 3 at a cost of $108,151. Sandy Boulevard 
between East Seventy-second and East Eighty-second Streets, a dis­
tance of approximately one-half mile was paved almost entirely with 
concrete a t a cost of $30,614. Fremont Street, a very important ar­
terial highway leading to the Columbia Highway, was paved with 
em Prete between East Forty-second Street and Sandy Boulevard, a 
di:;t,•nee of approximately H miles at a total cost of $64,572. Mult­
norn~h County contributed $40,000 for this improvement. Fifty-second 
S•1.,et Southeast between Foster Road and the southerly city limits, 
a distan ce of approximately H miles, was paved with concrete at a 
cost of $78,281, of which amount $35,308 was contributed by the 
Cp•111ty of Multnomah. The paving of this street completed a very 
de~irable traffic connection for the Southeast district in the City 

of Portland. 
Another very large improvement project which was partially com­

plc'.ed in the year 1927 was the paving of Interstate Avenue, which 
ha. not been entirely completed on account of some very heavy grad­
ing which was required at the southerly end of this project. The 
contractor's bid for this improvement was $138,697. The total length 
of the street to be improved is a little over 3 miles. When the Inter­
state Avenue paving is entirely completed there will be available an­
other t raffic artery leading to the Peninsula district in which a large 
n umber of the industries located in the City of Portland are situated. 

PROPERTY DEVELOPM E NT BY RALPH B . LLOYD 
D uring the year Mr. Ralph B. Lloyd, a Los Angeles capitalist, 

took out a permit from this office for the improvement of Lloyd 
Boulevard which is to be 86 feet in width running along the north­
erly side of Sullivan's Gulch from Union Avenue to East Seventeenth 
Street. It is proposed to pave this boulevard with a 56-foot roadway. 
The completion of the boulevard will provide a very desirable traffic 
arte ry for property in the district between East Broadway, Sullivan's 
Gulch, Grand Avenue and East Seventeenth Street, in addition to 
tying in with the proposed development of a large area of property 
purchased by Mr. Lloyd in this section. During the year the g,·ading 
of this boulevard was completed. The new grade will be allowed to 
settle within the winter months preparatory to placing the paving 
in dry weather. Over 100,000 yards of earth were moved during these 
grading operations. The accompanying photograph taken from an 
artist's drawing appearing in The Oregonian of January 1, 1928, 
shows the proposed development of this district. These improvements 
will no doubt enhance the value of property along Sullivan's Gulch 
and will provide [or a very modern development.

extending 55 feet toward the channel in the Willamette River at Mor­
r ison Street, and extending landward a distance of 45 feet at Pine Street, 
allowing for a straightening out of the sinuous westerly harbor line of 
the Willamett e River. Acting upon a request from the contractor for a 
substitution of 8xl2-inch sawed tim bers in. place of round logs in the 
cribs, the Board of Consulting Engineers consisting of M. M. O'Shaugh­
nessy, City Engineer of San Francisco; Chas. W. Staniford, Consulting 
Engineer of .New York; D. C. Henny and J. C. Stevens, Consulting Engi­
neers of P ortland; and James H. P olhemus, Manager of the Port of 
Portland; recommended the granting of t his r equest, and in conjunc­
tion with the City Engineer, worked out some of the details of the con· 
strurtion which have been used by the contractor in forming and placing 
t heRe cribs. 

On June 24, 1927, the noard of Commissioners of the Port of Portland 
adopted a r esolution approving the entire project as a Port development 
unJer Section 7121 of the Oregon L aws, thereby giving absolute title to 
th

0 
owner s of abutting property to the accretion of property secured by 

lh!:' change in the harbor line. This action by the Port of Portland as­
,;is' ed greatly in obtaining of easements for the wall and for making the 
fill. At the close of the fiscal year 1927 practically all easements neces• 
s, ry were s ecured from the properly owners. Negotiations for the 
\\TE•clcing of many obsolete and dilapidated clock structures wer e con· 
tinned and a t the close of the year practically all of the old docks had 
lwen r em oved from the waterfront. The cost of removing these struc• 
tnr<•s will be charged against the proper ty. 

Imm ediat ely following the granting of the permit by the ·war De· 
partment, the J. F. Sirna Company, and the Pacific Bridge Company, 
sub-contractors, began a ctive work upon the project and placed selected 
f ill material along the waterfront between Madison and l\Iorrison 
Streets, and began the assembling of cribs at the west end of the Ross 
Island Bridge. Special machinery was installed for cutting the timbers 
a nd for forming th•3 joints. The accompanying photograph shows this 
machine in operation. After the crews had become accustomed to this 
type of w ork they were able to complete one standard crib 100 feet in 
length in 4½ days. Each crib contains 210,000 F. B. l\I. of lumber. As 
soon as the cribs were completed they were towed to their proper 
position a long the harbor line, and sunk in place by filling in the sinking 
pockets with selected gravel material. Great care has been taken in 
placing the cribs to the proper grade and line. A diving inspector em­
ployee! by the City has been present at a ll times for the purpose .of in· 
specting t he submarine work. At the close of the fiscal year twenty 
cribs were inst alled in their proper position. 

The driving of sheet piling at the toe of the cribs has been continued 
since June 6th. This work is carefully inspected in order that we may 
be assured that the piling is tightly joined, and that no openings exist 
between t he piles at any point. The placing of rip-rap was begun on 
October 11th, and has been proceeding in a satisfactory manner. The 
rock u sed for rip-rap was a heavy quarry-run rock delivered to the job in 
t imber skips each containing 3.8 cubic yards. The method used in 
placing the rip-rap assures an even distribution of the material at all 
locations. 

The solid nature of the material in the river bottom at Stark Street 
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nel·e~sitated the use of small charges o[ powder to loosen the material 
before the dredges could operate satisfactorily. This work was carried 
on with very little disturbance to any of the buildings in the vicinity of 
th~ wa,erfront. 

The special cribs which will be used as a foundation for the pumping 
plnnt building have been placed at the foot of Ankeny Street. ,vork at 
this point was suspended during the high water in the Willamette River, 
but w·n continue as soon as the water has receded. :\laterial was filled 
in behind the cribs and on top of the cribs between :\Iorrison Street and 
l\Inclison Street to the greatest height possible for the purpose of bring­
in riressure to bear on the cribs and to settle the cribs to a permanent 
p .s1 Ion prior to the construction of the concrete wall. The accom­
p, . ying photograph shows the material placed as above described. 

lw J. F. Shea Company began work on the sewer in September, 
1 .. -. On account of a petition of the Front Street property owners filed 
,\, h the Council on September 10th requesting that the tunnel method 
b0 ,u,ed rather than the open cut method in the construction of this 
, , r, the tunnel method was approved by the Council, and work has 
b carried forward with very little interference with the activities of 
ti· Front Street merchants. To the casual observer the only visible 
0, · !,mce of work in Front Street is the shaft openings through the 
p. veraent. It was necessary on account of soil conditions to construct 
the • ewer in Ankeny Street, also the junction chamber, by means of 
the open cut method. The rising water in the Willamette River sus­
pended operations temporarily at this location. The F ront Street Inter­
cepting Sewer is progressing very rapidly, the contractor employing 
three shifts of men and working 24 hours in each day. Progress pay­
ments have been made on the entire job in the following amounts:

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T RAFF I C STUDIES 

The annual traffic count taken by this office upon the Willamette 
River Bridges was continued in the year 1927, and vehicles were counted 
on :\lay 5, 6 and 7 corresponding to the dates upon which this office has 
been taking these counts each year since 1923. The average yearly in­
crease in t he volume of traffic on the Willamette River Bridges has been 
approximately 12 per cent. On Saturday, May 7, 1927, almost 130,000 
vplucles t ra ver sed the seven bridges during 24 hours. The accompany­
ing tabulation shows the intensity of traffic on the various bridges for 
30-minute, 60-minute and 120-minute periods. While the new Burnside 
IlriclI?:e is not ye t carrying the amount of traffic it is capable of carry­
ing it may be seen that a very large number of vehicles are making use 
of thi s bridge, the Broadway Bridge alone exceeding the Burnside 
Br'<hrn in volume of traffic carried. Traffic crossing the Ross Island 
nrid;:-e has been increasing since the traffic count was taken on account 
o! the completion of the paving on the arteries leading to and from this 
bri lge. This annual traffic count is extremely interesting to show the 
di ,•·1bution over the various bridges and the increase year by year. No 
\:onht its value may become more and more apparent as the need for ad­
diti0nal bridges develops. In the past the County of Multnomah has 
tah"ll mon thly counts upon the bridges; however, they have not taken 
c<Junts upon the Sellwood and Ross Island Bridges where there are no 
cr0 rntor s stationed. For this reason it is more than ever imperative 
thnt the City continue their counts if a continuous record is to be main­
,ained. 
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DATUM PLANES IN THE CITY OF PORTLAN D 

A source of considerable annoyance has been the use of various 
Da tum Plane s in the City of Portland. At the present time there are 
three bases used for giving elevations of physical features ; namely, 
United States Engineers' Datum, U. S. Geological Survey Datum, and the 
City of Portland Datum. Ordinance No. 9667 passed by the Council of 
tlw City of Portland on March 4, 1896, established a base for City 
grades at a n elevation purported to be the mean low tide of the Pacific 
Ocean. T he Da tum Plane established by this ordinance has been used 
throughout m any years in all of the City records, and i-n fact is the 
J)l't') ent base for all City grades. Ordinance No. 28356 passed by the 
Citt• Coun cil on January 7, 1914, repealed the original ordinance and 
established the datum plane of the U. S. Geological Survey as the 
Pl"OlH .r datum. This ordinance was to have been in effect after Decem­
bf'r :n, 1914, however, since the passage of Ordinance No. 28356, a num­
ber of ordinances have been passed by the Council postponing this 
ch'lng-e of Dat um to some future date. The change has never been made 
pnut'ipa lly due to the immense amount of work necessary to change all 
City maps a nd all records using the old base established by Ordinance 
l\o. % 67. To complicate this situation tile U.S. Geological Survey has 
recently changed their elevations having found it necessary to make 
some cor rections. 

