The Metropolitan Explosive Disposal Unit, commonly
" called M.E.D.U., consists of members from the
Bureau, Port of Portland Police, Gresham Police,
Clackamas County and Clark County Sheriff's offices.
The unit responds to suspected explosive devices,
found explosives, explosive chemicals, pick up and

dlspose of large quantmes of ﬁreworks and mtlltary
ordlnance through out the metropolltan area. The unlt

provides support for SERT operations and dignitary
protection. In1998, the unit had in excess of 400
missions.

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PAL is a non-profit, juvenile crime prevention program
providing opportunities to youth through athletics,
education, cultural enrichment and job opportunities.

D.A.R.E. (Drug Abuse Resistance Education) is
a collaborative program by D.A.R.E. certified law
enforcement officers, educators, students, parents and the
community. The program is designed to have an
educational curriculum taught in schools to prevent or
reduce drug abuse and violence among children and
youth.

. The primary goal of D.A.R.E. is to prevent substance

abuse among school age children. D.A.R.E.
accomplishes this goal by :

Providing students with accurate information about alcohol
and drugs;

Teaching students' ways to say “no” to drugs while
providing alternatives to drug use;

Teaching students decision making skills and the
consequences of their behavior; and

Building students’ self-esteem while teaching them how to
resist peer pressure.

The D.A.R.E. program is organized into 17 weeks of 50 —
60 minutes' lessons. Law enforcement officers teach the
lessons. The officer also teaches 20 to 30 minute lessons
to the K-4™ grades. The officer uses role-play and other
interactive teaching methods to teach the D.A.R.E.
curriculum to the students.
