decision-making into an area that should scrupulously avoid it. Also, this policy appears to eliminate some
fairly sensible grant-making guardrails found in current financial rules. There may be reasons for this, but

the materials supplied here do not provide them. This policy should be remanded for amendment and
further explanation.
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
