Konev attended and networked at Good in the Hood, Latino Health
Conference, Africa House Fundraising event, The Pitch, a networking event for women in law
practice. She attended and gave updates on IPR at the Community and Police Relations
Committee. IPR Investigator Casey Bieberich attended the Parkrose Neighborhood Association
meeting.

Konev stepped down as co-chair of the Slavic Advisory Council and received a commendation
from the Portland Police Bureau for her leadership of the council.

IPR Director Constantin Severe and IPR staff made classroom presentations at Cleveland High
School, and Severe attended the Youth and Law the book signing at Roosevelt High School.

Kaysey Crump completed her internship at IPR, and graduated with a Masters of Social Work
degree from Portland State University. In July, she begins her job at Family Court
Enhancement Project. The project is designed to assess what family court procedures,
practices, and structures related to custody and parenting time can help keep survivors of
domestic violence and their children safe from further violence and trauma.

IPR deeply appreciates Ms. Crump’s work researching the background and status of the City’s
2009 Plan to End Racial Profiling, engaging IPR staff with youth, and making solid connections
to many local high schools.
