I have been lnformed by Lt. Smlth, Pollce Cormunlty Relatlons Dlrector,
of the PubIlc Safety Advlsory Comlttee's lntentlon to scnd a delega-
tlon of three members to San Franc{sco ln the latter part of iluly to
vlery PCR pr"oJects ln other cltles. I rrmuld llke to suggest that a mem-
ber of the Law and ilustlce llorklng Cormlttee be deslgnated to accompany
the PSAC delegatlon on thls trlp.
Thls request for a Law and Justlce representatlve does not arlse fi.onr a
mere deslre to go. Rather, ln vlsltlng Pollce Corm,rnlty Relatlons prc-
Jects ln other cltles, we need to vlen them from both PSAC and the Law
and Justlce Worklng Conrnlttee's perspectlves. The PSAC delegatlon can
beneflt greatly frun studylng how other gr"oups can best asslst pollce
departments through clt'lzen actlon. The Law and Justlce l.lorklng
Cfim'lttee's representatlve can beneflt by vlewlng the cormlnlty partl-
clpatlon structures and the plannlng process.

I feel thls wou'ld be an excellent opportunlty for these two conmlttees
to work together for the betterment of the PoIlce Cumunlty Relatlons
proJect ln Port'land. By meetlng wlth varlous conmunlty groups, th{s
can also serve to strengthen the cltlzen partlclpatlon ln our worklng
cormlttees.

If I were chosen to act as the Law and Justice representatlve, I would
certalnly take the tlme to get ln touch wlth new ldeas ln related flelds.
I rould very much Ilke the opportunlty to meet wlth San Franclsco's
Sherlff Honglnston concernlng rehabll ltatlon procedures, slnce convlct
rehabllltatlon ls of maJor concern to the Law & Justlce }lorklng Comrlttee.

The Metropol'itan 4-C Council is currently in a state of crisis. At a press con-
ference 0ctober'12,4-C Central Administrator, Ed Klumpp, and Ms, Frances K. 0us1ey,
Chairman of the Confederation of Providbr Agencies, released the following informa-
tion:

"At this tire it is a foregone conclusion that Federal legislation coupled with
revenue sharing with limitation on funds for social services, includ'ing Title IV A
Social Security Amendments, will pass the Congress. This legislation will force
the 0regon State Department of Human Resources to make cuts in the social services
programs. Strong indications are that Children's Services Division wi'11 propose to
reduce its budget by making drastic cuts in Federal funds avai'l ab1 e for day care
programs.

Unofficial figures prepared by Metro 4-C (attach
funding leve1 of $4,385,000 has been reduced by
far short of the necessary funds with whjch to o
anticipated budget now appears to be $2.4 mil'lio
conjecture.

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}Jhile the figures prepared by 4-C appear extremely grim for Iocal child care services,
the figures are not a matter of publ'ic record yet and 4-C is attempting to affect
State decisions on future fundings, and to request that the State spread cuts evenly
among programs.

The primary vehic'les for influencing State funding decjsions wi'll be the parent
councjls at each day care center and their composite body, the Confederatjon of
Provider Agencies. Representatives from the centra'l 4-C staff, the Central 4-C
Council and the Confederation of Provider Agencies met with representatjves from the
Children's Services Divisjon in Salem today to discuss the 4-C d'ilenrna.

Effect of budget cuts on 4-C day care programs in the Mode'l Cities Area:

Approximately 2,000 children are now receiving day care serv'ices in the
Model Neighborhood. There are roughly 1,300 enrolled in before and after
school supervisory day care,200 enrolled'in the family day and night care
program, I60 enrolled in the pre-school expansion program, and 300 enrolled
in small group day care centers. The degree to which cuts may be necessary
