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Tlre following four (4) pages are in answer to a letter re-
ceived on October 26, 1967 from the Oepartment of Housing
end Urban Development, reguesting revisions to the Applice-
tion. The Portland Development Commission submitted this
meterial to the Department of Housing and Urban Development
to be made a part of the Application on November 15, 1967.



REAL ESTATE

The estimates for real estate purchases were obtained from the fol lowing sources:

The Hospi tal has purchased real estate during the past seven years adjacent
to its plant. Our estimates are based on these purchase price figures.

The LPA retains a local real estate consultant whose opinions were used as
an addi tional base.

The staff Real Estate Supervisor of the LPA concurred with th€ estimate
based on his knowledge of the market and his consul tations wlth other
real estate appraisers within the City of Portland. Those consulted were:

Frorn the above sources i t was found that property has been sold over the past
seven years in a range from $.9t+ to $2.86 per sq.ft., making an average of
$1.90 per sq.ft. A price adjustment cost of $.30 per sq.ft. was added to the
$1.90 to establish an estimated market price as ot 1967. The estimated real
estate purchase was established at $2.20 per sq.ft.

The estimate arrived at for the land disposition price was based on the same
knowl edge as obtained for the real estate purchase estimate; horveve r, the
prlce was reduced to reflect only bare land value. lt was the opinions of
these consultants that Sl .00 per sq.ft. bare land value was justified for
budget purposes.

PLANNI NG

The boundaries of the Project were revised to include only those properties
requi ring renewa I treatment, as substantiated by a f ield review of the Pro-
ject by DHU0 technicians on Septenber 27, 1967. (See Soundary tlap) The
legal descri ption of the Project was also qorrected to describe accurately
the revised boundaries. (See Legal Description)

F I SCAL IONAGEI'IENT

Backup data is submitted to justify Line ltem l(a) ($69,750) in the Survey
and Planning Eudget. (See breakdown attached)

socrAL SERV I CE

A Site Office v{as not contemplated during the survey and planning period. lt
is our intent to keep our Albina office (oRE. R-8) and the Neighborhood Service
Center well suppl ied with information to counsel and aid those people affected
by the Project. Both of the above offices are adjacent to the Project area and
are active in relocation work now. Based on the above procedure, there is no
justification for additional expense in establishing an independent Site Office
during survey and planning activities. tle will, however, establish a Site Office
ln the area during the execution phase of the Project.
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The Project Area is described as that land, containing all lots or parcels
of property, situated in the City of Portland, County of Multnomah, State
of Oregon, bounded general ly as fol lows:

Two of the streets bounding the area on the east carry in excess of 10,000

vehicles per day. The street bounding the area on the south and north carry

in excess of 8,000 vehicles per day. An expressway on the west locks in the

area causing a heavy traffic pattern on the periphery. Considering that this is

a predominately residential area, the impact of traffic upon residential amenity

and pedestrial safety is very severe. School chi ldren cannot walk to school or

recreation facllities wi thout crossing one of these heavy surface traffic

s t reets .

The highly deteriorated building condition along Vancouver Street has encouraged

an influx of junk stores and marginal retai I operations of questionable nature.

Four residential structures and two commercial structures have been gutted by

fire during the past years. No attempt has been made by the owners or the City

to restore or remove the existing condi tion from the area. The high degree of

bullding vacancies within the area has caused bui lding vandal ism contributing further

to a deteriorated cond i t ion.

Cond it ions Fostering Vandal ism

The Emanuel Hospital has acgui red over a per lod of years a number of structures

in the area. These structures were boarded up and lef t vacant due to the im-

practicability to rehabilitate them for rental to tenants for an interim period.

These boarded-up structures presented themselves as a source of salvage material

to vandals. Extens ive vandal ism resulted in a condition where the stripped

building consti tuted an environmental safety deficiency. This condition required

that the structures be denol ished to prevent lnjury to anyone entering these

stripped buildings. To date, about forty (40) structures have been removed due

to the actions of vandals.

This figure repre-

sents the number and condition of buildlngs that the LPA proposes to clear, maklng

land avai lable for hospital development.

