Ordinance No.  177569
*Approve contract with David Evans and Associates, Inc. to assist River Renaissance to create and test a system for determining the monetary value of ecosystem services created or diminished by different watershed protection and restoration actions  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland Ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds that:

1. In July 1998, the Portland City Council adopted resolution 35715 to guide the City’s response to the listing of federally protected species.  The resolution called on the City to:

· Create an integrated, comprehensive city-wide approach;

· Work to support the recovery of native salmonids;

· Work proactively with the National Marine Fisheries Service and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service;

· Work with local, regional and state partners;

· Engage the community in the ESA response.

2. Using ecosystem economic analysis to determine the cost and value of multiple projects, developed collaboratively through River Renaissance and watershed plans, supports the City’s integrated response to the Endangered Species Act, the Clean Water Act, the Safe Drinking Water Act and Superfund issues within the City of Portland.  

3. In May 2000, the Council adopted a Framework for an Endangered Species Recovery Plan.  That Framework described an analytical approach for developing the City’s response to the Endangered Species Act.  That approach called for Portland’s response to be tied to Citywide goals, including economic development and cost-effectiveness.  To respond to Council direction, the City requires the ability to estimate the economic cost or value of multiple watershed restoration projects.

4. Ecosystem economic analysis will help the City identify cost-effective watershed strategies and actions, integrate environmental and economic objectives, and provide increased flexibility and options for meeting regulatory mandates.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Endangered Species Act Program to enter into an agreement with David Evans and Associates Inc to develop and test an ecosystem economics model to establish economic valuations for watershed restoration projects.  

b. The Council approves funding not to exceed $150,000 from the ESA Program’s existing budget for this contract.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists due to the time-critical nature of determining the economic value of multiple capital and operating investments.  These investments contribute to River Renaissance, the ESA Program, BES’ watershed plans, the Clean River Plan, the Bureau of Planning’s Goal 5 compliance program and the City’s response to the Superfund listing.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
