ORDINANCE NO.  176137
*Authorize Interagency Agreement between the Portland Development Commission and the Bureau of General Services for the design and construction of tenant improvements on the 7th floor of the 1900 Building.  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The City and the PDC, under authority of the Charter of the City of Portland, Oregon and ORS 190.003, are authorized to enter into an Interagency Agreement in cooperation for completing tenant improvements at the PDC offices in the 1900 Building.

2. PDC has funds for the costs associated with the design and construction of the tenant improvements, and the BGS will provide for the design, management services and construction in accordance with the terms and conditions of the attached Interagency Agreement.

3. The Executive Director of PDC and the Director of BGS have signed the attached Interagency Agreement that has been approved by the City Attorney’s office.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to execute the attached Interagency Agreement between the Portland Development Commission and the Bureau of General Services for the design and construction of tenant improvements on the 7th floor of the 1900 Building.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in authorizing this Interagency Agreement may result in additional expense and delay.  Therefore this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council
