ORDINANCE NO.  176146
* Accept a grant from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration in the amount of $75,000 for restoration along Johnson Creek.  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1 the Council finds that:

1. The City of Portland recently competed the “Johnson Creek Restoration Plan” which outlines restoration needed along the main stem of Johnson Creek and some tributaries.

2. In June, 2001, the City Council adopted the Johnson Creek Restoration Plan as the city’s guidance for recovering salmonid species in Johnson Creek.

3. One of the highest priority areas for restoration is along Johnson Creek near Lower Powell Butte. This grant provides partial funding for the revegetation portion of this restoration. 

4. The grant from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration requires a 1:1 match.  Local match in the amount of $75,000 will be provided in the form of materials and services in the budget of the Watershed Revegetation Program.  This match was generated from the BES CIP program.  

5. The established cost is $75,000.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2001-2002. 

NOW THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a.
The Mayor is hereby authorized to accept on behalf of the City of Portland a grant from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration in the amount of $75,000.