In view of the fact that the U. S . Geological Survey Datum has been 
changed and may be subject to further correction and considering the 
fa~t that a ll City records have been referred to the old City Datum 
an<l persons have become familiar with grades referred to this Datum, 
it was thought advisable to present an ordinance to the City Council 
r epealing a ll other confusing ordinances on this matter, and establish­
ing a n official Datum Plane for all City grades. This was accomplished 
by the passage of Ordinance No. 53654 by the City Council on December 
7, 1927. A bronze casting was installed in the base of the Soldiers' 
Monument located in Lownsdale Square, said bench mark being marked 
-"City of Portland, Initial Class A Bench Mark No. 00, $50.00 fine for 
disturbing", and the elevation of said bench mark determined and es­
tablished a t 56.743 above sea level according to the City Datum thus es­
tablished. The accompanying photograph shows the initial bench 
mark which has now been set in the base of the Soldiers' i\Ionument in 
L ownsdale Square. To determine the proper elevation of this initial 
bench mark, s everal lines of precise levels were run from a U. S. Geo­
logical Survey bench mark located at the Fifth Street entrance to the 
City H all. The accompanying chart shows the difference in elevation 
between th e various data used in the City of Portland. Stages of the 
Willamette Rive r are given by the Weather Bureau with refe rence to 
the U. S. Engineer Datum which is 3.22 feet above the City of Portland 
Datum. U . S. Engineer Datum is taken as low water in the Willamette 
R iver. T he U. S. Geological Survey Datum has not been used to any 
great extent for any engineering work in the vicinity of the City of 
P or t la nd. 
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RECORDS OF THE STAGES OF THE WI LLAMETTE RIVER 

A very interesting study is presented in the accompanying charts 
showing the elevations of the water in the Willamette River each year 
from 1888 to 1927, inclusive. On June 7, 1894, the river reached a flood 
8tage which has never been exceeded and one which may be considered 
as a Yery unusual occurrence in the l1istory of Portland. All elevations 
are given in U.S. Engineers· Datum which may be reduced to City Datum 
b} the addition of 3.22 feet to the recorded elevations. The stage of 
the water on June 7, 1894, was elevation 33.00 U. S. Engineers' Datum 
01· 3G.22 City I:atum. It may be readily seen by the accompanying 
<'harts that high water has seldom exceeded an elevation of 25 feet, 
U. S. Engineers' Datum.

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BUREAU OF CONSTRUCTION 

From December 1 1926 to December 1, 1927, the Bureau of Con­
struotion was in charge of 'Mr. L. G. Apperson. The activities of this 
Bureau consist of designing, preparation of plans and specifications, con­
struction of bridges, viaducts, streets and sewers, preparation of street 
extension reports including appraisals to determine amount of damages 
and spreading assessments in connection with same, and the design and 
construction of ornamental street lighting systems. 

STREET EXTENSION AND RIGHT OF WAY DI VISION 

The Street Extension and Right of Way Division during the year 
1927 concentrated its efforts largely upon the following projects: 

Widening of Broadway, et al.: The report on this widening in­
cludes the opeuing of Williams Avenue, Multnomah Street, ·weidler 
Street, Cherry Street, Broadway, Wheeler Street, Hancock Street and 
Larrabee Street, authority having been obtained by an amendment to 
the City Charter voted by the people at the election held in May, 1926. 
This project provides for the opening and widening of streets lying 
between the east approaches of the Broadway and Steel Bridges, and 
embraces an assessment district of over 6300 lots to defray 25 per cent 
of the total cost which was determined at $556,510.00. 

Widening of East Burnside Street, from Gilham Avenue to the 
easterly city limits. The report on this widening provides for the 
opening of a 60-foot street from the present easterly terminus of East 
Burnside Street at Gilham Avenue to a connection with a proposed 
county road running easterly from the easterly city limits. This 
widening when completed will open East Burnside Street as a con­
tinuous artery from the westerly city boundary to the city limits at 
East Ninety-second Street. 

Widening of Woodstock Avenue from East Sixty-ninth Street to 
1he easterly city limits: The report for this widening was filed with 
the Council during October, 1927. Only 5 per cent of the property 
within the assessment district protested against the project. The pur­
pose of this widening is to open Woodstock Avenue for its entire 
length as a connection between the southeast district and the Sell­
wood District, also a direct route is furnished to both the Seliwood 
and Ross Island Bridges . 

Interstate Avenue Slopes: In connection with the improvement 
or Interstate Avenue between Delay Street and Beech Street, it be­
came necessary to secure a right to slope the embankment upon ad­
joining properties. A report on such sloping rights was filed by 
th~ City Engineer, stating the amount of damages which should be 
paid. Before the slope-right was secured 11 appeal cases were tried 
before the Circuit Court, and additional damages of approximately 
$1300 were awarded to ten appellants. 

Easements for Waterfront Project: Preliminary to construction of 
the harbor wall between Jefferson and Glisan Streets rights of way 
were secur ed from all of the properties along the harbo1'. between these 
streets. 
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In addit~on to work performed upon the opening of Broadway et al., 
East Burns1.~e Street _and Woodstock Avenue, eleven street opening re­
ports were hied, makrng a total of fourteen street opening or extension 
reports filed during the year.

BRIDGE AND STRUCT URAL DIVISION 

In addition to the great volume of work handled in connection with 
the Front Street Intercepting Sewer and Drainage System a descrip­
~ion of which is included in the fore part of this report, the follow­
Ill • work has been done by this division: 

Lovejoy Street Viaduct: The report of the special committee, 
consisting of :\1r. A. J. Witchel, Chief Engineer, S. P. & S. Ry.; Mr. 
B . E. Palmer, Manager N. P. Terminal Company; Mr. Geo. W. Buck, 
County Roadmaster, and Mr. 0. Laurgaard, City Engineer, regarding 
th(• proposed viaduct on Lovejoy Street connecting with the Broad­
way Bridge was filed with the Council on January 11, 1927. This 
rc11ort recommended the construction of a viaduct extending from the 
bend in the Broadway Bridge near Lovejoy Street to Ninth and Love­
joy Streets. thence westerly to Fourteenth and Lovejoy Streets, in­
cluding an approach from Hoyt Street on Tenth Street, also the widen­
ing of Lovejoy Street from Thirteenth to Fourteenth Street to a 
width of 90 feet, anrl the widening of Fourteenth Street, to a width of 
80 feet, from Kearney to l\larshall Street; provided the Broadway 
Brillge was reconstructed to provide six lanes of traffic, three in each 
direction. The report also included a recommendation to eliminate 
thp proposed viaduct on Ninth Street across the railway tracks to 
1:<..,ront Street, and suggested a viaduct at Fourteenth and Thurman 
Streets with viaducts extending across the railway trncks and across 
Front Street with approaches on both Fourteenth and Thurman 
Streets. The lowering of the grade of Thirteenth Street between 
Kearney and Marshall Street was recommended to provide a re­
stricted clearance of 18 feet 9 inches under the viaduct at Lovejoy 
Street. Further suggestions for roadways on the viaducts 38 feet 
wide and one sidewalk 6 feet wide and grades of 4 per cent on the 
Tenth Street approach and of 5 per cent on the Lovejoy Street ap­
proach were made. The total cost was estimated in the report 
to be about $800,000 including right of way, of which amount $190.-
000 was allowed for the viaduct from the Broadway Bridge to the 
west line of Ninth and Lovejoy Streets to be constructed by Mult­
nomah County. The balance of the cost or $610,000 was apportioned 
as follows: Railroad companies 60 per cent or about $366,000, assess· 
ment district 20 per cent or about $122,000, City of Portland 20 per cent 
or about $122,000 less a credit of $91,000 by Multnomah County. 

The ccst of the Fourteenth and Thurman Street v iaduct which 
as estimated in the report at $555,000 was apportioned as follows: Rail­
road companies 60 per cent or about $333,000, plus $50,000 transferred 
from Ninth Street viaduct, assessment district 20 per cent or about 
$111,000, City of Portland 20 per cen t Jess the $50,000 transferred from 
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Xinth Street viaduct or about $61,000. The repor t also recommended 
the clearing o! Kinth Street of a ll debris and paving same for its 
entire length from Hoyt Street to Front S treet. 

This above described report was referred to another committee 
consisting of :\Ir. Hans Rode, Consulting Bridge Engineer; :\1r. J. P. 
Xewell, Consulting Engineer for '.\lultnomah Coun ty; Mr. Frank Reuss­
wig, Oregon Sta te l\lotor Association ; Captain of Police Frank Ervin; 
:\Ir. Stanley :\Iyers, District Attorney; :\1r. Frank S. Grant, City At­
torney, and lllr. 0. Laurgaard, City Engineer . This committee re­
ported to the Board of Coun ty Commissioner s and the City Council 
under date of F ebruary 14, 1927, approving of the original viaduct 
plan as suggested in the repor t of the fi rst committee except that 
the viaduct be designed to allow for a fu ture west bound street rail­
way track. The balance of the report considered the reconstruction of 
the bridge proper and the east approach of same and will not be con­
sidered in detail in this r eport. These reports were considered bv 
t~e City Council and the Board of County Commissioners in joint se~­
s1on a nd the plans as finally agreed upon insofar as the Lovejoy 
Street ramps are concerned were the same as set forth in the re­
ports .. The agreements between the various r a ilroad companies and 
th~ City of Portland were drawn up by the City Attorney and sub­
~1tted to the ra ilroad companies on July 27, and these were finally 
si~ned by the City through the ::\Iayor and Commissioner of Public 
,\orks on ::--:ovember 2, 1927.

C'o. •1car Columbia Slough Road on East Thirty-third Street in order 
to iPclude an item for the 1928 budget An ordinance was passed by 
the (ouncil declaring the grade crossing dangerous and authorizing 
tho 1,reparation of plans . The estimated cost as submitted for the 
budc;et was $70,089.65 includiag engineering and right-of-way costs. 

Vancouver Avenue Viaduct: The ordinance declaring the grade 
cro~sing of Vancouver Avenue with the tracks of the 0. \V. R. R. 
& K. Co. da ngerous was passed January 19, 1927, and the ordinance 
fixing the time for filing the City Engineer's report was passed July 
20. P lans were prepared for a reinforced concrete viaduct of 19 
spans 20 feet 10 inches each with 4 column bents, the footings of which 
arc car r ied to gravel bearing. The roadway width is 40 feet with 
two cant ilever sidewalks 8 feet wide. Filled approaches with rein­
force<l. concrete pavement and concrete sidewalks and curbs provide 
grades of + 1 per cent from Farragut Street north and of +5.3 per cent 
from Columbia Slough Road south. Approximately 15,000 cubic yards 
of fill was placed in connection with the improvement of Vancouver 
Avenue from East Broadway to Farragut Street; this material being 
placed on both sides of the road north of the 0. W. R. R. & N. Co. 
tracks. The estimate as filed with the Auditor on July 22 gave the 
cost of the project as $109,283.86, which included engineering aud 
right-of-way and change of grade damages. This cost was appor­
tioned a.s follows: O. W. R. R. & N. Co. 60 per cent or $65 670.32, 
assessment district 20 per cent or $21,856.77, City of Portland 20 per 
cent or $21,856.77. The resolution fixing the assessment district for 
t he improvement was passe<l. on November 23 and the hearing set for 
r emonstrance on same set for December 21. Approximately four 
months' time must elapse before a contract can be signed and work 
started, according to the Charter provisions governing grade elimina­
tions. 
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SURVEY DIVISION 

The year of 1927 was a. busy one for the Surve y Division. During 
the construction season 13 field parties, numbering 45 men. were 
employed under the direction of :\fr. H. G. Richardson , Chief Surveyor. 
Most of the time wa.s taken by the street improve ment program which 
included many large improvements. The sewer program took all t he 
time of two parties during the season with an extra party during 
the construction season. The street extension and street widening pro­
gram has kept two parties busy nearly the entire year . 