The 21.! acres entered on Form H-6t01 in Block G under item 2 includes existing

hospital area and City of Portland area that will not be subjected to proposed Urban

Renewal treatment. (See tabulation below.)

(r) Selection of Area and Boundaries

(") The Emanuel Hospital is one of the major non-profit, privately-owned

general hospi tals serving the Portland area and is located on Portlandrs

east side in the area commonly referred td as the "Central Albina District."

A study made by the City of Portlandrs Planning Corrnission discloses

that the Central Albina Di6trict is general ly a bl ighted area in its

enti rety and recornmended that the district be given top priority to

undergo study activities leading to an urban renewa I program,

ln 1963 the Portland Development Conmission, the Local Public Agency for

the City of Portland, adopted a resolution setting forth its intent

to study ways and means of revitalizing the Central Albina District.

It was determined by the Portland Oevelopment Conrniss ion staff that

it was more appropri ate to undertake the preparation of a General

Neighborhood Renewal Plan (GNRP) for the Central Albina District

due to the size of the area involved. Under such a program urban

renewal activities would be initialed in stages over a peri od as

long as eight (8) years, cons istent with financial resources avai lable.

Emanuel Hospital, located within the above district, has an urgent need

for the irnmediate expansion of its present facilities, not only to meet

the normal requirement,: of the community it serves, but also to provide

the additional hospital facilities necessary to serve adequately the

l,ledicare Program for the elderly. Due to the critical time element,

any delay created by the preparation of a GNRP for the Central Albina

District, with Emanuel Hospi tal as the first project, would seriously

retard the Hospital rs expansion program and result in a disservice to the

community. The Department of Housing and Urban Development has adv ised

that approval of a GNRP would not be a prereguisite to the commencement

of the Emanuel Hospital survey and planning for a Section I12 urban renewal

project. Confirmation was received in correspondence from the Department

of Housing and Urban Development dated August 12, 1965.

(b) The major factor which determined the proposed boundaries for the Emanuel

Hospital Project is the amount of area which the Hospital will require for

full expansion of its facilities to meet present and future needs of the

community it serves. A long-range development plan has been prepared by

the Hocpital based on a comprehensive study undertaken for the Hospital by

Babcock, Hatfield, Hillman Jones Associates, outstanding consultants in

hospi tal administration and design. Prior to this a program of development

for Emanuel Hospital was completed by James A. Hami lton Assoc iates, Hospi tal

Consultants,which lncluded a complete areawide planning survey to determine

the need for hospital and health services in the community. The Project Area

designated in this Appl ication compr ises suff icient land to permit Emanuel

Hospital to implement its Development Plan in accord with the recommendat ions

of its consultants. (See Exhibit E.)

(12) Condition of Surroundinq Area

The neighborhood surrounding the Emanuel Hospital area is constantl y decl ining

due to extens ive physical deterioration and economic depress ion. According to

a study conducted by the Portland Planning Conrnission ln 1962, there is no

trend towards new construction in the area that might serve to counteract the

age and deterioration of the surrounding neighborhood. Over a five-year period

from 1957 through l96l there had been no building activity in the area other

than minor remodel ings with the exception of Emanuel Hospital additions and

construct ion of the Knott Street Center. Total building volune in the entire

Albina Area amounted to approximatel y 3,5 nill ion dollars, or about one percent

of the total city vol ume. 0f this total, 2.8 million dol lars were accounted

for by Emanuel Hospital and the Knott Street Center. Cornercial development

(t5) National Goals and Urban Renewal Priorities

There is little do[,rtthat the greatest concentrat ion of Portlandrs urban

bl ight can be found in the Albina area encompassing the Emanuel Hospital .

This area contains the highest concentrat ion of low-incorne families and

experiences the highest incidence rate of crime in the City of Portl and.

Approximately 75% to 807" of Portlandrs Negro population live within the

Albina area. The area contains a high percentage of substandard housing

and a high rate of unemployment. Conditions will not improve without a

concerted effort by urban renewal action. The municipal goals as establ ished

by the Conrnunity Renewal Program for the City of Portland further stresses

the urgent need to arrest the advanced stages of blight. The study area

submitted in the City of Portlandrs l"lodel City Demonstration Program en-

compasses the proposed Emanuel Hospital Project. This expanded medical

center complex will provide the necessary direct medical and heal th servi ces

which are badly needed in the study area.