Resurvey work is an Important function of this division. :\lost 
of this work is now carried on along with the street improvement 
work, but such surveys are usually of a scattered nature; and. while 
eliminating local difficulties, they do not build into a complete city­
wide network very rapidly. A very extensive and w orka!Jle survey 
of this nature was carried out in the Linnton district. 

Twenty-six men from the Survey Division were u~cd on the a n­
nual bridge traffic count t«ken :\fay 5. 6 and 7. T his survey is 
becoming of unusual inportance. During the pas t two vl'ni-s. new 
bridges have been opened, bridge approach streets ha ve been or are 
being widened, and automatic traffic signals have been insta'lcd at 
the approaches of several of our bridges. Only a continuPd and 
regular traffic count can tell how the flow of tra ffic i~ adj foting 
i tself to these conditions. 

When construction work was begun on the new \\'aterfront JI iject, 
two parties were kept bu:i!y by this improvement ; one on th rwer, 
and one giving alignment and grades for the harbor wall. 

For many years the City of Portland has been wi th out un oiflcial 
datum _Pl_ane for establishing grades. It was the inten t to r r, r all 
the ongmal bench level surveys to the l ' nltcd S tates <,c oglral 
S~trvey elevations. but proper authority for the C'hangP ,, uq ne,•er 
giv~n.

E LECTRICAL DIVISION 

During the ~ear ending November 30, 1927, the third year of the 
exbteuce of this department, five street lighting systems which had 
beer. begun during the preceding year were completed and plans and 
spe<'ificatlons for four additional systems were filed and contracts 
aw,1rrled. Construction work on two of the new systems was started 
anrl one of these was practically completed at the end of the year 
being accepted and placed in operation December 6, 1927. 

Construction on the following five systems was started previous to 
DE-tl•mber 1, 1926, and completed during the winter: E leventh Street 
(pla('ed in operation 12-24-26), Fifth Street, Sixth Street, U. S. Grant 
Park (these three systems put in operation 1-26-27) and '\Yashington 
Street (placed in operation 2-22-27). The final estimates for these 
fiyc systems totaled $309,001.66, of which amount $156,519.75 was for 
installation and equipment and $152,481.91 was for maintenance and 
electric current for five years. 

Plan s and specifications for the foilowing four systems were filed 
dur ing the year and contracts awarded: Morrison Street, Tenth 
Street Alder Street and Fourth Street. The contracts for these four 
syste~ s call for an aggregate expenditure of $376,236.57, of which 
$218,137.74 is for installation and equipment and $158,098.83 is for 
mahtenance and electric current for five years. These four systems 
when completed will illuminate streets totaling in length 31, miles and 
will require equipment as follows: 391 two-light posts, 2 ':all brackets, 
784 lig h t ing fixtures. 392 post base transformers, 21 miles of cable, 
714 miles of No. 10 wire and 392 disconnecting potheads. The lamps 
ins talled on the four system s will produce a total !llumination o_f 
571,600 candle power, requiring a power plant capacity of approxi­
m a tely 550 horsepower. 

The construction work on the :\1orrison Street system was prac­
ticaily complete at the end of the year. The constructi_on of the 
T enth Street system is making satisfactory progress 3:nd will be com­
pleted about January 20, 1928, and includes the settmg back of the 
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curbs 3 feet on both s ides of the street from Stark Street to Hoyt 
Street, thereby widening the roadway from 36 feet to 42 feet. 

Construction of the Fourth Street system will be started early in 
January, 1928, and should be completed about ),larch 10, 1928, and 
work on the Alder Street system will be started about January 30, 
1928, and should be completed about April 1, 1928. 

At the close of the year the re are no p etitions on file ·with the 
department for additional street lighting systems, but preliminary in­
formation on costs and equipment has been furnished to property own­
ers interested in additional str eet l ighting improvements, and peti­
tions ar£ now being circulated for several contemplated installations.

During the year there has a lso been considerable work done in 
che<·king plans submitted by the manufacturers of equipment ordered 
for the ~ewage pumping plant to be constructed in connection with 
th< Front Street Intercepting Sewer and Drainage System. 

SEWER CONSTRUCTION DI VI SIO N 

"'h€re has been considerable activi ty in sewer construction during 
thP fi,,.al year 1927, 91 jobs having been completed and accepted by 
the Council, with a total value of $571,662; two contracts amount­
ing ::, over $200,000 total value were unfinished on December 1. 

'I'!lP most notable contract under construction during the year Is 
the :r, ont Street intercepting sewer and appendages. This work does 
not P• ,perly come under the Division of Sewers excepting in a small 
way, !mt is being handled directly under the Division of Bridges; 
only a brief mention of the work will be made on that account. The 
cmr ,ruction of the sewer structure was begun on September 13 by the 
J. r ~hea Company in Ankeny Street about 90 feet east of F ront. 
Owil.g to the congested condition in F ront Street due to heavy t raf­
fic, ;,nmission was given the con tractor to build t he sewer in tun­
nel ••·here tunneling was possible and practical. A shaft was sunk 
at O .;. Street in Front Street and tunneling began at that point. 
On f'<'cember 1 this tunuel was completed between Oak Street and 
J efferson Street, except in two places where a few feet of ear th had 
to b, · moved in order to connect the headin gs. 

Three important jobs under the Sewer Division for the year are 
the J•:ast Forty-second Street and Holman Street Sewer , Russett 
Street and :\Iallor y Avenue sewer, and the Fitty-fifth Avenue South· 
east and Sixty-seventh Street Southeast sewer system. The East 
Forty-second Street and Holman Street sewer was built in a dry 
grav!'I formation with an unexpectedly great number of large boulders 
lying at or abou~ sewer grade. These boulders lying at the bottom 
of a Yery deep trench made an extremely slow and expensive piece 
of work for the contractor who expected to finish in August, but did 
not complete the work until October. 

The Russett Street and :\1allory Avenue job developed dif[iculties 
at the start of the work. Through some misjudgment of the con­
t ractor the cofferdam at the outlet end of the work bad to be 
altered and practically rebuilt three times before it would function 
as a cofferdam, and the excavation for the first 900 feet of trench was 
of such material that only a small amount would stay on the shovel. 
The first 900 feet of sewer was built on a pile and timber foundation, 
the piles ranging from 50 to 20 feet in length. High water in the 
Columbia River further added to the difficulties of the work. On 
December 1 the contractor was just beginning to have some hopes 
that he would be able to finish the job earl y in 1928. 

The Fifty-fifth Avenue Southeast and Sixty-seventh Street job is 
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notable for its size only, as It Is the largest district ever c·ompletely 
sewered under one contract in the history of Portland. 

Early in the year the Fiske Street and Private Property Sewer 
System was completed. This gave an outlet for a large territory In 
the St. Johns District and which accounts for the construction of a 
number of small lateral branches in that district. The re;;t of the 
year's work was made up of the construction of small branrh<•s as 
petitioned for by the property owners in the several district". 

Cement Pipe Inspection: Throughout the year a Public '\''orks 
Inspector has supervised the manufacture of the cement sewPr pipe 
used In the city sewers. This man is at the pipe plants duriug the 
entire working day. Due to this inspection no defective pipe ha~ heen 
delivered on the work and rejections have been made for pipe dam­
aged in handling between the plant and the job. 

Willamette River Pollution Studies: Throughout the year at In­
tervals of two weeks, except during the summer months \\'hen the 
Intervals were of one week, samples or the river water were t ,ken 
by employes of the Department of Public Works and the t st. for 
oxygen and bacteria were made by the Bureau of Health. Tn bu• 
lation of these tests shows a gradual pollution of the river v. .. t r as 
Is flows through the city, as should be expected; the amount uf pol­
lution varies with the season, stage or the river and the swiftn,·ss of 
the river flow. A rough estimate .of the amount of sewage contrib11ted 
by the City of Portland at the low water flow in the r iver I ould 
Indicate a much lighter contamination of the water than shown by 
the tested samples. The decomposing sludge becls at or near the 
outlets of the trunk sewers would explain and account for th1 dis­
crepancy. Several years' study of the Portland sewers and the pol· 
lution of the river caused by the sewage therefrom will give the 

--J1roper information for a comprehensive scheme or disposal, which 
may need to be seriously considered within the next few years.

BUREAU OF MAINTENANCE 

The Bureau of Maintenance includes the organization for the re­
pair ?f str eets, sidewalks and bridges under city supervision, and the 
cleamng as well as repairing of sewers. 

STREET DIVISION 

. The repairs to the hard surface pavements are made by the Mu-
111<·11>ul Paving Plant and billed to the Bureau of l\Iaintenance. There 
is a total of approximately 10,000,000 .square yards of pavement under 
~naintenance by the city. An appropriation of $90,000 was expended 
lll 1!127 on this maintenance work. 

Streets having crushed rock, macadam or graveled surfaces are 
repa ired by the Street Repair Division of the Maintenance Bureau. 
Ttrn total area of streets maintained by this division is over 2,000,000 
sq,iare yards. This work has cost during 1927-$29,086.36, or about 
$.013 per square yard, being a little higher than the unit cost for 
m, intaining the hard surface streets. 

Two crews, each equipped with a steam roller and other neces­
sary tools, a re k ept busy throughout the year except during the few 
dt:ys in the winter when delayed by weather conditions. When a 
street surface is rough, it is thoroughly loosened by a pressure scari­
fier attached to the roller. It is then brought to l:1- good crown and 
even graded and rolled. Traffic is not interrupted during the pro­
cess. In some cases it is necessary to add new material, but usually 
little is required. 

If there are only a few chuckholes in a street these are cleaned 
out and filled with crushed rock which is rolled down even with the 
adjoining surface of the street and hot "E" grade as,phalt is poured 
over the patch. Sand is spread on the asphalt while it is s t ill hot 
and an excellent patch r esults. Where this method can be employed 
on a street that has been oiled, a splendid surface is secured without 
the trouble and expense of breaking up the old surface. 