The policy guidelines set forth in Local Public Agency Letter No.4l8

establish three (3) basic Aoals to which the Emanuel Hospital Project must

contribute.

The local office of the Federal Housing Administration was reguested

to make a prel iminary determination on the feasibility of constructing

221 (d)(3) nousing units within the project boundaries. The area pro-

posed for study is indicated on the Proposed l,laster Plan for Emanuel

Hospital (exniUit E). ln review of the hospitalts long-range land re-

use program, they consider it suitable and desirable to devote this

area to low and moderate income family hous ing units. Such use of the

site would be appropriate and compatible with the Hospitalrs plans for

the general northern area ef the Project. The Hospi tal does not desire

to develop a housing project of this type, but would encourage local

private construction and operat ion through the Federal Hous ing Admin-

istrat ion p rogr am.

The Hospital , through its various outpatient clinics, would be

ideal ly situated to conduct extensive heal th-care services for the

occupants of such a housing unit. Emanuel Hospital presentl y conducts

medical residency programs in lnternal Medicine, Surgery, 0rthopedics,

Neurology, 0bstetrics, Gynecology, along with outpatient clinics for

each of these services. Patients who are rrmedical ly indigentrt are

treated without charge in these clinics and, if hospital ization is

needed, inpatient care is extended.

The Real Estate Supervisor for the Portland Development Commission

has conducted a survey of the study area and concurs that the proposed

plan for a 221 (dl (3) housing unit would greatly improve the housing

needs for both the Emanuel Hospltal and Albina areas. Such a facility

would greatly allevlate the housing need and enhance residential

rehabilitation in the adjacent Albina Project (ORE. R-8).

The construction of a 28 unit 221(d)(3) housing project has been

started in the Albina Neighborhood lmprovement Project, ORE. R-8.

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This housing project is located one block north of the northern

boundary line of the proposed Emanuel tlospital Project. The 'local

Federal Hous ing Administration off ice has received the required appli-

catlon and fee from Alpha Corporation for the construction of these

units. Acquisition of the land by Alpha Gorporation from the Portland

Development Commission is nou being negotiated. A pattern of combined

developnent such as this is beneficial to the need for additlonal lon-

cost hous ing in this neighborhood.

Five of Portland's eight existing public housing projects are located

within a short di stance f rorn the Emanuel Hospi tal area. These projects

contain a total of 232 unlts and comprise about l/3 of Portlandts total

public housing. ln addition, 200 of an authorlzed 1,000 lease-housing

units are now under contract. Approximately 4& of these 200 lease-

housing units are located within the near vicinlty of the Hospital .

The Albina Neighborhood lmprovement Project ORE. R-8 is also providing

sites for the construction of new housing through spot clearance of

di lapidated bui ldings.

An important factor that must be considered at this pre-planning stage

is that the Emanuel Hospital is located within the study area contained

in the City of Portlandrs I'lodel City Demonstration Program. Any

housing development such as the proposed 221(d)(l) must be in harmony

with the overall corrnunity pattern as established in the execution

of the ltodel City Program. As indlcated by the ltodel City Application,

a large proportion of the housing in the study area is substandard. One

(b) Developrnent of new employment opportunities.

The Emanuel Hospital performs two important funct lons which are

related to the developrent of new employment opportunities. The

nedical expanslon program and the medical education program sponsored

by the Hospital will stimulate job opportunities within the Portland

area.

Hospi tal Sponsored Progranrs

Since its founding, Emanuel Hospital has been dedicated to edu-

cation in the fleld of health careers, thus stimulating employment.

The Hospital's governing authori ty has always bel ieved that active

teaching programs result in improved patient care and asslst the

corununi ty by providing persons careful ly educated in the care of

the sick. The program is of such a size and nature that it demands

a ful l-time Director of l,ledical Education.

The School of Nursing, being the I argest of the training programs,

was first started in 1912. The members in the graduating class of

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1965 have brought the total number to 1,921 students who have

completed this course of study in the Emanuel School of Nursing.