In the outlying districts, gravel center strips have been laid in 
many streets where the property values are too low to stand assess­
ment for better street surfacing. When the traffic concent rates on 
these narrow roadways. ruts aud chuckholes occur frequently and re­
peated repairs a r e n eeded during the first few years until the r oad 
material becomes well pack ed. These gravel strips are repa ired either 
by adding gravel in the boles, or by reshaping in th e same way that 
the regular macadamized streets are r epaired. 

Most of the old plank crosswalks that were a par t of gr ading im­
provements a few years ago have become badly rotted and the Street 
Division has replaced many of them by bank gr avel paths. 

SIDEWALK DIVISI ON 

The work of the Sidewalk Division consists of: 
!-Repairs of a genera l nature wher e it is necessary that the walks 

be immediately made safe; 
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2-Rebuilding corners which, owing to modern traffic conditions, 
have been damaged; 

3-The repair of concrete walks which have been broken or raised 
by tree roots or other causes; 

4 -The construction of new concrete walks to replace defective 
wooden ones, and 

!i -The building of new walks where there has been no walk and 
where one is considered by the City Engineer to be necessary, or 
where it is requested by the owners who wish to take advantage of 
the bonding privilege instead of paying cash to a contractor. 

\\'here work of the first and second classes is clone, the cost of the 
job is :1•sumed by the Bureau and paid for from appropriations made 
for t1'is purpose. Work coming under the third, fourth and fifth 
classes is first posted by an inspector, and i( the owner has not done 
the require<! work within 20 days,. the walk is repaired or built by the 
Sidl•w In: Division. If the cost is small, a statem ent is sent to the 
owner ~u that he may pay for the job in cash, but should payment 
be not reeeivecl ,vithin two weeks after the bill is rendered, the job 
is a e,sed by the Council, and stands as a lien against the property 
benef ted. 

During 1927-27,130 square feet of concrete sidewalk and 2116 lineal 
feet of curb were built and paid for by the owners. The corner work 
also (alls, in many cases, for the reconstruction of inlets, the removal 
of hr<:rants and poles and the paving of roadway to conform to the 
new corner. 

The greater part of the time of several inspectors for the year has 
been consumed in inspecting walks of the city, posting the defective 
on"'~, making the necessary records and rechecking them to see that 
the work is done as required. These inspectors have covered the 
entire city with inspections and posting, have rechecked the greater 
Part of it once and some parts two or three times. 

Besides supervising the work of his construction and repair crews. 
the general foreman in charge of the Sidewalk Division with the help 
of an inspector, who devotes about half of his time to this work, 
looks after the sidewalk construction that is done under permits 
issued by the Construction Bureau. The inspectors also check up 
on aJI permits to move poles or set new ones, inspect the under­
ground work of t he various public utility corporations to see that 
they do not interfere with the city sewers and to insure proper back­
filli ng of trenches and paving of cuts by these corporations. 

SEWER DIVISION 

For purposes of sewer repairs the city is divided into two zones, 
each under an experienced foreman equipped with a light truck hav­
i~g a dump body, in which he travels from one job t~ anoth_er, de­
livers material to his crews and moves the crews with their tool 
boxes from job to job. Another foreman with a light roadster super­
vises the work of one or more crews locating, lowering, cleaning or 
repairing house branches for which the city is responsible. He also 
inspects the connections made by plumbers and keeps a card index 
record of these jobs. This work during 1927 included 4414 lnspec-
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tions, 93 house branches <:leaned. 22 house branches installed, 5 house 
branches lowered and 100 house branches located for plumbers. 

One foreman with three men is kept busy continuously cleaning 
and flushing sewers, having flushed 130,350 lineal feet of sewer at 
an average cost of $.0012 per foot and •·chain-dragged" 217,000 lineal 
feet at a cost of $.026 per foot. The chain-dragging is clone by drawing 
a heavy knot of chain, which nearly fills t he bar rel of the sewer, back 
and forth through the pipe while [lushing with a stream from a 
hydrant. Sand, i.:ravel, tree roots and other obstructions are loosrned 
by this method, dragged to a manhole and hoisted to the surface in 
buckets. 

Two men in a truck carrying hose, jointed rods, a self-propelling 
nozzle, and other tools are kept busy opening stopped inlet pipes, in­
vestigating complaints, replacing broken m anhole and inlet covers, 
placing barricades and red lights on defective streets, and doing 
many_ other things of an emergency na tu re. By their promptnPss, 
expenence, skill and tact, they have been the s ubject of much favor­
able comment by people who have had occasion to require their 
services. 

The Columbia Street sewer broke under the Souther n Pacific 1 'lin 
tracks near the Jefferson Street Station. The first knowledge of this 
break was obtained by railway employes who noticed during a h •avy 
storm that the gravel under the track had broken away. They c,,uld 
see the water flowing in the sewer more tha n 20 feet below. A tern· 
P<>rary bridge was built by the railway compa ny which supported 
the ~r~cks while the Sewer Division was excava t ing to the sewer .. nd 
repairing it where the pipes had separated a t the joints more than 
a foot _in one place and nearly as much in other places. The cause 
was evidently a general slipping of the fill in which the sewer is built 
tow!rds th~ river. The cost of this r epa ir job was $2044.83.

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$740.61 for a comparatively short section of sewer. The new pipe 
was laid in reinforced concrete and it is believed that it will with­
stand the pressure. 

On Dupont Street between Ross Street and Benton Street, 472 feet 
of new sewer was laid to relieve a poor drainage situation. The cost 
of this was $712.78. 

A new style of inlet grate was designed in co-operation with the 
engineers of the Electric Steel Foundry. The grate ls made of heat­
treated cast steel with the bars running parallel with the curb. It has 
the advantage t hat rubbish carried along the gutter by the flow of 
storm water slides along the grate bars to the center, leaving the 
openings near the end of the grate free, whereas the old style of grates 
have a decided tendency to become chocked with trash so that the 
water finds i ts way into the inlet with difficulty. 

B RIDGE D I V ISION 

This crew, in normal times, consists of one foreman and four bridge 
carpenters. The crew is used to perform tasks not normally coming 
U!Hl r any of the other divisions, but the principal class of work that 
r ecur::; year after year, is the painting of the steel bridges. 

During 1927, Thurman Street Bridge over Balch Gulch was re­
pai1,tell at a cost of $3,598.01. 

Some main tenance was done on the Front Street Bridge at Sheri­
dan Street while the gulch beneath it was being filled, $3016.65 having 
been spent on t his work. 

Giand Avenue Bridge over the Union PacHic Railway tracks in 
Sulliv,in's Gulch was raised to grade where it had settled, and was re­
decked dur ing July a nd August. :Methods were evolved which cut 
the cost to $14,601.56, which was considerably below the estimate. 

MAINTENANCE OF COLUMBIA SLOUGH CHANNEL 

To arrest t he erosion of the banks of Columbia Slough drainage 
channel several barge loads of coarse rip-rap were placed where most 
urgently needed. A s pecial appropriation to cover the cost of this 
work, $7464.91, was made by the Council. More rip-rap will be needed 
from time to time until the banks subjected to strong currents are all 
Protected. 

TRACK W ORK ANO MISCELLANEOUS 

During t his year considerable new construction of tracks of the 
Portland E lectric Power Company was made necessary on account of 
th~ Ross I sland Bridge, and the new approach to the Broadway 
Bndge. Cons idera ble reconstruction of this company's tracks was 
a lso accomplished in connection with street improvements, but other 
than t h is, little more than the ordinary maintenance work was car­
ried on. 

The m uch needed reconstruction of many of the old lines of this 
company both on the east and west sides of the river has not been 
effected, a lt hough the Portland Electric Power Company's officials 
themselves admi t the desirability of such a program. 

The various other railroad companies operating in the city have 
kept t he us ual maintenance crews operating, but although some of 
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this tracka"e should he rebuilt (such as the l'nitC'd Railway's t ru(·k in 
Front Stre;t) this may not be cxpe(·tecl until such time as a definite 
understanding i$ reached with referE>nce to the relocation of such 
tracks on private terminals on the river front, as a part of the water­
tront project now under way.

MISCELLANEOUS APPLICATIONS 

Under this heading comes requests for use of the street area, to 
blast within the rlty limits, to construct spur trackfl, etc. Thefle have 
been investigated to the number of 56. 

HARD SURFACE STREETS 

'.\Jany of the hard surfare pavements are now J)assing out of th" 
contractors' maintenance period. These streets have to be gone ove;· 
carefully to determine what defects, If any, should be made good ty 
the contractor. The number or streets thus inspected and reported 
upon reached the total of 121. 

MISCELANEOUS COMPLAINTS 

Under this heading comes a great variety of problems needing 
adjustment. '.\Jany of these are of a nature that requires the city to 
perform certain duties that have been overlooked, while others are of 
a petty nature resulting from quarrels between neighbors, etc .. hut 
which usually take more time to adjust than the legitimate ones. 
These complaints have been handled to the number of 187. 

OTHER MATTERS 

Under this beading a large number of special matters have received 
attention. Among these may be mentioned damage claims against 
the city, Council documents, reports of defective drainage, etc. These 
matters have been handled to the number of 129. 
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BUREAU OF STANDARDS 

Within the Bureau of Standards are maintained the Chemical and 
Physical Laboratories where tests are made of materials of varied 
uatun. The results of these tests are of great value in determining 
tho suitability of materials used in public work. The results of tests 
made ure forwarded promptly to the engineer in charge.

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BUREAU OF BUILDINGS 

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS 
Bullrllng operations for the year of 1927 show a decrease In num· 

ber and value as compared to the year 1926. This is not sur prising, 
in view of the fact that building operations a ll over the country 
have shown a decrease. The percentage or decrease in Por tland 
valuation was 11 per cent. This decrease is the same percentage as 
the average of a ll the cities of the Pacific Coast when their totals 
are lumped together. The decrease In percentage for all of the cities 
of the <'ountry for 1927, as reported by the F. W. Dodge Corporation, 
is 14 per cent. This indicates that the Coast cities relatively are grow­
ing f:>ster and the building program is continuing with less reduc­
tion I activity. During the year some warnings of the danger of 
overp?' ductlon were broadcast by some Eastern financial authorities. 
Thes "arnlngs were probably needed in some of the Eastern and 
!\lldd, ""est cities, but, to a much less extent by the Pacific Coast 
cities. 