Nursing education at Emanuel Hospital is a three-year course of

correlated cl assroom learning and cl inical practice. Students

spend at least one quarter in each clinical area: l{edic ine,

Surgery, 0rthodpedics, 0per6ting Room, Haternity, Pediatrics,

and Psychiatry. Classes are also offered at Emaneul Hospital

for Llcensed Practical Nurses, who earn as they learn in a program

sponsored by the Portland Public Schools Departnent of Adult

and Vocational Educat i on.

Nurses I Aides, who assist in a number of hospital areas, are

eligible to enroll in six-weeks training programs. Aides provide

auxil iary patient care--also under the supervision of a registered

nur se .

Pharmacy internships are offered students enrol led in accredited

schools of pharmacy. These students must serve a 2,400 hour

internship following completion of thelr sophonore year at college.

An opportunity to practice hospital ministry in tr^E educational

programs conducted under the supervision of the Hospital Chaplaincy

Department is offered chaplaincy residents and interns. ln addition,

the Department also offers 12 weeks of education and experience

each sunmer for ministers and theological students who wish to

become familiar with hospi tal ministry.

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Emanuel Hospital has a traro-year program for X-Ray Technologists.

The l2-month program for t4edical Technologists is offered after

completion of three years in an accredited college. During their

year at the Hospital, required study courses include: Principles

of Hematology, Cl inical Bacteriology, Radioisotope Technique,

Clinical Parasitology and rel ated courses.

Another education program consists of a four-year course of

Apprentice Engineers. This program involves the many mechanical

funct ions necessary to the Hospital and offers training in areas

such as: air-condltioning and maintaining the compl icated elec-

tron ic equ i pment.

A series of in-service training programs are continual ly con-

ducted by the Hospital . These programs will be expanded with

the anticipated hospital development program and wi ll offer more

job opportuni ties to meet the increasing demand for such training.

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Analysis of the above statistics indicates that the unemploynent rate

could be much higher than 15.6% because this figure reflects only un-

employed heads of households. lt was not determined how many other

members of each family were "employablert and unemployed. Assuming

that an average of at least two persons per household in the area were

employable, the overal I unemployment rate could be much higher.

It is evident that there is an acute need for employment opportunities

for these low-income families. Unemployment statistics in the area

around the proposed Emanuel Hospital Project are far above national

averages. Nationally, the rate of unemployment is 4% as of June, 1967.

A further breakdown shows that 3.3% of the white population and 7.8/" of

the non-white population nationally is unemployed as of June, lt6l.

The Portland ltletropol itan area currentl y has a rate of unemployment

ot 4.3% as of June, 1957.

When the Emanuel Hospital expansion ls completed, additional personnel

will be needed to staff and maintain expanded operations. Hospi tal

projections indicate that 208 jobs wi ll have to be filled by skilled

and unskilled workers on a ful l-time basis. Fourteen part-time skilled

and unski lled workers wi ll also be needed.

0f the I88 buildings located within the Project boundaries 95% are deficient.

There is no new building trend other than that generated by the Hospital

which would serve to counteract the deterioratlon of the area.

The age of the structures varies between 50 and 70 years, and the effects

of this advanced age can be found throughout the area. Hore than l0|%

of all fire calls within the City are reported in the Emanuel Hospi tal

area.

Chairman: The chairman shall pres ide at all meet ings of the
Commission. Except as otherwise authorized by resolution of the Conmiss ioners,
the chairman shal I sign all contracts, deeds and other instruments made by
the Commission.

Section 3. Secretary: The secretar y shall perform the duties of the
chairman in the absence or incapacity of the chairman; and in case of the
resignation or death of the chairman, the secretary shall perform such duties
as are imposed on the chairman until such time as the Commission shall select
a new chairman.

Sect ion 4. Act [no Secretary: The acting secretary shall perform the
duties of the chaTiman in tfabsence or incapacity of both the chairman and
the secretary, and shall perform the duties of the secretary when the latter
acts as chairman.

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Sect ion 5. Addit ional Dut ies : The off icers of the Corrnission shal I
perform such other duties and functions as may from time to time be required
by the Commission or by the by-laws or rules and regulations of the Commission.