A < omparison of the building operations of 1927 and 1926 will 
show tat the falling off In number and valuation of permits occur red 
in th construction of dwellings. The number of such dwellings built 
in 19"i was 2353; the valuation was $10,050,450. In 1926, the num­
ber o rlwell\ngs built was 3295 and the valuation was $14,968,790. H 
the f> me number of dwell\ngs of the same value had been built in 
1927 :is in l!l26. the valuation would have been s lightly greater in 
1!1:!, ti.an in 1926. In 1926 some overbuilding was encouraged by easy 
money as many mortgage and finance houses would make loans on 
an lnrlnted value of real estate and buildings to almost anyone apply­
ing for same. There was a tightening up or conditions under which 
loan<- on I.Jui ldings a nd property were made in 1927, and as a result con­
<ilt ionH hecame more c·onservative and fewer houses were built. Some 
of th!' ,;urplus building of 1926 has been absorbed and it is probable that 
in 1928 the construction of dwellings will go on at a more active rate. 
Then• \\as in 1!!27 a considerable dec·rease in the number and value or 
apartment houses. There were in<'reases in the valuation of public 
buildings and increases in the valuation of mercantile buildings . 

The general conditions in the city have been good and the business 
of the port shows a n increase that is very encouraging to those believ­
ing in the growth and future of Portland. The building of the large 
canning plant of Libby, :\lcNe!ll & Libby during the year showed that 
Eastern corporations are believing Portland to a[ford excellent facili­
ties for manufacturing. Conditions In the lumber business-one of the 
basic industries of Portland, have not been entirely satisfactory-the 
volume of production being good, but prices have been so low that the 
luml.Jer market has been more or Jess demoralized. 

OCCURRENCES DURING THE Y E A R 
No unusual occurrences marked the year. A new edition of the 

~uilding Code, after being amended late in 1926, was printed early 
1n 192i. Amendments of the Housing Code were made late in 1927 
and a new edition will be ready early in 1928. 

The smoke ordinance which has been under discussion for a num-
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ber of years was passed on May 25, 1927, and one Building Inspector 
is devoting a portion of his time to the enforcement of this ordinance. 
Although this ordinance has been in effect but a short time, benefi­
cial n•,ntlts ha,e already been observed . 

A partial collapse of the building at the northwest corner of Broad­
way an(! "'aghington Streets during the process of alteration, which, 
although it occurred on a busy Saturday afternoon yet caused no loss 
of lifP. pointed out the necessity of a more careful watch being made 
of buihlings having wooden roof trusses. The Bureau has started a 
sun·py of all wooden roof trusses in the city. It is expected that this 
surve~· will be completed sometime during the first six months of 1928. 
OUTLOOK FOR 1928 

Tl < utlook for the year 1928 is very good and no reduction over 
the a<"'i,ities of 1927 is expected. There are m any large buildings 
pla11 m l among which can be mentioned a hospital building erected 
by tl1 Gnvernment for the U. S. ,var Veterans, the large market and 
warl'11011se building to be constructed on the waterfront, the large 
hott I o be constructed on the East Side by Ralph Lloyd. and besides 
these '< large number of similar building projects for the downtown 
<listr'" and the usual number of new school buildings, a number of 
thca• · and picture houses and the usual number of store buildings. 

Th work of active reconstruction of the waterfront which will 
folio ·: the building of the seawall along the harbor line will affect 
a cons n.erable portion of Portland on the West Side lying between 
the t l''Cr and Third Street. Property in this district has been dor­
mant :·or many years, but it can be very reasonably expected that 
thiii part of the city will come to li fe and new buildings and develop­
me•1 t Will follow. The widening of East Burnside Street has caused 
the reronstruction of many buildings and undoubtedly many new 
buildings w ill be built along this important traffic artery. 

Th" outlook in the matter of legislation indica,tes that the building 
public will demand more protection. At the present time. commit­
tees arc at work on regulations for furnaces, for plaster , for stucco 
and for roof covering, and ordinances are being prepared and advo­
cated covering the licensing of building contractors, furnace contrac­
tors, plaster and stucco contractors. roofing contractors and plumbing 
supervisors. In the past t he public has suffered from the poor work 
of Irresponsible contractors, and additional regulation is now being 
demanded as a consequence. It seems reasonable that the city should 
accede to this demand in spite of the fact that there are some groups 
of people t hat feel there are too many regulations now. Portland Is 
not peculiar in this condition, as, in other cities s imilar ordinances 
are being advocated and passed. 

As many of the leading authorit ies of t he country are prophesying 
good business conditions for 1928 and. in fact improved conditions 
over 1927, it is reasonable to expect that the general business con­
ditions in Portland will be good and that building operations will be 
also good. 
COMPARISON OF PORTLAND WITH OTHER PAC I FIC COAST CITIES 

Portland retains its position among the cities of the Coast In 
1927 the same as in 1926-being fourth. Los Angeles is well in the 
lead with $122,027,039, San Francisco second with $47,032,848, Seattle 
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third with $29,069,080, and Portland fourth with a va luation of $28.-
973,452 (Seattle's lead being less than $100,000) . Oa k land is fifth, 
with a valuation of $20,794,669, Hollywood s ixth with $17,855,967, 
and San Diego seventh with a valuation of $14,451.966. Comparing 
the number o[ dwellings constructed in Portland w ith those in 8 e­
attle, the number is slightly less, but the valuation is greater, the 
number in Portland being 235:J with a rnlua tion o[ $10,050,450, while 
in Seattle. the number was 27:iO with a valuation of $9.464,525. The 
av<.>rage cost of dwellings in Portland continues g reater than those 
in Seattle and the conclusion is that there must be more cht'ap a nd 
temporary dwellings being bn:lt in Sea ttle than in Por tland. A<s 
the attraetiveness of a city is very largely d ependent upon attrac­
tive residential district~. the conditions in P or t la nd can be said to 
be better in that the residences are of a highe r typ e. 

BUILDING DIVISION 

The work in the Building Division during th e year has b c>en ve1~· 
active. During the summer some trouble was experienced with con­
tractors erecting r<.>sidences who construc ted <·oncrc te Basement " all!\ 
having a pro11er thickne!<,; a t the top but decreasing below the g-rou111' 
level in a manner that was not only con tr a r y to the Building CodC' 
but possibly dangernus and cheating the public. The I nspectors pro 
cteded actiYely to correct this matter and after a number of sur11 
walls had been re-constructed, the contractors round the pra !'tice t 
be unprofitable. 

In August, thl.' building at the northwest cor ner of Bro:iclway ard 
Washington, which was being altered, partially collapsed. This oc• 
CUJTl.'d on a Saturday afternoon when the s idewalks an d streets were 
filled and it was remarkable that nobody was killed, as a portion of 
th~ roof and second floor fell into the basemen t and por tions of the 
hnck walls fell out into the street. l!n-estigation showed that the 
roof trusses as designed and constructed. were defective and that t ile 
timber of which the trusses were cons tructed was green and h ad 
shrunk and _further weakened the trnsses. l,'pon investigation a nd 
report of this matter, the Bureau of Duilclin"s clid not attempt to 
plac:e an)'. inc~iviclual rl.'sponsibility. The Bm'='eau of Bu ildings, fol­
low1!1g: th1~ failure, perceiving the need for careful inspection in con­
lH':tlon ":1th the maintenance of wooden roof truss<.>s, started a cam­
p:ng~ of ~nspection of all wooden trnsses in the city. T h is wor k will 
l'Ontrnue rnto the year 1928. 

. The Z?ning Ordinance which is enforced by the Bureau of Build­
lll?."~ contmues to give general satisfaction. The Smoke Ordinance 
which has been under discussion in Portland for a good many years 
was ?a~sed in :\lay and the enforcement of this ordinance was started 
-B~ildmg Inspector Arnold giving approximate ly a half day per week 
of time to same. There has been an improvement of conditions a l­
rl'ady, but there is considerable that remains to be don e In most 
<'ases the parties operating power and heating plants are. ve ry glad 
to co-operate for the elimination of smoke. 

There is a COJ 'd bl 1 r . ' 1s1 era e c emand for more protection and better 

1
~gulat;ons, both on the part of the building public and the builders 
iemse vcs. Ther" has been up for discussion an ordinance provid-
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ing ror th e> hond ing a nd licensing of general contractors. Other groups 
tha t h ::>H' been clisl'll><sing het ter regulations aud licensing are furnate 
ma1 t I l'lu re rs and installers, roofers, plaste rers and stucco workers. 

Some mm·h needed amendments to the Housing Code were recently 
pmss, ,1 a nd it is expected that a new edition of the Housing Code 
will hE" p rinted and ,waila ble for distribution in the near fnture. 

An ..lllll'!Hlmcnt pr oviding for the extension of the fire limits was 
pre~cntccl to the Conncil a nd was r eferred to a committee organized 
hy the ('hambl'r or Com merce. This committee did some very good 
worl, in rev is ing the proposed amendment, but has not as yet re­
porll' l ·1 finclini;s to the Council. It is hoped that they will do so 
ea r ly in I !12S, as the extension of the fire limits is necessary to keep 
np ,, i th lilt' g row th of t he city. 

ELECTRICA L DIV ISION 

111 1 umlH' r of imspcctions in the Electril'al Divis ion during the 
r ear I~ •, !'< 4ii.160 as com pa rcel to 45,914 in 1926. While the number 
of in p l tio11;; was practic-ally the sam e, there was a decrease in the 
mnnh nd valuation of el t'ctrical permits. 

'I'! fr we'r e no notable occ11nen c0s during the year. The general 
ro11U1 bn><inc<.ts was ha ndled Yerv well nncler the able administra­
t ion o < hief Jnspe<'lor Going. The ~m ciency of th e Inspectors shows 
a de,• 1 c I rom 20.S to 18.5 inspect ions per man per clay. 

PLUMBING DIV IS ION 

l n thP l' lnmhing Divis ion, the nnmber of inspections for the year 
1!127 , 22,211, whiC'l1 is a slight decrea se from 1926 when there were 
23. 1:::;_ 'I her e has been a decrease in the number and valua­
tion cf lumhing perm its. The effiC'ienty of the department. as in­
rlicat I b~ the a\'eragc number of inspections per man per clay showed 
a <.\ l i~ht ll<'nease from 13.9 in 1926 to 13.5 in 1927. 

I>nring th e yl.'ar two periods of unusnally heavy rainfall cauesd 
tronblc in a number of our downtown buildings as the sewers in the 
~tr1•et w<•n• inadeq uate in size and th e water backed up into the 
buildinp;;; and c·aused g reat a nnoyan C'e and cons iderable damage. A 
number ot' r emedies were sugges ted , the best one being that or .!\1r. 
Hey, Chic,[ Plumbing Impector. tha t larger sewers be constructed. 

Da r in~ the year progr ess was made in the preparation of a pro­
posed ordinance t hat will require plnmbing firms to employ a plumb­
ing '<npcn-isor. This ordinan ce is not yet up for final passage. As 
a simila r provision h~s worked out very well in the Electrical Divi­
sion. if thi s is passed, it is anticipated that it will work out well 
for the plnmber s. 
PERMI T DI V ISION 

:\tr. "'atts. who is h ead of the Permit Division, carried on the 
,~•ork of iss ning permits with bm very small complaint ~rom the p~b­
lic. It is the p ur pose of the Bureau of Buildings_ to issue perm1~s 
as easily and qu ickly as p ossible. With this in mrnd, :\tr. :'' atts 1s 
~Janning a rear rangement of the counters and tables that_ will make 
it unnec·essary to ca use the public to go from the Permit Room ~o 
the corridor to get house numbers as in the past. as this work will 
be done in the one room. 
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ZONING ORDINANCE 
During the year an edition of the Zoning Ordinance was printPll 

containing all amendments up to the date or printing. This was mut·h 
needed as the old copies of the Zoning Ordinance were exhausted. 
"-'bile there is a con!liderable amount of work required or the Bureau 
of Builcling!I in connection with the presentation of local option peti­
tions, yet the Zoning Ordinance is giving very good satisfaction, 
and the good results of the Zoning Ordinance more than justify the 
time and work required for enforcement. 

BUILDING CODE 

A new edition of the Building Code was prepared early in 1927 
and has been quite e:enerally distributed :llany very favorable com­
ments have been received from other cities who have desired to make 
use of the Code for purposes of revising or preparing Codes in their 
cities. A very considerable number of amendments to the Building 
Code are being considered governing such regulations as furnac~. 
plaster, stucco, roof covering, steel joists, etc. These probably will 
be presented to the Council during 1928. 

ELECTRICAL SIGNS 

The Electrical Sign Ordinance was changed to take care of the 
new type of sign utilizing Neon gas as an illuminant. These signs 
are very attractive and have become very popular, a large number 
of them being erected during the year. The sign bus iness has been 
very active as the number erected during 1927 was 663, the valuation 
being $236,985. 

SPECIAL PERMITS 

The number of Special Permits continues large; the Special 
~ermits in connection with the Building Code being 43, and the Hous­
rng Code 124. The recent passage of amendments to the Housing 
Code will very largely reduce the number of Special Permits grant­
Ing deviations from the Housing Code. 

CONCLUSION 

The Bureau of Buildings desires in its work to be or service to 
the ~ublic and to co-operate with all persons or groups that are 
workrng for the betterment and improvement of conditions In the city. 
T~e value of good building regulations is being more generally recog­
m7:ed_ ev~ry day and the man who puts up a cheap, non-standard 
bmldrng 1s considered a menace to himself and the community.

Dear Sir: In accordance with your Instructions, wt• ha vt' ,111dltl'd 
the accounts of the City of Portland pertaining to the operations of 
the '.\1unicipal Paving Plant for the rear ended November 30. 1927, and 
now submit our report thereon, together with the statements cuumer· 
ated in the index appended hereto. 

The Municipal Paving Plant is operated as a department or the City 
under the Commissioner of Public Works. Its operation~ h•,·lude 
laying new pavements, repairing pavement cuts for the Bur"tlU of 
'.\1aintenance and for public utility companies, and doing small pr ing 
jobs for commercial concerns or Individua ls. Charges ror laying nPw 
pavement are based on flat prices for materials and labor with a 
fixed charge per square yard for overhead costs. In addition to this , 
the City adds a 10 per cent surcharge before passing the a sscs~ment 
on to the property owners. This surcharge Is not entered in the ac­
counts or the Paving Plant. Repair work and miscellaneous servires 
are charged for at more or less fixed prices. Cost records are main­
tained, which show that the rates charged a re In excess or cost. On 
all new pavement laid under contract, a charge or 5 cents a Rquare 
yard Is made to provide for maintenance for a period of five years. 

Our audit embraced the verification as hereinafter described, of thi> 
assets and liabilities or the departme~t as at November 30, 1927, :md 
also a review of the operating accounts for the year then ended. I n 
that connection, and in order to satisfy ourselves regarding the general 
accuracy of the accounts, we made a series of tests or the transactions 
relating to cash receipts and disbursements, purchases, expenses, sales 
and other matters of detail. 

OPERATIONS 

The net income for the year is ~37,583.99, a(ter providing for m a i11-
tenance and depreciation of the physical properties and for the esti· 
mated cost of maintaining for five years all new pavement laid during the _Year, and also after having written off a loss of $20,539.01 on the old 
pa':ng plant and machinery abandoned when the new one was built 
during th_e year.

Cash is received for warrants as monies are received by the City 
or Portland from property owners or from the sale of bonded assess· 
ments. The warra nts bear interest at 6 per cent per annum from 
date u nt il called . The completed assessments for which warrants 
have not been issued also bear interest at 6 per cent for a 48-day 
period from date of completion of the work. All warrants were pro• 
dnced for our inspection or were otherwise satisfactorily accounted 
for.

Cneompleted Improvements and maintenance, $3940 consists of 
unco!l1plcted work for City departments which will be finished and 
bille<l to the d epartments shortly after the close of the fiscal year. 
·w e v,•rified these charges from production records. 

Du r ing the year the Paving Plant Department acquired land at 
River ancl 1<:::ssex Streets in the Albina District and erected a new pav• 
Ing plant. The old plant at the foot of Clay Street was demolished and 
the ma<"hiner y moved to the new plant. Construction was not fin· 
!shed, however , in time to place the new plant in operation before 
November 30, 1927. The old plant account and the corresponding de· 
preciation 1·eserves were closed out and the resulting loss, $18,349.18, 
was written off. The property, plant and equipment is stated at cost 
after deducting appropriate allowances for depreciation to November 
30, 1927. P ar t iculars of the fixed asset accounts included under this 
caption and the depreciation reserves provided there against will be 
found in Sch edule "I" appended to this report. The gross expendi· 
lures for new plant and additions for the year, $111,383.10, was 
verified by inspection of properly approved vouchers and ordinances. 

LIABILITIES 

The records were carefully examined as to current liabilities, and 
from such examination we believe they are fully disclosed in the 
books a nd the Balance Sheet at November 30, 1927. 

To provide funds needed by the Paving Plant and the General 
F und, the City of Portland borrowed $40,000 from the Security Sav• 
ings & Trust company on November 2. 1927. Payment is due within 
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one year with interest at 6 per cen t per annum. As collateral, the 
City has Issued an Improvem ent Cer tificate covering one of the war­
rants receivable (F orty-first Stn·et . $55,0-t-t,;;,) . Payme nts on this 
warrant are to be turned over to the bank until the loan is pa!II in 
full. We Inspected City records authorizing the loan. 

We obta ined a certi ficate from th l' Superinte nden t of the P:n ing 
Plant that no contlngl'nt liabililie,i existed as at the date of the Bal­
ance Sheet and our audit did not cllsc lose any lia bilities of t hat na ture. 

The reserve for ma intenance or paveml•nt, $2i ,330.91, is t he ba la n<'e 
r emaining after crediting the acrnunt with fi cents per ~quare yard 
charged on ail new pavement laid and charging the account \\ Ith 
maintenance costs. The account includes $:l596.·13 unused I.Jal •1c·es 
fo r pavement maintenance on streets on whic·h the five years have 
elapsed.

The schedule which follows shows the number of square yards of 
pavement laid by the Municipal Paving Plant each year for the eight 
years from 1920 to 1927 inclusive. It also shows the total amount of 
private contractors' lowest bids on the same work. The bids of private 
contractors were adjusted to the final estimate of the City Engineer 
for eaeh contract. Therefore the amounts shown as private contractors' 
lowest bids are the amounts which would have been received by the 
private contractors had the work been awarded to them, instead of to the 
low bidder, the Municipal Paving Plant. In the third column is shown 
the actu,11 cost of the work, as performed by the Municipal Paving Plant, 
plus ten per cent of the cost of top, a surcharge which is added to the 
Munidpal Paving Plant cost and which is paid into the General Fund 
of the City. This extra ten per cent charge is added only to Municipal 
Pavir g Plant costs, and not to private contractors' contracts. 

The difference between the private contractors' lowest bids, as ad­
juster: to the final estimate and the cost (plus ten per cent of top), of the 
work a,; performed by the Municipal Paving Plant, is shown in column 
four !n the fifth and sixth columns are shown the average bids of 
private contractors, per square yard of asphaltic concrete top and base 
and the average unit cost of the same work by the l\Iunicipal Paving 
Plant. These unit figures are for top and base only, and do not include 
other miscellaneous paving jobs, such as redress, bituminous base, etc. 

Tl~c chart on following page shows graphically the average bids per 
square yard of all contractors, including the Municipal Paving Plant for 
the yen.rs 1920 to 1927 inclusive, and also the market price of materials, 
labor and service plus overhead at 15 cents per square yard from year 
1920 to 1925 inclusive and 12 cents per square yard for the year 1926 
and 1927, also plus the surcharge of 10 per cent of cost of top.

ANNUAL REPORT OF COST KEEPING DIVISION, DEPARTMENT OF 
PUBLIC WORKS, TO A. L. BARBUR, COMMISSIONER. 

The Cost Keeping Division of the Commissioner's office ~t.bmits 
herewith as its contribution to the Annual Report, a r esume of the 
activities of the various bureaus of the Department of P ublic Works 
during the fiscal year 1927. 

This report is presented as viewed from the cost-keeping gtand­
point, and embraces the closely related subject of the finances of the 
department as well. 

Through the means of analytical comments, an endeavor is rnade 
to explain the various tables that follow, as well as to point out 
items of special interest as they appear. 

APPROPRIATIONS-Table No. 1 

This table shows the net expenditures made from the regular and 
special appropriations during 1927, with the small cancellations which 
reverted to the General Fund:

COMPARISON OF E XPENDITURES-Table No. 2 

The increase of $21,383.85 in regular appropria tions over 1926 is 
due to tbe fact that $10,604.19 was expended for equipm ent in excess 
of the 1926 expenditures and that all equipment purchased for the 
Engineering Rotary heretofore has not been budgeted , as it required 
no tax levy funds. This change in procedure caused an increase of about $3000. 

The thought is offered that since these Items, la rgely a utomotive 
equipment, occur about every three years, that if a rotary account for 
equipment were created and funded by appropriations each year to 
the extent of the depreciation, these peak years would be prevented 
and the expenditures each year would be increased only by the natura l growth of the department. 

The increase in special appropriations of $29,381.34 is due mainly 
~o the street widening and special bridge programs, with the institut­
rng o_f a Program for reconstruction of dangerous sidewalk corners, 
carrymg an annual appropriation of $5000. 

EARNI NGS DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS-Table No. 3

N'e·trly all of the expensively operated light 1-ton trucks have 
been rPplaced with heavier apparatus which facilitated work in the 
hilly sr.:tions of the city. Due to the change in type of equipment 
no serious accidents have occurred to men or equipment and less time 
has heen lost for shop repairs. Another good feature of the larger 
and more powerful trucks is the greater use they have given in haul­
ing mah,rials which reflects in lowered costs to the property owner 
affected. 
COST TO CITY OF PRIVATELY-OWNED CARS, Table No. 13 

An analysis of this tabulation shows the imperfections of a fixed 
rate of compensation for use of private machines as the mileage costs 
range from $.03 to $.11 per mile. 

Reference to the operating cost of city-owned cars, Table No. -
shows that for a light city-owned car used in the Electrical Division 
a total operating cost of $474.30 was incurred in 36 months of op­
eration, covering 30,242 miles. This with the first cost of the ma­
chine of $400.55 completely charged off, makes a total cost of $874.85, 
or a cost per mile of $.032. 

Therefore it is a proper conclusion that since the average cost 
in the Electrical Division is $.0948, that a substantial saving could

To THE HOXOR.c!.HLE MAYOR AXD COUNCIL: 

Gentlemen: Attached hereto is the report of the Department of 
F'inanc:c for the fiscal year ending November 301 1927. 

There has been no marked change in so far as our bonded indebted­
ness is concerned. Our sinking funds are adequate and are being kept 
investP-<l in interest-bearing securities in accordance with our Charter 
prO\ isions. 

Owing to the neglect of the City in years prior to the adoption of 
Con'mi.,sion-form of Government to make adequate levies for our sink­
ing 111:Hls, we are compelled to make a larger levy than would have 
othPrw:~e been the case. For the year 1928, I have already recom­
meml(•(l an additional one-tenth of a mill levy, and, unless additional 
bom1:s are issued, we will have adequate funds for the retirement of our 
bomL, as they come due. 

\ \"t' ar e no longer issuing long-term bonds, as I firmly believe t he 
serial bond is the only issue that is financially sound in policy. 

The four-tenths of a mill levy, under the provisions of our Charter , 
for tlv improvement of our parks and playgrounds is gr adua lly giving 
u s th~ improvements, and placing our par ks and playgrounds in the 
concl!tion that they should be to provide the service the public de­
rnaurls. 

The City should own more park property, and we will never be able 
to p urd1ase i t to any better advantage than at the present t ime. This 
Will not be possible, however, until such time as a bond issue for said 
purchase is authorized by our voter s. I do not think that i t would be 
advisable to submit any s uch issue under present conditions. 

\Ve a re now operating three municipally owned golf links- two of 
them financed by public utility certificates and they are being paid 
for and operated from the fees charged for the game. While weather 
condit ions were not the best the past year, and our returns were some­
what lower than we expected, I have no fear but what these two links 
Will h ave ample funds to finance lheir operation and maintenance in 
addition to their purchase. 

We are r eceiving better budgets than ever before, and our system 
of budget-making and, above all, budget con trol, excels any syst_em I 
have seen in the cities I have visited since I have been Comm1ss10ner 
of Finance. 

Portland is a growing city and just so long as i_t keeps advancing in 
Population as it has done in the past, we are gomg to be confronted 
With many p roblems, the financing of which will be no easy task. 

Traffic bas increased to such an extent that our streets are no longer 
adequate to take care of it. The tr affic signals we have installed ~re 
the equal of any 011 the marlrnt, and they have gone a long way to 1m-
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prove conditions along this line. The sig na ls we have in operation are 
insufficient, and it will be necessary to provide for the installation of 
additional ones from year to year. 

I realize that as the City grows that it will be necessary for us to 
provide additional fire protection, police protection, and the expan­
sion of some other departments , but our tax limitations are such that 
we will have to watch this carefully and see that no one department 
expands too rapidly.

F'rom t he data submitted, as compared with other Municipal activi­
tie$ ~11d with city progress generally, the Bureau of Parks would not 
se£:m to be making consistent progress. The defeat in 1926 of the two 
Chart cr amendments proposed to provide for material expansion of the 
sy~tem, which reversal, translated as a mandate from the people, has 
limited the activities of the Bureau to little more than maintenance. 
ContiJrnation of such a policy in a city of Portland's characteristics and 
apparent future, m eans not only decadence but also the neglect of an 
opportunity to make and keep our city prominent. 

It is easy enough to build bridges and widen streets. Zoning is 
automatic mor e or less. Trade and industry will cause pressure suf­
ficient to give a rticulation. But it seems ·that but a small proportion 
of the elector a te fully appreciates the values that r_ecreat!onal faci_Ji. 
ties may refle ct and also are prone to neglect the vital po111t, that is, 
open spaces and' playgTounds must be reserved to public use befor~ t~e 
same pressure which builds bridges and widens streets effects a hm1t­
ing condition agains t parks. 

As ide from all consideration of human benefit it can be readily 
shown that parks will create tangible values that make them a many 
t'old paying investment in any growing ci ty. Take Laurelhurst Park 
for ins tance. Its original cost to the city was $150,000 borrowed on 
the City's credit at 4% for 25 years. Will anybody say that the re­
flected enhancement iii property values will not_ yie)d _the ~sses~or ~ 
handsome return on that investment and also mamtam 1t fo1 all time• 
The only t hing wrong with that park is that it is not half large enough. 

Again, r epresenting as parks do an investment in real property and 
therefore not subject to the factors of depreciation and obsolescence, 
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the debt is ea sy. While long life bonds may perhaps be not recom­
mended, still a r eissue of park bonds may appear as good business. 
On the showing that it can make, I submit that t he public r ecreation 
system is entitled to the use of a generou s proportion of t he City's 
credit, and on a constant or continuing basis. Within the defined City 
limits ther e can be no logical excuse for neglect to provide for leisure• 
time spaces. Beyond the City li'mits broad regional planning s hould 
be carried on by the authority in jurisdiction designating thorough­
fares, occupation, and all other uses including r ecreation. If we lack 
the authority within our own body politic, we should prevail on those 
in authority. 

I therefore feel that an incidental failure of a bond issue should 
not be construed as a prohibitory mandate of the people unless it has 
been clearly shown that the people have understood the measure and 
believe it unsound. 

So far we have financed our park system on a c ity-wide method. It 
may be that progress might be easier with an initiatory or district 
benefit scheme, but in consideration of what has been above set forth, 
it may properly remain "at large". That is, a 350 million dollar cor­
poration should be forehanded enough to keep out of its own way. 
·while the people will characteristically complain about taxes (and not 
without reason), they do not deny funds if they feel assured that they 
will be well spent. Kansas City, for ins tance, spends two dollars per 
capita per annum for park maintenance and is proud of the showing. 
Against this Buffalo spends slightly less and there is justifiable com­
plaint. Our people are spending about one-half that amount, and it i:; 
the opinion of your Superintendent of Parks that the people of Port­
land would gladly pay for more service. 

I strongly recommend the submission to the people of a bond issue 
for $1,000,000 or whatever can be consistently campaigned at the next 
e lection.

Dear Sir: Herewith is submitted the annual r eport of the Bureau 
of Pur chases and Stores for the fiscal year 1927. 

Reviewing the activities of the Bureau of Purchases for the fiscal 
year 1927, along with the operations of its affiliated bur eaus, the 
:\Iunicipal Store, Municipal Garage and Stationery Division, a marked 
increase in business is noted thr ougl10ut. 

P rices on the whole remained firm, though in some cases there were 
slight reductions. All annual contracts for staple commodities such as 
gasoline, fuel oil, cement, etc., carry a clause providing that in case of a 
drop in market prices of the commodity purchased the prices to the 
City shall be reduced in like proportion. This arrangement has proven 
quite satisfactory, on period contracts, a nd has enabled the City to 
enter into long-tim e agreements with security. 

The number of purchase orders written in the Bureau of Purchases 
dur ing the past fiscal year increased from 10,202 in 1926 to 11,140 in 
1927, the total amount of expenditure being somewhat over two million 

($2,000,000) dollar s. 
The volume or business t ransacted at the '.\Iunicipal Store has like­

wise increased. T here bas been no change in the method of handling 
this business, over past years. A complete line of staple materials and 
sma ll tools is carr ied in stock subject to requisition by the different 
bureaus. Business handled through the store during 1927 amounted to 
one hundred eight thousand ($108,000) dollars. 

Stationery and printing sold through the Stationery Division 
amount ed to forty-eight thousand six hundred twenty-four ($48,624) 

dollars. 
At the ?>1unicipal Garage, gasoline, oils and incidentals were sold In 

the amount of fifteen thousand two hundred seventy ($15,270) dollar,-;. 
Auction sales of junk confiscated automobiles, and other material 

of no further use to th/ City, wer e held by the Purchasing Agent at 
intervals throughout the year and netted the City five thousand six 
hundred twenty-eight ($5,628) dollars.

\\"e f illed ou t questionnaires from outside cities and complied sev­
eral va luable questionnaires from other municipal reference libraries. 
li'sually our compilations are available with each other. 

This year, we have bad quite a number of students from Reed 
College working in tbe library. Prof. l\lcKinley of Reed College ga ,·e 
the library a copy of the State Simplification Commission report on 
the Metropolitan Government of Portland, on account of services 

r ende r ed him. 
\Ye compiled a lis t of city officials of all cities of over 100,000 popu­

lation in the United Sta tes. This is for use in the City Ha ll . 

We have h ad the u sual correspondence with other municipal r efer· 
ence li br a ries including the new one in Los Angeles, and have worked 
with all d epa r tmen ts of the City including the Municipal Court Judges.

Inspectors were re­
quired to thoroughly acquaint themselves with all ordinances per­
taining to Fire Prevention, and written examinations were conducted 

on these ordinances. 
The first week in May was observed as Clean-Up Week. In con-

junction with the Nuisance Division, Bureau of Police, this office made 
a check of the City for unsightly premises, and the owners of these 
places were ordered to clean up their premises. Through the courtesy 
and co-operation of the Independent Paper Stock Company, and M. 
Brounstein & Son, 210 tons of paper, and 36 tons of rags were bought 
at the fire stations, and many fire hazards were thus eliminated. 

F ire Prevention Week was observed October 9th to 15th, the press, 
radio stations, civic clubs, schools, Boy Scout troops and many churches 
co-operated with the Fire Department in the observance of this weelc 
Home inspection blanks were given to all grade school pupils who made 
inspections of their homes, and returned the filled in blanks to the Fire 
:'.\farshal's office. A Fire Prevention public speaking contest was con­
ducted in the high schools, and the winner in each school competed in 
a Fire Prevention rally at the Municipal Auditorium on October 15th. 
The playlet "The Trial by Fire" was enacted in several of the public 
schools during the week. A s pecial court of honor was held for Boy 
Scouts at th e Central fire station, where merit badges in firemanship 
were presented to 214 Boy Scouts who passed their firemanship ex· 
amination. Three thousand posters obtained from the National Fire 
Protection Association were posted, and large fire prevention posters 
were displayed on several large billboards.

Since the 
operation of the new furnaces the old cracks in the chimney have 
opPned farther and new cracks have appeared; the cracks appear 
above the firebrick lining and run upward a lmost to the top; the 
d1irnney is only firebrick lined 15 feet up from its base instead of be­
in!!; lined the whole length. The new furnace is operated under a much 
higher temperature than the old Smith furnace was, and it appears 
that the chimney can not stand up under the higher temperature with· 
out a firebrick lining. It may be necessary to construct a new firebrick 

lined chimney. 
Lately a number of scavengers have started to salvage paper from 

wrapped garbage of homes and apartment houses, using the streets for 
unwrapping the bundles. This practice should be stopped, as it robs 
the garbage of its fuel, but also from the sanitary standpoint. Under 
the present system of collection the incinerator can not be operated 
very economically; there is no regular system of delivery; 01_1e load 
may be received one hour and twenty loads the next hour. It 1s prac­
tically impossible to enforce ordinance cover ing segregation and de­
livery of garbage and refuse; the scavengers will ~rotect their cus­
tomers at all times• violations occur daily. Portland 1s one of the four 
larger cities in the' coun try that permit private licensed collectors to 
do the entire collection of the City's waste.

Dear Sir: There is submitted herewith the annual report of the 
Bureau of Street Cleaning for the [iscal year ending November 30, 19:!7. 

·with the addition of two a-ton Federal trucki-, T-15 ancl T-16, to­
gether with one 2~-ton Republic truck, T-3, our pick-up sen Ice has 
been materially increased. On this equipment there was turne<l In as 
part of the purchase price, old Ford true!, T-8. At one time th small 
Fo1:d trucks fi~led into our organization very economically, but now, 
o_wmg to the distance between dumps and the resulting long haul~. we 
fmd the larger trucks to he better adapted to our purpose. 

Here~ofore, all pick-up trucks in the Bureau were provided with 
hand hoists, but the trucks purchased during the past year are equipped 
with power hoists. This feature, we find, is not only a mea ure of 
~afety but also permits the construction of a lower body, thus re ulting 
m better loading accessibility as well as quicker and easier operation 
of the truck. The bodies constructed on trucks T-15 and T-1!, have each 
the followi~g dimensions, 9 feet 6 inches by 5 feet by 1 foot 2 Inches, 
and are 54 mches high to the top of the bed. Truck T-3 is 12 fc!'t by 5 
feet 2 Inches by 1 foot 4 inches and is 59 inches high. In comparison, 
F. W. ~- truck, T-1, which belongs to the United States Government 
and which the Bureau has been operating since the late war under 
lease through the State Highway Department, has a height of 63 inches 
to the bed. The F. W. D. truck, while having given good !<ervke for 
seve~a! !ears, has now reached a point where the maintenance cost is 
prohibitive and in all probability will be returned to the State Hle;hway 
Department during the coming year.

hasT!le C?unt~ has r ecently completed the new Burnside Bridge which 
Tiles serie5i O tunnels at t~e westerly end, for the use of pedestrians. 
Stree~s ar~. o~ated at the mtersections of First, Second and Third 

· imilar tunnels have been constructed at both the east and 
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west approach to the Broadway Bridge, also at Broadway and Larrabee 
Street and one crossing on Interstate Avenue. These all demand spe­
cial attention and are cleaned regularly either by being swept or 
scrubbed, according to their particular needs. 

Among the Items of obsolete equipment listed as disposed of during 
the year are six horse-drawn flushers and three horse-drawn snow 
plows. These were sold at one of the regular City auctions, and ends 
for probably all time the regime of horse-drawn apparatus in connec­
tion with street cleaning in Portland. Five of the old nushers were 
purchased by the State Highway Commission, while the plows were 
turned over to a grading contractor. Both were considered highly 
efficient before the advent of the automobile but have no place in the 
present epoch of motorized vehicles. l\Iotorization of all our street 
cleaning equipment has proven that the auto flusher properly operated 
will not only clean the streets as well as did the horse-drawn flusher, 
but will do it more quickly and at a less unit cost. 

:Much is being said and written concerning the so-called mechanical 
sweeper, of which there are several different makes on the market. 
It is claimed by the backers of these machines that the operating and 
maintenance cost is much less than that of an auto flusher and crew. 
Granting that to be true, there is grave doubt as to whether or not the 
!'Weeper would clean as thoroughly as does the auto flusher. It would 
abo be far less effective on a street having parked automobiles, as a 
flusher has the advantage of washing most of the dirt from beneath the 
car and into the gutter. It is more than likely that these mechanical 
sweepers can be operated to better advantage in cities having less 
abundant water supply than Portland. This matter is mentioned at 
this time for the reason that some of the larger cities are using this 
equipment and it will undoubtedly be brough t to your attention in the 

near future. 
\Ve wer e very successful dur ing the past season in collecting and 

disposing of leaves. This was partly due to the fact that the leaves be­
p;an falling late in the summer and came down gradually over a period 
or two months, affording ample opportunity for their remov_al. Ho1:1e 
owners too and those who are cultivating vacant lots are Just begin­
ning to' reaiize the value of leaves as a fertilizing agency. They make 
an excellent mulch and serve as a protection when placed around rose 
bushes and shrubbery. Orders for leaves were more numerous than 
ever before. It is quite impor tant, a lso, that we have places to dump 
these leaves at points within a reasonable distance ?f where tl~ey are 
picked up, otherwise it would be an endless task with the eqU1pment 
at hand. Thus, co-operation a long this line works to the advantage or 
both the lot owner and the Street Cleaning Bureau. 

In regard to the subject of dumps, it will no~ be lo~g before our 
present locations for disposing of street sweepings will have been 
filled and new locations must be found. Arrangements have been co~­
pleted for such a dump at East Sixty-seventh and Hals~y ~treets. This 
is an excellent location, away from main travel and 1s 111 a non-resi­
dence section It should serve our purpose for several years. How­
ever , this du~p is not adequate to care for the entire East Side and 
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steps should be taken to procure locations, outside the City limits if 
necessary, in order to take care of [uture needs in this regard. 

During the year there were three unusually heavy rain storms. 
These occurred in the months of June, September and Octobe1·. Each 
of these s torms amounted to almost a c loudburst in magnitucle and 
resulted in the catch-basins and sewers becoming clogged. The con­
dition caused much damage to macadam streets. Great quantltie.s of 
mud and dirt were was hed down from the hills and from unimproved 
and graded streets, the material being deposited on the acljacem im• 
proved streets causing the Bureau considerable trouble and exp£ nse in 
its removal. 

In addition to the rain storms, the year was ushered in by a snow 
storm in the month of January, or rather two separate storms. The 
first lasted only two days, January 19 and 20, the second storm extend· 
ing from January 23 to 25. The combined snowfall during these <;torms 
was 16.1 inches and the ,veather Bureau reports that this volume has 
been exceeded in Portland but once s ince the year 1895, one continuous 
storm in 1919 at which time a fall of 17.5 inches was recorded. Because 
of the separate fa lls much of the work was gone over twice and in some 
instances three times . Extra crews were pu t on the snow removal, be• 
ginning with the night of January 19. The total expense or the ~torm, 
due primarily to extra labor and truck hire, was $17,390.30. This was 
in addition to work performed by trucks and regular employes ur the 
Bureau, and is consequently not included in t he expenditures Uom 
the budget appropriation of the Street Cleaning Bureau. 

The snow storm of J anuary proved beyond the possibility of a cioubt 
the advisability of having proper equipment for removing snow. \Vith 
this thought in mind, the City Council authorized the purchasE; miring 
the year of seven auxiliary snow plows. This equipment is now in 
place and consists of one Kilfer tractor plow for five-ton Ho!' one 
Champion and five Baker straight-blade snow plows, purchased at a 
cost of $2608.37, paid from the General Fune!. Our home-made snow 
plows which were formerly used were a makeshift to say the least and 
were al no time satisfactory. They are still in the possession o[ the 
Bureau but will be auctioned as junk. 

Your attention is directed to the crowded condition or our East Side 
Garage. Every foot of available space in this garage is used for truck 
storage and yet it is much too small for our purpose. Much of the 
equipment used on the east side of the river must therefore croi,s the 
bridges twice daily in order to reach the West Side Garage. This en­
tails a loss of considerable time. H ence, it would be a good investment 
on the part of the City if funds were provided in our next annual budget 
to construct an addition to our East Side Garage similar to the present 
building. ' 

Attached hereto is a statement showing the amount of work per· 
formed during the past year by the Bureau of Street Cleaning and the 
cost of such work, also a statement of finances, the number of men 
employee! and amount of equipment operated.

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the East, causing a heavy movement of migratory workers from the East 
to California first and then up the coast in numbers far too great to be 
a bsorbed by the Northwest, especially during a period of limited lum-
ber production. • 

In these days of cheap gasoline and Jow priced car s, the publicity 
given to the erection of even a minor project will bring in many more 
workers than could be used even though we were short of labor. So 
great has been the influx that some of our labor unions have felt com­
pelled to send out notices to eastern unions describing conditions in 
their particula r cr afts. 

The City Council is to be commended on its position taken In the 
case of the California Petroleum Company, on insisting on the em­
ploym ent of local labor in the erection of that plant, and also in its 
action in the case of the car-building contract, as these two jobs will 

help some. 
It would seem to me that public worlc undertaken by the State or 

by any political subdivision ther eof, if it be possible, should be per­
formed in the slack months of the year, say in November, Dece mber, 
January and February, and that to prevent an unreasonable movement 
of itinerant workers from one state to another, that the States of Ore­
gon, California and Washington pass a similar law, forbidding the em­
ployment on this public work to other than proven citizens of the 
State, where same are available, and that the Labor Commissioner or 
some other designated official be empowered to examine payrolls and 
enforce citizenship requirements. This plan carried into effect would 
serve t he double purpose of somewhat limiting the unwise wanderings 
of workers in dull periods and compel each State to look after its own 

unemployed. 
Unemployment with its attendant evils should be the concern of all 

good citizens, including employers and the strategic policy to pursue 
would be that of r educing the work week of all emp!oyes during the 
slack periods rather than lay them off. It would be vastly less harm­
ful to redu ce the working time of all employes 25 per cent than to throw 
25 per cent of them out during these periods. This policy followed up 
would preserve intact the proper and experienced working force _for 
the time of peak demand and would prove economical in the end as 
well as more humane in its operation and should be made to apply to 
all institutions and corporations, either private, public or semi-public. 

The continued introduction of labor saving machinery and improved 
methods of manufacturing and merchandising will continue to add un­
employment and possibly the five-day week as advocated by Henry 
Ford, by John J. Raskob of General Motors and by many leading trade 
unionists, is the logical correction at some future time.