Section 6. Election or Appointment: The chai rman , secretary and act i ng
secretary shall be elected annual ly by the Coomiss ioners from among their
members at the first regul ar meet ing of the Cornmission in January of each
year, and shall hold office for one year or until their successors are elected
and qual if ied.

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Section 3. Quorum: Three nembers of the Conmi ssion shall constitute
a quorum for the !ilffi?e of conducting its business and exercising its power s

and for all other purposes, but a smal ler nun$er may adjourn from time to time
until a quorum is obtained. Action may be taken by the Cormission upon a
vote of a majority of the full membership of the Cormission.

Section 4. llanner of Votinq: The voting on formal resolutions, matters
to any federal, state, county, or city agency, and on such other matters
as may be requested by a majority of the Commission menbers shall be by roll
call, and the ayes and noes and members present and not voting shall be
entered upon the minutes of such meeting, except on the election of off icers
which may be by ballot.

ARTICLE IV

PROCEDURE

Section l, Standin or S ecial Commi ttees: The chairman is author ized
to refer items to standi n9 or sPec al committees for recommendat ion and report.
All committees shall be appointed by the chairman unless otherwise ordered by
the Commission. The Commiss ion member first named shall act as chai rman
thereof. Appointments to such committees need not be restricted to members
of the Commi ss ion.

Section 3. 0rder of Business: The followin9 shall be the order of business
except by a vote without debate by the Commission: (l ) Rol I -cal I and deter-
mination of quorum; (2) Correction and approval of the minutes of the preceding
meeting; (3) Reading of the corrnun icat ions ; (4) Reports of standlng conmittees;
(5) Reports of special comnrittees; (6) Unfinished business; (/) New business;
(8) Adjournment.

Section 4. Rules of Order: Robertrs rrRules of 0rderrr shall govern the
conduct of the meetings of the Commi ssion in any matter not covered by these
rules and regu lat ions.

ARTICLE V

AMENDMENTS

Amendments to By-Laws: The by-laws of the Corrnission shall be amended only
with the approval of at least three of the nerbers of the Conunission at a regular
or special meet ing, but no such amendment shall be adopted unless at least ten
(10) days written not ice thereof has been previously given to all of the members
of the Commiss ion.

DEVELOP},IENT FOR FUNDS THEREFOR

WHEREAS, the Gommission, by Resolution No. 645 adopted January 30, 1967, approved
a portion of the Portland Central Albina Area as an urban renewal project and approved
an appl ication by the Portl and Development Commi ss ion for an advancement of Federal fu:rds
for surveys and plans which Resolution No.645 stated the estimate for such planning
funds to be Two Hundred Ninety-four Thousand and Seven Hundred Fourteen Dollars ($294,714);
that such planning funds are now estimated to be Tr,ro Hundred Twenty-nlng Thousand and One
Hundred Seventy-three Dollars ($229,173); and

i,THEREAS, the Commission by Resolution No.545 adopted January 30, 1967, approved a
portion of the Portl and Centrrl Albina Area as an urban renewa I project and approved an
application by the Portland Development Cormission for an advancernent of Federal funds
for survey and plans which Resolution stated specific project boundaries; that such pro-
jebt boundaries have now been modified, that the appl ication should be amended to incor-
porate the modified project boundaries as stated in this Resolution; and

ITHEREAS, said Resolution 645 should be arnended and said application be approved
stating the true estimate for said planning funds as provided in this resolution; and

WHEREAS, under Title I of the Housing Act of 1949, as amended (herein referred to as
"Title l"), the Department of Housing and Urban Development Secretary is authorized to
extend financial assi stance to local public agencies in the el imination and prevention
the spread of their slums and urban blight through the planning and undertakings of urban
renewa I projects; and

ITHEREAS, it is desirable and in the public interest that the Urban Renewa I Agency
of the City of Portland acting by and through the Portland Development Conmiss ion make
surveys and prepare plans, presently estimated to cost Tr"lo Hundred Twenty-nine Thousand
and One Hundred Seventy-three Dollars ($229,173), in order to undertake and carry out an
urban renewal project of the character contemplated by Section l12 of Title l, in that
area proposed as an Urban Renewal Area, si tuated in the City of Portland, County of
Mul tnomah, and State of Oregon, which is described as fol lows:
